I am writing to express my great displeasure to the introduction of H.R.8250, introduced by Rep. Gottheimer of New Jersey’s 5th District and co-sponsored by Rep. Stefanik of New York’s 21st District. I would like to start off my informing you that such a bill is idiotic in nature and that age verification is only a means of mass control, censorship, and deanonymization of the internet. As a free American who believes in freedom of speech and online anonymity, I urge to reject this bill should it make it to a full vote.
The internet is one of humanity’s greatest tools that has allowed the freedom of information to flow and bypass traditional censorship to expose corruption and scandals across the world. Freedom of Speech, a First Amendment right and Natural Right of Humanity, requires anonymity on the internet. Deanonymizing users is not only dangerous, but a means for corporations and governments to harass and censor those they disagree with. The United Kingdom is engaging in such draconian behavior right now as their Online Safety Act is being used to censor users from accessing parts of the internet deemed “inappropriate.” Such laws have no place in the United States and support for it is antithetical to a free society.
Addressing the problems of the modern internet is universally agreed upon: children accessing pornography, scamming, data brokers selling our data, etc. The primary purpose that this legislation is trying to address is particularly children accessing things that are not meant for their age. However, the solution of broad, drag-net, age verification is not the solution that the United States should be pursuing as this would be an attempt to excuse bad parenting and introduce government surveillance on mass scale in the open. HR8250 and similar bills such as the Kids Online Safety Act are vessels to introduce this government surveillance as something to be welcomed and adored. Edward Snowden exposed the federal government for illegal and unconstitutional surveillance in 2013 and still suffers in exile today for a heroic act. Parents need to learn the proper technology to monitor their own children’s online behavior and actions. Parental control software exists that help prevent children from accessing materials that parents do not want them accessing. The software is not perfect, no software is ever perfect as vulnerabilities and bypasses may exist, but proper parenting such as simply taking the devices away form the children will prevent them from accessing the unwanted material and would is far more effective than any software. It is not the job of government to deanonymize the populace for the sake of “protecting the children.”
As your constituent, I urge that you reject such measures to implement age verification and mass surveillance measures and counter-act by introducing legislation that protects the anonymity that a free internet provides.
