#EldenRing is a successful single player
MMO RPG. If you think about the MMO…
RPG PvE player experience long enough,
you'll find out that you're basically playing
Elden Ring. The difference is that ER pays
10x the content per move, but also lasts
less than 100-200 hours. And what I find
brilliant is that instead of a boring, lame
MMO story, you get weird Miyazaki quests
that automatically make you a "deep lore
nerd" if you attempting to complete them.
So basically, the player gets "light" MMO
RPG gameplay with lots of content, no
restrictions (if you can handle high-level
enemies), and no mandatory story. As a
bonus player can control social
interactions with other players. The secret
sauce: every element of the game must be
done with very high quality mark. It seems
like quite a few Chinese game developers
have cracked the Elden Ring formula, and
we'll be seeing a lot of single-player
MMOs in the near future.
