
(a) Classification of timberland for use value 

Class I timberland is timberland capable of producing more than 120 cubic feet of timber 
per acre per annum. 

Class II timberland is timberland capable of producing more than 85 but less than 120 
cubic feet of timber per acre per annum. 

Class III timberland is timberland capable of producing less than 85 cubic feet of timber 
per acre per annum. 

Class IV timberland is timberland capable of producing less than 85 cubic feet of timber 
per acre per annum and which is subject to periodic overflow from natural or artificial 
water courses, and which is otherwise considered to be swampland.
