ICES.—The term ‘‘home and community-based serv-4

ices’’ means, with respect to a State Medicaid pro-5

gram, home and community-based services (includ-6

ing home health and personal care services) that are 7

provided under the State’s qualified HCBS program 8

or that could be provided under such a program but 9

are otherwise provided under the Medicaid program. 10

(4) INDIAN TRIBE.—The term ‘‘Indian tribe’’ 11

means an Indian tribe, a tribal organization, or an 12

urban Indian organization (as such terms are de-13

fined in section 4 of the Indian Health Care Im-14

provement Act (25 U.S.C. 1603)), and includes a 15

tribal consortium of Indian tribes or tribal organiza-16

tions (as so defined).

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SEC. 70310. SENSE OF CONGRESS REGARDING SURPRISE 1

MEDICAL BILLS. 2

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 3

(1) Surprise medical bills can be financially dev-4

astating for consumers.

and occur in situations where consumers have no 7

ability to reasonably choose an in-network provider 8

or insurance company networks are too narrow for 9

consumers to be able to access seamless in-network 10

care.

(D) in a good faith belief that the indi-14

vidual being treated is in need of health care 15

services. 16

(b) EXCEPTIONS.—Subsection (a) does not apply if— 17

(1) the harm was caused by an act or omission 18

constituting willful or criminal misconduct, gross 19

negligence, reckless misconduct, or a conscious fla-20

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Administrator of the Centers for Medicare & Med-1

icaid Services and in consideration of the most effi-2

cient payment systems to provide emergency pay-3

ment to eligible covered entities.

make payments under this section— 6

(A) in the form of a pre-payment, prospec-7

(a) FEDERAL-STATE AGREEMENTS.—Any State 5

which desires to do so may enter into and participate in 6

an agreement under this section with the Secretary of 7

Labor (hereinafter in this section referred to as the ‘‘Sec-8

retary’’).

Notwithstanding any other law, if a State modifies 3

its unemployment compensation law and policies with re-4

spect to availability for work and work search test require-5

SEC. 80105. GRANTS FOR SHORT-TIME COMPENSATION 12

PROGRAMS. 13

(a) GRANTS.— 14

(1) FOR IMPLEMENTATION OR IMPROVED AD-15

MINISTRATION.—The Secretary shall award grants 16

to States that enact short-time compensation pro-17

grams (as defined in subsection (i)(2)) for the pur-18

pose of implementation or improved administration 19

of such programs.

SEC. 80301. EMERGENCY UNEMPLOYMENT RELIEF FOR 7

GOVERNMENTAL ENTITIES AND NONPROFIT 8

ORGANIZATIONS. 9

(a) FLEXIBILITY IN PAYING REIMBURSEMENT.—The 10

Secretary of Labor may issue clarifying guidance to allow 11

States to interpret their State unemployment compensa-12

tion laws in a manner that would provide maximum flexi-13

bility to reimbursing employers as it relates to timely pay-14

ment and assessment of penalties and interest pursuant 15

to such State laws. 16

(b) FEDERAL FUNDING.—Section 903 of the Social 17

Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1103) is amended by adding at 18

the end the following: 19

‘‘Transfers for Federal Reimbursement of State 20

Unemployment Funds 21

‘‘(j)(1)(A) In addition to any other amounts, the Sec-22

retary of Labor shall provide for the transfer of funds dur-23

ing the applicable period to the accounts of the States in 24

the Unemployment Trust Fund, by transfer from amounts 25
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reserved for that purpose in the Federal unemployment 1

account, in accordance with the succeeding provisions of 2

this subsection. 3

‘‘(B) The amount of funds transferred to the account 4

of a State under subparagraph (A) during the applicable 5

period shall, as determined by the Secretary of Labor, be 6

equal to one half of the amounts of compensation (as de-7

fined in section 3306(h) of the Internal Revenue Code of 8

1986) attributable under the State law to service to which 9

section 3309(a)(1) of such Code applies that were paid 10

by the State for weeks of unemployment beginning and 11

ending during such period.

SEC. 102. SUSPENSION OF REQUIREMENTS REGARDING 22

TENANT CONTRIBUTION TOWARD RENT. 23

(a) SUSPENSION.—Notwithstanding any other provi-24

sion of law, the obligation of each tenant household of a 25
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dwelling unit in assisted housing to pay any contribution 1

toward rent for occupancy in such dwelling unit shall be 2

suspended with respect to such occupancy during the pe-3

riod beginning on the date of the enactment of this Act 4

and ending 6 months after the date of the termination 5

by the Federal Emergency Management Agency of the 6

emergency declared on March 13, 2020, by the President 7

under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emer-8

gency Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 4121 et seq.) relating 9

to the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID–19) pandemic.

(1) provide owners of assisted housing and pub-16

(3) section 202 of the Housing Act of 1959 (12 11

U.S.C. 1701q); 12

(4) section 811 of the Cranston-Gonzales Na-13

tional Affordable Housing Act (42 U.S.C. 8013); 14

(5) title II of the Cranston-Gonzalez National 15

Affordable Housing Act (42 U.S.C. 12701 et seq.); 16

(6) subtitle D of title VIII of the Cranston-Gon-17

zalez National Affordable Housing Act (42 U.S.C. 18

12901 et seq.); 19

(7) title I of the Housing and Community De-20

SEC. 103. TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON EVICTION FIL-11

INGS. 12

(a) CONGRESSIONAL FINDINGS.—The Congress finds 13

that— 14

(1) according to the 2018 American Community 15

Survey, 36 percent of households in the United 16

States—more than 43 million households—are rent-17

ers; 18

(2) in 2019 alone, renters in the United States 19

paid $512 billion in rent; 20

(3) according to the Joint Center for Housing 21

Studies of Harvard University, 20.8 million renters 22

in the United States spent more than 30 percent of 23

their incomes on housing in 2018 and 10.9 million 24
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renters spent more than 50 percent of their incomes 1

on housing in the same year; 2

(4) Moody’s Analytics estimates that 27 million 3

jobs in the U.S. economy are at high risk because 4

of COVID–19; 5

(5) the impacts of the spread of COVID–19, 6

which is now considered a global pandemic, are ex-7

pected to negatively impact the incomes of poten-8

tially millions of renter households, making it dif-9

ficult for them to pay their rent on time; and 10

(6) evictions in the current environment would 11

increase homelessness and housing instability which 12

would be counterproductive towards the public 13

health goals of keeping individuals in their homes to 14

the greatest extent possible. 15

(b) MORATORIUM.—During the period beginning on 16

the date of the enactment of this Act and ending on the 17

date described in paragraph (1) of subsection (d), the les-18

sor of a covered dwelling may not make, or cause to be 19

made, any filing with the court of jurisdiction to initiate 20

a legal action to recover possession of the covered dwelling 21

from the tenant regardless of cause, except when a tenant 22

perpetrates a serious criminal act that threatens the 23

health, life, or safety of other tenants, owners, or staff 24

of the property in which the covered dwelling is located. 25
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(c) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this section, the 1

following definitions shall apply: 2

(1) COVERED DWELLING.—The term ‘‘covered 3

dwelling’’ means a dwelling that is occupied by a 4

tenant— 5

(A) pursuant to a residential lease; or 6

(B) without a lease or with a lease ter-7

minable at will under State law. 8

(2) DWELLING.—The term ‘‘dwelling’’ has the 9

meaning given such term in section 802 of the Fair 10

Housing Act (42 U.S.C. 3602) and includes houses 11

and dwellings described in section 803(b) of such 12

Act (42 U.S.C. 3603(b)). 13

(d) SUNSET.— 14

(1) SUNSET DATE.—The date described in this 15

paragraph is the date of the expiration of the 6- 16

month period that begins upon the termination by 17

the Federal Emergency Management Agency of the 18

emergency declared on March 13, 2020, by the 19

President under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Re-20

lief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 4121 21

et seq.) relating to the Coronavirus Disease 2019 22

(COVID–19) pandemic. 23

(2) NOTICE TO VACATE AFTER SUNSET 24

DATE.—After the date described in paragraph (1), 25
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the lessor of a covered dwelling may not require the 1

tenant to vacate the covered dwelling before the ex-2

piration of the 30-day period that begins upon the 3

provision by the lessor to the tenant, after the date 4

described in paragraph (1), of a notice to vacate the 5

covered dwelling.

SEC. 104. SUSPENSION OF OTHER CONSUMER LOAN PAY-7

lated mortgage loan)— 12

(1) capitalize unpaid interest; 13

(2) apply a higher interest rate triggered by the 14

(4) sue or threaten to sue for nonpayment of a 18

debt; 19

(5) continue litigation to collect a debt that was 20

initiated before the date of enactment of this section; 21

(6) submit or cause to be submitted a confes-22

sion of judgment to any court; 23

(7) enforce a security interest through reposses-24

sion, limitation of use, or foreclosure; 25
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(8) take or threaten to take any action to en-1

force collection, or any adverse action for non-2

payment of a debt, or for nonappearance at any 3

hearing relating to a debt; 4

(9) commence or continue any action to cause 5

or to seek to cause the collection of a debt, including 6

pursuant to a court order issued before the end of 7

the 120-day period following the end of the COVID– 8

19 emergency, from wages, Federal benefits, or 9

other amounts due to a consumer by way of garnish-10

ment, deduction, offset, or other seizure; 11

(10) cause or seek to cause the collection of a 12

debt, including pursuant to a court order issued be-13

fore the end of the 120-day period following the end 14

of the COVID–19 emergency, by levying on funds 15

from a bank account or seizing any other assets of 16

a consumer; 17

(11) commence or continue an action to evict a 18

consumer from real or personal property; or 19

(12) disconnect or terminate service from utility 20

service, including electricity, natural gas, tele-21

communications or broadband, water, or sewer. 22

(b) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this sec-23

tion may be construed to prohibit a consumer from volun-24

tarily paying, in whole or in part, a debt. 25

(c) REPAYMENT PERIOD.—After the expiration of the 1

COVID–19 emergency, with respect to a debt described 2

under subsection (a), a debt collector— 3

(1) may not add to the debt balance any inter-4

est or fee prohibited by subsection (a); 5

(2) shall, for credit with a defined term or pay-6

ment period, extend the time period to repay the 7

debt balance by 1 payment period for each payment 8

19 emergency, or the express permission of a court 4

of competent jurisdiction, a debt collector may only 5

communicate in writing in connection with the col-6

lection of any debt (other than debt related to a fed-7

erally related mortgage loan).

(2) REQUIRED DISCLOSURES.— 9

(A) IN GENERAL.—All written communica-10

tions described under paragraph (1) shall in-11

form the consumer that the communication is 12

for informational purposes and is not an at-13

tempt to collect a debt.

(C) ORAL NOTIFICATION.—Any oral notifi-9

cation shall be provided in the language the 10

debt collector otherwise uses to communicate 11

with the borrower. 12

(D) WRITTEN TRANSLATIONS.—In pro-13

viding written notifications in languages other 14

than English in this Section, a debt collector 15

may rely on written translations developed by 16

the Bureau of Consumer Financial Protection. 17

(e) VIOLATIONS.— 18

(1) IN GENERAL.—Any person who violates this 19

section shall— 20

(A) except as provided under subparagraph 21

(B), be subject to civil liability in accordance 22

with section 813 of the Fair Debt Collection 23

Practices Act, as if the person is a debt col-24

lector for purposes of that section; and 25
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(B) be liable to the consumer for an 1

amount 10 times the amounts described in such 2

section 813, for each violation. 3

(2) PREDISPUTE ARBITRATION AGREEMENTS.— 4

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, no 5

predispute arbitration agreement or predispute joint- 6

action waiver shall be valid or enforceable with re-7

spect to a dispute brought under this section, includ-8

ing a dispute as to the applicability of this section, 9

which shall be determined under Federal law. 10

(f) TOLLING.—Except as provided in subsection 11

(g)(5), any applicable time limitations, including statutes 12

of limitations, related to a debt under Federal or State 13

law shall be tolled during the COVID–19 emergency.

(g) CLAIMS OF AFFECTED CREDITORS AND DEBT 15

(1) VALUATION OF PROPERTY.—With respect 17

to any action asserting a taking under the Fifth 18

Amendment of the Constitution of the United States 19

as a result of this section or seeking a declaratory 20

judgment regarding the constitutionality of this sec-21

tion, the value of the property alleged to have been 22

taken without just compensation shall be evalu-23

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(A) with consideration of the likelihood of 1

full and timely payment of the obligation with-2

out the actions taken pursuant to this section; 3

and 4

(B) without consideration of any assistance 5

provided directly or indirectly to the consumer 6

from other Federal, State, and local govern-7

ment programs instituted or legislation enacted 8

in response to the COVID–19 emergency. 9

(2) SCOPE OF JUST COMPENSATION.—In an ac-10

tion described in paragraph (1), any assistance or 11

(C) any provider of utility services. 11

(4) DEBT.—The term ‘‘debt’’— 12

(i) for which the original agreement, 16

or if there is no agreement, the original ob-17

ligation to pay was created before the 18

COVID emergency, whether or not such 19

(1) INAPPLICABILITY OF IN-PERSON HEARING 12

REQUIREMENTS.—A grantee may not be required to 13

hold in-person public hearings in connection with its 14

citizen participation plan, but shall provide citizens 15

with notice and a reasonable opportunity to com-16

ment of not less than 15 days. Following the period 17

that begins upon the date of the enactment of this 18

Act and ends upon the date of the termination by 19

the Federal Emergency Management Agency of the 20

emergency declared on March 13, 2020, by the 21

President under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Re-22

lief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 4121 23

et seq.) relating to the Coronavirus Disease 2019 24

(COVID–19) pandemic, and after the period de-25
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scribed in paragraph (2), the Secretary shall direct 1

grantees to resume pre-crisis public hearing require-2

ments. 3

(2) VIRTUAL PUBLIC HEARINGS.—During the 4

period that national or local health authorities rec-5

ommend social distancing and limiting public gath-6

erings for public health reasons, a grantee may ful-7

fill applicable public hearing requirements for all 8

grants from funds made available pursuant to this 9

section by carrying out virtual public hearings. Any 10

such virtual hearings shall provide reasonable notifi-11

cation and access for citizens in accordance with the 12

grantee’s certifications, timely responses from local 13

officials to all citizen questions and issues, and pub-14

lic access to all questions and responses. 15

(l) ADMINISTRATION.—Of any amounts made avail-16

able pursuant to subsection (a), not more than the lesser 17

of 0.5 percent, or $15,000,000, may be used for staffing, 18

training, technical assistance, technology, monitoring, re-19

search, and evaluation activities necessary to carry out the 20

program carried out under this section, and such amounts 21

shall remain available until September 30, 2024. 22

SEC. 106. EMERGENCY HOMELESS ASSISTANCE. 23

(a) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is 24

authorized to be appropriated under the Emergency Solu-25
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tions Grants program under subtitle B of title IV of the 1

McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 2

11371 et seq.) $15,500,000,000 for grants under such 3

subtitle in accordance with this section to respond to needs 4

arising from the public health emergency relating to 5

(b) FORMULA.—Notwithstanding sections 413 and 7

414 of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (42 8

U.S.C. 11372, 11373), the Secretary of Housing and 9

Urban Development (in this Act referred to as the ‘‘Sec-10

retary’’) shall allocate amounts made available pursuant 11

to subsection (a) in accordance with a formula to be estab-12

lished by the Secretary that takes into consideration the 13

following factors: 14

(1) Risk of transmission of coronavirus in a ju-15

risdiction. 16

(2) Whether a jurisdiction has a high number 17

or rate of sheltered and unsheltered homeless indi-18

viduals and families.

(3) Economic and housing market conditions in 20

a jurisdiction. 21

(c) ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES.—In addition to eligible ac-22

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made available pursuant to subsection (a) may also be 1

used for costs of the following activities: 2

(1) Providing training on infectious disease pre-3

vention and mitigation. 4

(2) Providing hazard pay, including for time 5

worked before the effectiveness of this clause, for 6

staff working directly to prevent and mitigate the 7

spread of coronavirus or COVID–19 among people 8

experiencing or at risk of homelessness. 9

(3) Reimbursement of costs for eligible activi-10

ties (including activities described in this paragraph) 11

relating to preventing, preparing for, or responding 12

to the coronavirus or COVID–19 that were accrued 13

before the date of the enactment of this Act.

Use of such amounts for activities described in this para-15

graph shall not be considered use for administrative pur-16

poses for purposes of section 418 of the McKinney-Vento 17

Homeless Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 11377).

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(e) INAPPLICABILITY OF HABITABILITY AND ENVI-1

ards and requirements regarding habitability and environ-3

mental review shall not apply with respect to any emer-4

gency shelter that is assisted with amounts made available 5

pursuant to subsection (a) and has been determined by 6

a State or local health official, in accordance with such 7

requirements as the Secretary shall establish, to be nec-8

essary to prevent and mitigate the spread of coronavirus 9

or COVID–19, such shelters. 10

(f) INAPPLICABILITY OF CAP ON EMERGENCY SHEL-11

TER ACTIVITIES.—Subsection (b) of section 415 of the 12

SEC. 109. MORTGAGE FORBEARANCE. 16

(a) FINDINGS.— 17

(1) FINDINGS.—Congress finds that— 18

(A) the collection of debts involves the use 19

of the mails and wires and other instrumental-20

ities of interstate commerce; 21

(B) at times of major disaster or emer-22

gency, the income of consumers is often im-23

paired and their necessary daily expenses often 24

increase; 25
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(C) temporary forbearance benefits not 1

only consumer and small business debtors, but 2

also other creditors by avoiding downward col-3

lateral price spirals triggered by an increase in 4

foreclosure activity; 5

(D) without forbearance, many consumers 6

and small businesses are unlikely to be able to 7

pay their obligations according to their original 8

terms and are likely to default on obligations or 9

file for bankruptcy, resulting in reduced recov-10

eries for creditors, and in the case of bank-11

ruptcy, no recovery of unaccrued interest; 12

(E) with forbearance, creditors are likely 13

to realize greater long-term value because con-14

sumers and small businesses will be more likely 15

to be able to repay their obligations after the 16

major disaster or emergency has subsided; 17

(F) the legislative and administrative re-18

sponse to major disasters and emergencies may 19

consist of multiple components divided among 20

different statutes and programs; and 21

(G) when evaluating whether property has 22

been taken from a person without just com-23

pensation, a holistic evaluation of the burdens 24

and benefits of all legislative and administrative 25
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responses, including indirect benefits from mac-1

roeconomic stabilization, is appropriate. 2

(2) FURTHER FINDINGS REGARDING MORTGAGE 3

FORBEARANCE.—Congress further finds that— 4

(A) ensuring that consumers are able to 5

remain in their residences reduces the disrup-6

tions and economic harm caused by such disas-7

ters and emergencies by ensuring that con-8

sumers are able to continue their existing em-9

ployment, education, childcare, and healthcare 10

arrangements, which are often geographically- 11

based; 12

(B) temporary forbearance on residential 13

mortgages is therefore critical to fostering eco-14

nomic recovery and stability in the wake of 15

major disasters or emergencies; 16

(C) temporary mortgage forbearance dur-17

ing a declared disaster benefits not only mort-18

gagors, but also mortgagees because mortga-19

gors’ ability to pay is likely to be restored after 20

a disaster or emergency subsides, so forbear-21

ance may increase mortgagors’ total recovery. 22

Without forbearance, mortgagors are likely to 23

default or file for bankruptcy, resulting in sig-24

nificant losses for mortgagees; and 25
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(D) temporary mortgage forbearance dur-1

ing a declared disaster also benefits the mortga-2

gees of other properties because housing prices 3

are geographically and serially correlated so an 4

increase in foreclosures can drive down the 5

value of collateral for all mortgage lenders, fur-6

ther destabilizing the economy. 7

(3) FURTHER FINDINGS REGARDING MORTGAGE 8

SERVICERS.—Congress further finds that— 9

(A) mortgage servicers are often contrac-10

tually obligated to advance scheduled mortgage 11

payments to securitization investors, irrespec-12

tive of whether the servicer collects the payment 13

from the mortgagor; 14

(B) mortgage servicers are often thinly 15

capitalized and with limited capacity for engag-16

ing in large scale advancing of payments to 17

securitization investors; 18

(C) securitization investors have long been 19

aware of servicers’ thin capitalization; 20

(D) in the wake of the 2008 financial cri-21

sis, several servicers had difficulty obtaining 22

sufficiently liquidity to make advances; 23

(E) mortgage servicing is a heavily regu-24

lated industry; 25
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(F) in response to the 2008 financial cri-1

sis, Congress created a safe harbor for mort-2

gage servicers that undertook loan modifica-3

tions; 4

(G) in response to the 2008 financial cri-5

sis, the Home Affordable Modification Program 6

paid mortgage servicers to undertake loan 7

modifications; 8

(H) as part of the 2012 joint State-Fed-9

eral National Mortgage Settlement, mortgage 10

servicers committed to undertaking loan modi-11

fications; and 12

(I) investors in mortgage securitizations 13

are or should be aware of servicers’ thin cap-14

italization, liquidity constraints, the extent and 15

history of servicing regulation and therefore do 16

not have a reasonable expectation that the 17

terms of servicing contracts will be enforceable 18

at times of national financial crisis. 19

(4) DETERMINATION.—It is the sense of the 20

Congress that, on the basis of the findings described 21

under paragraphs (1), (2), and (3), the Congress de-22

termines that the provisions of this Act are nec-23

essary and proper for the purpose of carrying into 24

execution the powers of the Congress to regulate 25
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commerce among the several States and to establish 1

uniform bankruptcy laws. 2

(b) PROHIBITION ON FORECLOSURES AND REPOS-3

SESSIONS DURING THE COVID–19 EMERGENCY.— 4

(1) PROHIBITION ON FORECLOSURES.—The 5

‘‘(n) FORBEARANCE DURING THE COVID–19 EMER-13

GENCY.— 14

‘‘(1) CONSUMER RIGHT TO REQUEST A FOR-15

BEARANCE.— 16

‘‘(A) REQUEST FOR FORBEARANCE.—A 17

borrower experiencing a financial hardship dur-18

ing the COVID–19 emergency may request for-19

bearance from any mortgage obligation, regard-20

less of delinquency status, by submitting a re-21

quest to the borrower’s servicer, either orally or 22

in writing, affirming that the borrower is expe-23

riencing hardship during the COVID–19 emer-24

gency. A borrow shall not be required to provide 25
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any additional documentation to receive such 1

forbearance. 2

‘‘(B) LENGTH OF FORBEARANCE; EXTEN-3

SION.—A forbearance requested pursuant to 4

subparagraph (A) shall be provided for a period 5

of 180 days, and may be extended upon request 6

of the borrower for an additional 180 days. 7

‘‘(C) TREATMENT OF TENANTS.—A bor-8

rower receiving a forbearance under this sub-9

section with respect to a mortgage secured by 10

a dwelling that has tenants, whether or not the 11

borrower also lives in the dwelling, shall provide 12

the tenants with rent relief for a period not less 13

than the period covered by the forbearance. 14

‘‘(2) AUTOMATIC FORBEARANCE FOR DELIN-15

QUENT BORROWERS.— 16

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any 17

other law governing forbearance relief, during 18

the COVID–19 emergency, any borrower who is 19

or becomes 60 days or more delinquent on a 20

mortgage obligation shall automatically be 21

granted a 180-day forbearance, which may be 22

extended upon request of the borrower for an 23

additional 180 days. Such a borrower may elect 24

to continue making regular payments by noti-25

‘‘(bb) in any oral or written 9

communication by the servicer 10

with or to the borrower. 11

‘‘(ii) MANNER OF NOTIFICATION.— 12

‘‘(I) WRITTEN NOTIFICATION.— 13

Any written notification required 14

under this section— 15

‘‘(aa) shall be provided— 16

‘‘(AA) in English and 17

tional languages in which 19

the servicer communicates, 20

including the language in 21

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‘‘(BB) at least as clear-1

ly and conspicuously as the 2

‘‘(cc) may be provided by 11

first-class mail or electronically, 12

if the borrower has otherwise 13

consented to electronic commu-14

nication with the servicer and has 15

not revoked such consent.

‘‘(II) ORAL NOTIFICATION.—Any 17

oral notification required under clause 18

(i) shall be provided in the language 19

the servicer otherwise uses to commu-20

nicate with the borrower.

LATIONS.—In providing written notifi-23

cations in languages other than 24

‘‘(B) OTHER REQUIREMENTS.— 5

‘‘(i) FORBEARANCE REQUIRED.— 6

Upon receiving a request for forbearance 7

from a consumer under paragraph (1) or 8

placing a borrower in automatic forbear-9

ance under paragraph (2), a servicer shall 10

provide the forbearance for not less than 11

180 days, and an additional 180 days at 12

the request of the borrower, provided that 13

the borrower will have the option to dis-14

continue the forbearance at any time. 15

‘‘(ii) PROHIBITION ON FEES, PEN-16

ALTIES, AND INTEREST.—During the pe-17

riod of a forbearance under this sub-18

section, no fees, penalties or additional in-19

terest beyond the amounts scheduled or 20

calculated as if the borrower made all con-21

tractual payments on time and in full 22

under the terms of the mortgage contract 23

in effect at the time the borrower enters 24

into the forbearance shall accrue.

(f) FORBEARANCE OF RESIDENTIAL MORTGAGE 9

LOAN PAYMENTS FOR MULTIFAMILY PROPERTIES (5+ 10

UNITS).— 11

(1) IN GENERAL.—During the COVID–19 12

emergency, a multifamily borrower experiencing a fi-13

nancial hardship due, directly or indirectly, to the 14

COVID–19 emergency may request a forbearance 15

under the terms set forth in this section. 16

(2) REQUEST FOR RELIEF.—A multifamily bor-17

rower may submit a request for forbearance under 18

paragraph (1) to the borrower’s servicer, either oral-19

ly or in writing, affirming that the multifamily bor-20

rower is experiencing hardship during the COVID– 21

19 emergency. 22

(3) FORBEARANCE PERIOD.— 23
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(A) IN GENERAL.—Upon receipt of an oral 1

or written request for forbearance from a multi-2

family borrower, a servicer shall— 3

(i) document the financial hardship; 4

(ii) provide the forbearance for not 5

less than 180 days; and 6

(iii) provide the forbearance for an ad-7

ditional 180 days upon the request of the 8

borrower at least 30 days prior to the end 9

of the forbearance period described under 10

subparagraph (A). 11

(B) RIGHT TO DISCONTINUE.—A multi-12

family borrower shall have the option to dis-13

continue the forbearance at any time. 14

(4) RENTER PROTECTIONS.—During the term 15

of a forbearance under this section, a multifamily 16

borrower may not— 17

(A) evict a tenant for nonpayment of rent; 18

or 19

(B) apply or accrue any fees or other pen-20

alties on renters for nonpayment of rent. 21

(5) OBLIGATION TO BRING THE LOAN CUR-22

RENT.—A multifamily borrower shall bring a loan 23

placed in forbearance under this section current 24

within the earlier of— 25
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(A) 12 months after the conclusion of the 1

forbearance period; or 2

(B) receipt of any business interruption in-3

surance proceeds by the multifamily borrower. 4

(6) DEFINITION.—For the purposes of this sub-5

section, the term ‘‘multifamily borrower’’ means a 6

borrower of a residential mortgage loan that is se-7

cured by a lien against a property comprising five or 8

more dwelling units. 9

(g) FEDERAL RESERVE CREDIT FACILITY FOR 10

MORTGAGE SERVICERS.— 11

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Board of Governors of 12

the Federal Reserve System and the Secretary of the 13

Treasury, pursuant to the authority granted under 14

section 13(3) of the Federal Reserve Act, directly 15

(or indirectly through an intermediary, such as the 16

Federal National Mortgage Association, the Federal 17

Home Loan Mortgage Corporation, the Government 18

National Mortgage Association, an insured deposi-19

tory institution, non-depository lending institution, 20

or a special purpose vehicle)— 21

(A) shall extend credit to mortgage 22

servicers and other obligated advancing parties 23

that in each case have liquidity needs due to the 24

COVID–19 emergency or compliance with this 25
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Act with respect to mortgage loans (the ‘‘af-1

fected mortgages’’); and 2

(B) may extend further credit to mortgage 3

servicers for other liquidity needs due to the ac-4

tual or imminent delinquency or default on 5

mortgage loans due to the COVID–19 emer-6

gency. 7

(2) NON-COMPLIANT SERVICERS.—A mortgage 8

servicer shall not be eligible for assistance under 9

paragraph (1) if the provider is in violation of any 10

requirement under this Act, and fails to promptly 11

cure any such violation upon notice or discovery 12

thereof. 13

(3) PAYMENTS AND PURCHASES.—Credit ex-14

tended under paragraph (1)(A) shall be in an 15

amount sufficient to— 16

(A) cover— 17

(i) the pass-through payment of prin-18

cipal and interest to mortgage-backed se-19

curities holders; 20

(ii) the payment of taxes and insur-21

ance to third parties; and 22

(iii) the temporary reimbursement of 23

modification costs and fees due to servicers 24

that will be deferred until such time as a 25
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forbearance period terminates, due in each 1

case on, or in respect of, such affected 2

mortgage loans or related mortgage-backed 3

securities; 4

(B) purchase affected mortgages from 5

pools of securitized mortgages 6

(4) COLLATERAL.—The credit authorized by 7

this section shall be secured by the pledgor’s interest 8

in accounts receivable, loans, or related interests re-9

sulting from the payment advances made on the af-10

fected mortgages by the mortgage servicers. 11

(5) CREDIT SUPPORT.—The Secretary of the 12

Treasury shall provide credit support to the Board 13

of Governors of the Federal Reserve System for the 14

program required by this section. 15

(6) CONFLICT WITH OTHER LAWS.—Notwith-16

standing any Federal or State law to the contrary, 17

the Federal National Mortgage Association, the Fed-18

eral Home Loan Mortgage Corporation, and the 19

Government National Mortgage Association may 20

permit the pledge or grant of a security interest in 21

the pledgor’s interest in such accounts receivable or 22

loans or related interests and honor or permit the 23

enforcement of such pledge or grant in accordance 24

with its terms. 25
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(7) DURATION.—The extension of credit by the 1

Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System 2

and credit support from the Secretary of the Treas-3

ury under this section shall be available until the 4

later of— 5

(A) 6 months after the end of the COVID– 6

19 emergency; and 7

(B) the date on which on the Board of 8

Governors of the Federal Reserve System and 9

the Secretary of the Treasury determine such 10

credit and credit support should no longer be 11

available to address the liquidity concern ad-12

dressed by this section. 13

(8) AMENDMENTS TO NATIONAL HOUSING 14

ACT.—Section 306(g)(1) of the National Housing 15

Act (12 U.S.C. 1721(g)(1)) is amended— 16

(A) by inserting the following new sentence 17

after the fourth sentence in the paragraph: ‘‘In 18

any case in which (I) the President declares a 19

(C) by inserting after the word ‘‘issued’’ in 19

the seventh sentence, as redesignated, the fol-20

lowing: ‘‘, or (D) its approval and honoring of 21

any pledge or grant of security interest of the 22

pledgor’s interest in and to any such mortgage 23

or mortgages or any interest therein and pro-24

ceeds thereon.’’. 25
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(h) SAFE HARBOR.— 1

(1) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other 2

provision of law, whenever a servicer of residential 3

mortgages of residential mortgage-backed securi-4

ties— 5

(A) grants a borrower relief under section 6

6(n) and 6(p) of the Real Estate Settlement 7

Procedures Act of 1974 with respect to a resi-8

dential mortgage originated before April 1, 9

2020, including a mortgage held in a 10

securitization or other investment vehicle, and 11

(B) the servicer or trustee or issuer owes 12

a duty to investors or other parties regarding 13

the standard for servicing such mortgage, 14

the servicer shall be deemed to have satisfied the 15

such a duty, and the servicer shall not be liable to 16

any party who is owed such a duty and shall not be 17

subject to any injunction, stay, or other equitable re-18

lief to such party, based upon its good faith compli-19

ance with the provisions of 6(n) and 6(p) of the Real 20

Estate Settlement Procedures Act of 1974. Any per-21

son, including a trustee or issuer, who cooperates 22

with a servicer when such cooperation is necessary 23

for the servicer to implement the provisions of 6(n) 24

and 6(p) of the Real Estate Settlement Procedures 25

ance with 6(n) and 6(p) of the Real Estate Settle-4

ment Procedures Act of 1974 during the COVID–19 5

emergency shall constitute standard industry prac-6

tice for purposes of all Federal and State laws. 7

(3) DEFINITIONS.—As used in this sub-8

section— 9

(A) the term ‘‘servicer’’ has the meaning 10

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(C) REMAINING FUNDS.—Not later than 4 1

weeks after approving a request of an applicant 2

under subparagraph (A), the Secretary shall 3

disburse the remaining funds to such applicant. 4

(e) FORGIVENESS.—If small business that receives a 5

loan or loan guarantee under this section demonstrates to 6

the Secretary that the number of full-time employees of 7

such small business on the date such small business sub-8

mitted an application under this section is greater than 9

or equal to the number of full-time employees of such 10

small business on the date that is 1 year after the date 11

of such submission, the Secretary shall forgive the remain-12

ing outstanding principal and interest on such loan or loan 13

guarantee. 14

(f) FUNDING.—The Secretary shall use 15

$50,000,000,000 from the Exchange Stabilization Fund, 16

without further appropriation, to carry out this section. 17

(g) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 18

(1) COVID–19 EMERGENCY.—The term 19

‘‘COVID–19 emergency’’ means the period that— 20

(A) begins on the declaration of the emer-21

gency declared on March 13, 2020, by the 22

(H) take or threaten to take any action to 12

enforce collection, or any adverse action for 13

nonpayment of a debt, or for nonappearance at 14

any hearing relating to a debt; 15

(I) commence or continue any action to 16

cause or to seek to cause the collection of a 17

debt, including pursuant to a court order issued 18

before the end of the 120-day period following 19

the end of the COVID–19 emergency, from 20

wages, Federal benefits, or other amounts due 21

to a small business or non-profit by way of gar-22

nishment, deduction, offset, or other seizure; 23

(J) cause or seek to cause the collection of 24

a debt, including pursuant to a court order 25
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issued before the end of the 120-day period fol-1

lowing the end of the COVID–19 emergency, by 2

levying on funds from a bank account or seizing 3

any other assets of a small business or non- 4

profit; 5

(K) commence or continue an action to 6

evict a small business or non-profit from real or 7

personal property; or 8

(L) disconnect or terminate service from 9

utility service, including electricity, natural gas, 10

telecommunications or broadband, water, or 11

sewer. 12

(2) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this 13

subsection may be construed to prohibit a small 14

business or non-profit from voluntarily paying, in 15

whole or in part, a debt. 16

(3) REPAYMENT PERIOD.—After the expiration 17

of the COVID–19 emergency, with respect to a debt 18

described under paragraph (1), a debt collector— 19

(A) may not add to the debt balance any 20

interest or fee prohibited by paragraph (1); 21

(B) shall, for credit with a defined term or 22

payment period, extend the time period to repay 23

the debt balance by 1 payment period for each 24

payment that a small business or non-profit 25
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missed during the COVID–19 emergency, with 1

the payments due in the same amounts and at 2

the same intervals as the pre-existing payment 3

schedule; 4

(C) shall, for an open end credit plan (as 5

defined under section 103 of the Truth in 6

Lending Act) or other credit without a defined 7

term, allow the small business or non-profit to 8

repay the debt balance in a manner that does 9

not exceed the amounts permitted by formulas 10

under section 170(c) of the Truth in Lending 11

Act and regulations promulgated thereunder; 12

and 13

(D) shall, when the small business or non- 14

profit notifies the debt collector, offer reason-15

able and affordable repayment plans, loan 16

modifications, refinancing, options with a rea-17

sonable time in which to repay the debt. 18

(4) COMMUNICATIONS IN CONNECTION WITH 19

THE COLLECTION OF A DEBT.— 20

(A) IN GENERAL.—During the COVID–19 21

emergency, without prior consent of a small 22

business or non-profit given directly to a debt 23

collector during the COVID–19 emergency, or 24

the express permission of a court of competent 25
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jurisdiction, a debt collector may only commu-1

nicate in writing in connection with the collec-2

tion of any debt (other than debt related to a 3

federally related mortgage loan). 4

(B) REQUIRED DISCLOSURES.— 5

(i) IN GENERAL.—All written commu-6

nications described under subparagraph 7

(A) shall inform the small business or non- 8

profit that the communication is for infor-9

mational purposes and is not an attempt to 10

collect a debt. 11

(ii) REQUIREMENTS.—The disclosure 12

required under clause (i) shall be made— 13

(I) in type or lettering not small-14

er than 14–point bold type; 15

(II) separate from any other dis-16

closure; 17

(III) in a manner designed to en-18

sure that the recipient sees the disclo-19

sure clearly; 20

(IV) in English and Spanish and 21

in any additional languages in which 22

the debt collector communicates, in-23

cluding the language in which the 24
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loan was negotiated, to the extent 1

known by the debt collector; and 2

(V) may be provided by first- 3

class mail or electronically, if the bor-4

rower has otherwise consented to elec-5

tronic communication with the debt 6

collector and has not revoked such 7

consent. 8

(iii) ORAL NOTIFICATION.—Any oral 9

notification shall be provided in the lan-10

guage the debt collector otherwise uses to 11

communicate with the borrower. 12

(iv) WRITTEN TRANSLATIONS.—In 13

providing written notifications in languages 14

other than English in this Section, a debt 15

collector may rely on written translations 16

developed by the Bureau of Consumer Fi-17

nancial Protection. 18

(5) VIOLATIONS.— 19

(A) IN GENERAL.—Any person who vio-20

lates this section shall— 21

(i) except as provided under clause 22

(ii), be subject to civil liability in accord-23

ance with section 813 of the Fair Debt 24

Collection Practices Act, as if the person is 25
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a debt collector for purposes of that sec-1

tion.

(B) PREDISPUTE ARBITRATION AGREE-3

MENTS.—Notwithstanding any other provision 4

of law, no predispute arbitration agreement or 5

predispute joint-action waiver shall be valid or 6

enforceable with respect to a dispute brought 7

under this section, including a dispute as to the 8

applicability of this section, which shall be de-9

termined under Federal law. 10

(6) TOLLING.—Except as provided in para-11

graph (7)(D), any applicable time limitations, in-12

cluding statutes of limitations, related to a debt 13

under Federal or State law shall be tolled during the 14

COVID–19 emergency. 15

(7) CLAIMS OF AFFECTED CREDITORS AND 16

spect to any action asserting a taking under the 19

seeking a declaratory judgment regarding the 22

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(i) with consideration of the likelihood 1

(ii) without consideration of any as-5

sistance provided directly or indirectly to 6

the small business or non-profit from other 7

Federal, State, and local government pro-8

grams instituted or legislation enacted in 9

response to the COVID–19 emergency.

(B) SCOPE OF JUST COMPENSATION.—In 11

an action described in subparagraph (A), any 12

assistance or benefit provided directly or indi-13

rectly to the person from other Federal, State, 14

and local government programs instituted in or 15

legislation enacted response to the COVID–19 16

emergency, shall be deemed to be compensation 17

for the property taken, even if such assistance 18

or benefit is not specifically provided as com-19

pensation for property taken by this section.

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SEC. 205. FUNDING OF THE INITIATIVE TO BUILD GROWTH 1

EQUITY FUNDS FOR MINORITY BUSINESSES. 2

implement the Initiative to Build Growth Equity Funds 5

for Minority Businesses (the ‘‘Initiative’’; award number 6

MB19OBD8020113), including to use such amounts as 7

capital for the Equity Funds. 8

(b) ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES.—Of the amounts 9

provided under subsection (a), the grant recipient may use 10

SEC. 206. COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT FINANCIAL INSTITU-16

TIONS FUND SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIA-17

TION AUTHORIZATION. 18

There is authorized to be appropriated 19

$1,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2020, for providing finan-20

cial assistance and technical assistance under subpara-21

graphs (A) and (B) of section 108(a)(1) of the Community 22

Development Banking and Financial Institutions Act of 23

1994 (12 U.S.C. 4707(a)(1)), except that subsections (d) 24
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and (e) of such section 108 shall not apply to the provision 1

of such assistance. 2

SEC. 207. MINORITY DEPOSITORY INSTITUTION. 3

(a) SENSE OF CONGRESS ON FUNDING THE LOAN- 4

LOSS RESERVE FUND FOR SMALL DOLLAR LOANS.—The 5

sense of Congress is the following: 6

(1) The Community Development Financial In-7

stitutions Fund (the ‘‘CDFI Fund’’) is an agency of 8

the Department of the Treasury, and was estab-9

lished by the Riegle Community Development and 10

Regulatory Improvement Act of 1994. The mission 11

of the CDFI Fund is ‘‘to expand economic oppor-12

tunity for underserved people and communities by 13

supporting the growth and capacity of a national 14

network of community development lenders, inves-15

tors, and financial service providers’’. A community 16

development financial institution (a ‘‘CDFI’’) is a 17

specialized financial institution serving low-income 18

communities and a Community Development Entity 19

(a ‘‘CDE’’) is a domestic corporation or partnership 20

that is an intermediary vehicle for the provision of 21

loans, investments, or financial counseling in low-in-22

come communities. The CDFI Fund certifies CDFIs 23

and CDEs. Becoming a certified CDFI or CDE al-24
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lows organizations to participate in various CDFI 1

Fund programs as follows: 2

(A) The Bank Enterprise Award Program, 3

which provides FDIC-insured depository institu-4

tions awards for a demonstrated increase in 5

lending and investments in distressed commu-6

nities and CDFIs. 7

(B) The CDFI Program, which provides 8

Financial and Technical Assistance awards to 9

CDFIs to reinvest in the CDFI, and to build 10

the capacity of the CDFI, including financing 11

product development and loan loss reserves. 12

(C) The Native American CDFI Assistance 13

Program, which provides CDFIs and spon-14

soring entities Financial and Technical Assist-15

ance awards to increase lending and grow the 16

number of CDFIs owned by Native Americans 17

to help build capacity of such CDFIs. 18

(D) The New Market Tax Credit Program, 19

which provides tax credits for making equity in-20

vestments in CDEs that stimulate capital in-21

vestments in low-income communities. 22

(E) The Capital Magnet Fund, which pro-23

vides awards to CDFIs and nonprofit affordable 24

housing organizations to finance affordable 25
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housing solutions and related economic develop-1

ment activities. 2

(F) The Bond Guarantee Program, a 3

source of long-term, patient capital for CDFIs 4

to expand lending and investment capacity for 5

community and economic development purposes. 6

(2) The Department of the Treasury is author-7

ized to create multi-year grant programs designed to 8

encourage low-to-moderate income individuals to es-9

tablish accounts at federally insured banks, and to 10

improve low-to-moderate income individuals’ access 11

to such accounts on reasonable terms. 12

(3) Under this authority, grants to participants 13

in CDFI Fund programs may be used for loan-loss 14

reserves and to establish small-dollar loan programs 15

by subsidizing related losses. These grants also allow 16

for the providing recipients with the financial coun-17

seling and education necessary to conduct trans-18

actions and manage their accounts. These loans pro-19

vide low-cost alternatives to payday loans and other 20

nontraditional forms of financing that often impose 21

excessive interest rates and fees on borrowers, and 22

lead millions of Americans to fall into debt traps. 23

Small-dollar loans can only be made pursuant to 24
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terms, conditions, and practices that are reasonable 1

for the individual consumer obtaining the loan. 2

(4) Program participation is restricted to eligi-3

ble institutions, which are limited to organizations 4

listed in section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue 5

Code and exempt from tax under 501(a) of such 6

Code, federally insured depository institutions, com-7

munity development financial institutions and State, 8

local, or Tribal government entities. 9

(5) Since its founding, the CDFI Fund has 10

awarded over $3,300,000,000 to CDFIs and CDEs, 11

allocated $54,000,000,000 in tax credits, and 12

$1,510,000,000 in bond guarantees. According to 13

the CDFI Fund, some programs attract as much as 14

$10 in private capital for every $1 invested by the 15

CDFI Fund. The Administration and the Congress 16

should prioritize appropriation of funds for the loan 17

loss reserve fund and technical assistance programs 18

administered by the Community Development Finan-19

cial Institution Fund, as included in the version of 20

the ‘‘Financial Services and General Government 21

Appropriations Act, 2020’’ (H.R. 3351) that passed 22

the House of Representatives on June, 26, 2019. 23

(b) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 24
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(1) COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT FINANCIAL IN-1

more women; and 8

‘‘(ii) the majority of the directors on 9

the board of directors of which are 10

women.’’. 11

(d) ESTABLISHMENT OF IMPACT BANK DESIGNA-12

TION.— 13

(1) IN GENERAL.—Each appropriate Federal 14

banking agency shall establish a program under 15

which a depository institution with total consolidated 16

assets of less than $10,000,000,000 may elect to be 17

designated as an impact bank if 50 percent or more 18

of the loans extended by such covered bank are ex-19

tended to low-income borrowers. 20

(2) DESIGNATION.—Based on data obtained 21

through examinations, an appropriate Federal bank-22

ing agency shall submit a notification to a depository 23

institution stating that the depository institution 24

qualifies for designation as an impact bank. 25
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(3) APPLICATION.—A depository institution 1

that does not receive a notification described in 2

paragraph (2) may submit an application to the ap-3

propriate Federal banking agency demonstrating 4

that the depository institution qualifies for designa-5

tion as an impact bank.

(4) ADDITIONAL DATA OR OVERSIGHT.—A de-7

pository institution is not required to submit addi-8

tional data to an appropriate Federal banking agen-9

cy or be subject to additional oversight from such an 10

agency if such data or oversight is related specifi-11

cally and solely for consideration for a designation 12

as an impact bank. 13

(5) REMOVAL OF DESIGNATION.—If an appro-14

priate Federal banking agency determines that a de-15

pository institution designated as an impact bank no 16

longer meets the criteria for such designation, the 17

appropriate Federal banking agency shall rescind 18

the designation and notify the depository institution 19

of such rescission. 20

(6) RECONSIDERATION OF DESIGNATION; AP-21

PEALS.—A depository institution may— 22

(A) submit to the appropriate Federal 23

banking agency a request to reconsider a deter-24

(B) file an appeal in accordance with pro-3

cedures established by the appropriate Federal 4

banking agency. 5

(7) RULEMAKING.—Not later than 1 year after 6

the date of the enactment of this Act, the appro-7

priate Federal banking agencies shall jointly issue 8

rules to carry out the requirements of this sub-9

section, including by providing a definition of a low- 10

income borrower. 11

(8) FEDERAL DEPOSIT INSURANCE ACT DEFINI-12

TIONS.—In this subsection, the terms ‘‘depository 13

institution’’ and ‘‘appropriate Federal banking agen-14

cy’’ have the meanings given such terms, respec-15

tively, in section 3 of the Federal Deposit Insurance 16

Act (12 U.S.C. 1813).

vite the attendance at each meeting of the Mi-19

nority Depository Institutions Advisory Com-20

mittee of— 21

(i) one member of the majority party 22

and one member of the minority party of 23

the Committee on Financial Services of the 24

House of Representatives and the Com-25
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mittee on Banking, Housing, and Urban 1

Affairs of the Senate; and 2

(ii) one member of the majority party 3

and one member of the minority party of 4

any relevant subcommittees of such com-5

mittees. 6

(5) NO TERMINATION OF ADVISORY COMMIT-7

TEES.—The termination requirements under section 8

14 of the Federal Advisory Committee Act (5 U.S.C. 9

app.) shall not apply to a Minority Depository Insti-10

tutions Advisory Committee established pursuant to 11

this subsection. 12

(6) DEFINITIONS.—In this subsection: 13

(A) COVERED REGULATOR.—The term 14

‘‘covered regulator’’ means the Comptroller of 15

the Currency, the Board of Governors of the 16

GRAM.—The term ‘‘covered mentor-protege pro-15

gram’’ means a mentor-protege program estab-16

lished by the Secretary of the Treasury pursu-17

ant to section 45 of the Small Business Act (15 18

U.S.C. 657r).

(B) LARGE FINANCIAL INSTITUTION.—The 20

term ‘‘large financial institution’’ means any 21

entity— 22

(i) regulated by the Comptroller of the 23

Federal Reserve System, the Federal De-25
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posit Insurance Corporation, or the Na-1

tional Credit Union Administration; and 2

(ii) that has total consolidated assets 3

(k) CUSTODIAL DEPOSIT PROGRAM FOR COVERED 5

MINORITY DEPOSITORY INSTITUTIONS AND IMPACT 6

(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—The Secretary of the 8

Treasury shall establish a custodial deposit program 9

(in this subsection referred to as the ‘‘Program’’) 10

under which a covered bank shall receive monthly 11

deposits from a qualifying account. 12

mit to the Secretary an application to participate in 14

the Program at such time, in such manner, and con-15

taining such information as the Secretary may deter-16

mine.

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(i) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall 1

establish a custodial deposit account for 2

each qualifying account with the eligible 3

custodial entity designated to make depos-4

its with covered banks for each such quali-5

fying account.

(ii) AMOUNT.—The Secretary shall 7

deposit a total amount not greater than 5 8

percent of a qualifying account into any 9

custodial deposit accounts established 10

under subparagraph (A).

(iii) DEPOSITS WITH PROGRAM PAR-12

TICIPANTS.— 13

(I) MONTHLY DEPOSITS.—Each 14

month, each eligible custodial entity 15

designated by the Secretary shall de-16

posit an amount not greater than the 17

insured amount, in the aggregate, 18

from each custodial deposit account, 19

in a single covered bank. 20

(II) LIMITATION.—With respect 21

to the funds of an individual quali-22

fying account, the eligible custodial 23

entity may not deposit an amount 24
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greater than the insured amount in a 1

single covered bank. 2

(III) INSURED AMOUNT DE-3

FINED.—In this clause, the term ‘‘in-4

sured amount’’ means the amount 5

that is the greater of— 6

(aa) the standard maximum 7

deposit insurance amount (as de-8

fined in section 11(a)(1)(E) of 9

the Federal Deposit Insurance 10

Act (12 U.S.C. 1821(a)(1)(E))); 11

or 12

(bb) such higher amount ne-13

gotiated between the Secretary 14

and the Corporation under which 15

the Corporation will insure all de-16

posits of such higher amount. 17

(iv) LIMITATIONS.—The total amount 18

of funds deposited under the Program in a 19

covered bank may not exceed the lesser 20

of— 21

(I) 10 percent of the average 22

amount of deposits held by such cov-23

ered bank in the previous quarter; or 24

(II) $100,000,000. 25
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(C) INTEREST.— 1

(i) IN GENERAL.—Each eligible custo-2

dial entity designated by the Secretary 3

shall— 4

(I) collect interest from each cov-5

ered bank in which such custodial en-6

tity deposits funds pursuant to sub-7

paragraph (B); and 8

(II) disburse such interest to the 9

Secretary each month. 10

(ii) INTEREST RATE.—The rate of any 11

interest collected under this subparagraph 12

may not exceed 50 percent of the discount 13

window primary credit interest rate most 14

recently published on the Federal Reserve 15

Statistical Release on selected interest 16

rates (daily or weekly), commonly referred 17

to as the H.15 release (commonly known 18

as the ‘‘Federal funds rate’’). 19

(D) STATEMENTS.—Each eligible custodial 20

entity designated by the Secretary shall submit 21

to the Secretary monthly statements that in-22

clude the total amount of funds deposited with, 23

and interest rate received from, each covered 24
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bank by the eligible custodial entity on behalf of 1

qualifying entities. 2

(E) RECORDS.—The Secretary shall issue 3

a quarterly report to Congress and make pub-4

licly available a record identifying all covered 5

banks participating in the Program and 6

amounts deposited under the Program in cov-7

ered banks. 8

(4) REQUIREMENTS RELATING TO DEPOSITS.— 9

Deposits made with covered banks under this sub-10

section may not— 11

(A) be considered by the Corporation to be 12

funds obtained, directly or indirectly, by or 13

through any deposit broker for deposit into 1 or 14

more deposit accounts (as described under sec-15

tion 29 of the Federal Deposit Insurance Act 16

(12 U.S.C. 1831f)); or 17

(B) be subject to insurance fees from the 18

Corporation that are greater than insurance 19

fees for typical demand deposits not obtained, 20

directly or indirectly, by or through any deposit 21

broker (commonly known as ‘‘core deposits’’). 22

(5) MODIFICATIONS.— 23

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall 24

provide a 3-month period for public notice and 25
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comment before making any material change to 1

the operation of the Program. 2

(B) EXCEPTION.—The requirements of 3

subparagraph (A) shall not apply if the Sec-4

retary makes a material change to the Program 5

to comply with safety and soundness standards 6

or other law. 7

(6) TERMINATION.— 8

(A) BY COVERED BANK.—A covered bank 9

selected for participation in the Program pursu-10

ant to paragraph (3) may terminate participa-11

tion in the Program by providing the Secretary 12

a notification 60 days prior to termination. 13

(B) BY SECRETARY.—The Secretary may 14

terminate the participation of a covered bank in 15

the Program if the Secretary determines the 16

covered bank— 17

(i) violated any terms of participation 18

in the Program; 19

(ii) failed to comply with Federal 20

bank secrecy laws, as documented in writ-21

ing by the primary regulator of the covered 22

bank; 23

(iii) failed to remain well capitalized; 24

(V) The main business activity or 8

activities of the constituent entity. 9

(ii) TAX JURISDICTION.—Information 10

on each tax jurisdiction in which one or 11

more constituent entities is resident, pre-12

sented as an aggregated or consolidated 13

form of the information for the constituent 14

entities resident in each tax jurisdiction, 15

including the following: 16

(I) Revenues generated from 17

transactions with other constituent 18

entities. 19

(II) Revenues not generated from 20

transactions with other constituent 21

entities. 22

(III) Profit or loss before income 23

tax. 24
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(IV) Total income tax paid on a 1

cash basis to all tax jurisdictions. 2

(V) Total accrued tax expense re-3

corded on taxable profits or losses. 4

(VI) Stated capital. 5

(VII) Total accumulated earn-6

ings. 7

(VIII) Total number of employ-8

ees on a full-time equivalent basis. 9

(IX) Net book value of tangible 10

assets, which, for purposes of this sec-11

tion, does not include cash or cash 12

equivalents, intangibles, or financial 13

assets. 14

(iii) SPECIAL RULES.—The informa-15

tion listed in clause (ii) shall be provided, 16

in aggregated or consolidated form, for any 17

constituent entity or entities that have no 18

tax jurisdiction of residence. In addition, if 19

a constituent entity is an owner of a con-20

stituent entity that does not have a juris-21

diction of tax residence, then the owner’s 22

share of such entity’s revenues and profits 23

will be aggregated or consolidated with the 24
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information for the owner’s tax jurisdiction 1

of residence.

no officer or employee of the corporation may re-10

ceived higher compensation than the chief executive 11

officer (or any equivalent position).

(d) REQUIREMENTS ON ALL CORPORATIONS RECEIV-13

ING FEDERAL AID RELATED TO COVID–19 UNTIL THE 14

END OF THE EMERGENCY.—Any corporation that receives 15

Federal aid related to COVID–19 shall, until the COVID– 16

19 emergency ends, comply with the following: 17

(1) WORKFORCE LEVELS AND BENEFITS.—The 18

corporation shall maintain at least the same work-19

force levels and benefits that existed before the 20

COVID–19 emergency. 21

(2) MAINTENANCE OF WORKER PAY.—The cor-22

poration shall maintain worker (employee or con-23

tractor, full-time and part-time) pay throughout the 24

entire duration of the COVID–19 emergency at or 25
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above the pay level the worker was earning before 1

the emergency. 2

(3) MAINTENANCE OF COLLECTIVE BARGAINING 3

AGREEMENTS.—The corporation may not alter any 4

collective bargaining agreement that was in place at 5

the beginning of the COVID–19 emergency. 6

(e) ENFORCEMENT; RULEMAKING.—The Securities 7

and Exchange Commission and the Secretary of the 8

Treasury shall have the authority to enforce this section 9

and may issue such rules as may be necessary to carry 10

out this section. 11

(f) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 12

SEC. 408. AUTHORITY FOR WARRANTS AND DEBT INSTRU-22

MENTS. 23

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 24
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(1) ASSET.—The term ‘‘asset’’ means any fi-1

nancial instrument that the Secretary, after con-2

sultation with the Chairman of the Board of Gov-3

ernors of the Federal Reserve System, determines 4

the purchase of which or the guarantee of which is 5

necessary to promote economic stability. 6

(2) COMPANY.—The term ‘‘company’’ means 7

any entity that is not subject to the prohibitions in 8

subsection (e). 9

(3) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 10

the Secretary of the Treasury. 11

(b) WARRANT OR SENIOR DEBT INSTRUMENT.—The 12

Secretary may not purchase, or make any commitment to 13

purchase, or guarantee, or make any commitment to guar-14

antee, any asset in response to the coronavirus disease 15

(COVID–19) outbreak, unless the Secretary receives from 16

the company from which such assets are to be purchased 17

or are to be guaranteed— 18

(1) in the case of a company, the securities of 19

which are traded on a national securities exchange, 20

a warrant giving the right to the Secretary to receive 21

preferred voting stock; or 22

(2) in the case of any company other than one 23

described in paragraph (1), a warrant for preferred 24
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voting stock, or a senior debt instrument from such 1

company. 2

(c) TERMS AND CONDITIONS.—The terms and condi-3

tions of any warrant or senior debt instrument required 4

under subsection (b) shall meet the following require-5

ments: 6

(1) PURPOSES.—Such terms and conditions 7

shall, at a minimum, be designed— 8

(A) to provide for reasonable participation 9

by the Secretary, for the benefit of taxpayers, 10

in equity appreciation in the case of a warrant 11

or other equity security, or a reasonable interest 12

rate premium, in the case of a debt instrument; 13

and 14

(B) to provide additional protection for the 15

taxpayer against losses from sale of assets by 16

the Secretary and any associated administrative 17

expenses. 18

(2) TERMS OF PREFERRED VOTING STOCK.— 19

Any preferred voting stock received from a company 20

should include the following terms: 21

(B) PROCEEDS.—Of any proceeds received 16

through the sale, exercise, or surrender of any 17

warrant or any senior debt instrument— 18

(i) 65 percent shall be transferred or 19

credited to the Housing Trust Fund estab-20

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(ii) 35 percent shall be transferred or 1

credited to the Capital Magnet Fund under 2

section 1339 of the Federal Housing En-3

terprises Financial Safety and Soundness 4

Act of 1992 (12 U.S.C. 4569). 5

(4) CONVERSION.—The warrant shall provide 6

that if, after the warrant is received by the Sec-7

retary under this section, the company that issued 8

the warrant is no longer listed or traded on a na-9

tional securities exchange or securities association, 10

as described in subsection (b)(1), the Secretary will 11

have an option to convert the warrants to senior 12

debt to ensure that the Treasury is appropriately 13

compensated for the value of the warrant, in an 14

amount determined by the Secretary for the primary 15

benefit of taxpayers. 16

(5) PROTECTIONS.—Any warrant representing 17

securities to be received by the Secretary under this 18

section shall contain anti-dilution provisions of the 19

type employed in capital market transactions, as de-20

termined by the Secretary for the primary benefit of 21

taxpayers. Such provisions shall protect the value of 22

the securities from market transactions such as 23

stock splits, stock distributions, dividends, and other 24
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distributions, mergers, and other forms of reorga-1

nization or recapitalization. 2

(6) EXERCISE PRICE.—The exercise price for 3

any warrant issued pursuant to this section shall be 4

set by the Secretary, for the primary benefit of tax-5

payers. 6

(7) SUFFICIENCY.—The company shall guar-7

antee to the Secretary that it has authorized shares 8

of stock available to fulfill its obligations under this 9

section. Should the company not have sufficient au-10

thorized shares, including preferred shares that may 11

carry dividend rights equal to a multiple number of 12

common shares, the Secretary may, to the extent 13

necessary for the primary benefit of taxpayers, ac-14

cept a senior debt note in an amount, and on such 15

terms as will compensate the Secretary with equiva-16

lent value, in the event that a sufficient shareholder 17

vote to authorize the necessary additional shares 18

cannot be obtained. 19

(d) EXCEPTIONS.—The Secretary may establish an 20

exception to the requirements of this section and appro-21

priate alternative requirements for any participating com-22

pany that is legally prohibited from issuing securities and 23

debt instruments, so as not to allow circumvention of the 24

requirements of this section.

(B) any joint venture if more than 10 per-11

cent of the joint venture (by vote or value) is 12

held by a foreign incorporated entity that the 13

Secretary has determined is an inverted domes-14

tic corporation or any subsidiary of such entity. 15

(2) INVERTED DOMESTIC CORPORATION.— 16

SEC. 410. EMERGENCY RELIEF THROUGH LOANS AND LOAN 17

GUARANTEES. 18

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other provi-19

sion of law, to provide liquidity to eligible businesses re-20

lated to losses incurred as a direct result of coronavirus, 21

the Secretary is authorized to make or guarantee loans 22

to eligible businesses, including women-owned, minority- 23

owned, veteran-owned and rural businesses, that do not, 24

in the aggregate, exceed ø$150,000,000,000¿ and provide 25
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the subsidy amounts necessary for such loans and loan 1

guarantees in accordance with the provisions of the Fed-2

eral Credit Reform Act of 1990 (2 U.S.C. 661 et seq.). 3

(c) LOANS AND LOAN GUARANTEES.— 4

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall review 5

and decide on applications for loans and loan guar-6

antees under this section and may enter into agree-7

ments to make or guarantee loans to one or more 8

obligors if the Secretary determines, in the Sec-9

retary’s discretion, that— 10

(A) the obligor is a eligible business for 11

which credit is not reasonably available at the 12

time of the transaction; 13

(B) the intended obligation by the obligor 14

is prudently incurred; and 15

(C) the loan is sufficiently secured. 16

(2) TERMS AND LIMITATIONS.— 17

(A) FORMS; TERMS AND CONDITIONS.— 18

Subject to section 407 of this division, a loan 19

or loan guarantee shall be issued under this 20

section in such form and on such terms and 21

conditions and contain such covenants, rep-22

resentatives, warranties, and requirements (in-23

cluding requirements for audits) as the Sec-24

retary determines appropriate. Any loans made 25
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by the Secretary under this section shall be at 1

a rate not less than a rate determined by the 2

Secretary taking into consideration the current 3

average yield on outstanding marketable obliga-4

tions of the United States of comparable matu-5

rity.

(B) PROCEDURES.—As soon as prac-7

ticable, but in no case later than 10 days after 8

the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary 9

shall publish procedures for application and 10

minimum requirements, which may be supple-11

mented by the Secretary in the Secretary’s dis-12

cretion, for the making of loans and loan guar-13

antees under this section.

(d) FINANCIAL PROTECTION OF GOVERNMENT.— 15

(2) GOVERNMENT PARTICIPATION IN GAINS.—If 21

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SEC. 411. LIMITATION ON CERTAIN EMPLOYEE COMPENSA-1

TION. 2

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary may only enter into 3

a loan or loan agreement under section 410(a) with an 4

eligible business after the eligible business enters into a 5

legally binding agreement with the Secretary that, during 6

the period beginning March 1, 2020, and ending March 7

1, 2022 or the termination of the loan or loan agreement 8

under section 410(a), which is later, no officer or employee 9

of the eligible business— 10

(1) will receive from the eligible business total 11

compensation which exceeds $425,000, during any 12

12 consecutive months of such period; and 13

parison of pay between men and women for similar 16

roles and assignments. 17

(4) CORPORATE BOARD DIVERSITY.—Corporate 18

board demographic data, including total number of 19

board members, gender, race and ethnic identity of 20

board members (and to the extent possible, results 21

disaggregated by ethnic group), as otherwise known 22

or provided voluntarily, board position titles, as well 23

as any leadership and subcommittee assignments. 24
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(5) DIVERSITY AND INCLUSION OFFICES.—The 1

reporting structure of lead diversity officials, number 2

of staff and budget dedicated to diversity and inclu-3

sion initiatives. 4

(e) DIVERSITY AND INCLUSION INITIATIVES.—Any 5

corporation that receives Federal aid related to COVID– 6

19 must maintain officials and budget dedicated to diver-7

sity and inclusion initiatives for no less than 5 years after 8

disbursement of funds. 9

SEC. 414. DEFINITIONS. 10

In this title: 11

(1) COVERED LOSS.—The term ‘‘covered loss’’ 12

includes losses, direct or incremental, incurred as a 13

result of COVID–19, as determined by the Sec-14

retary.

SEC. 501. IMPROVING CORPORATE GOVERNANCE 13

THROUGH DIVERSITY. 14

(a) PURPOSE.—The purpose of this section, and the 15

amendment made by this section, is to create account-16

ability to ensure that corporate boards reflect the diversity 17

and perspectives of the communities and consumers im-18

pacted by the hardships due to the coronavirus disease 19

(COVID–19) outbreak and future major disasters. 20

(b) SUBMISSION OF DATA RELATING TO DIVERSITY 21

BY ISSUERS.— 22

(1) IN GENERAL.—Section 13 of the Securities 23

Exchange Act of 1934 (15 U.S.C. 78m) is amended 24

by adding at the end the following: 25
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‘‘(s) SUBMISSION OF DATA RELATING TO DIVER-1

SITY.— 2

‘‘(1) DEFINITIONS.—In this subsection— 3

‘‘(A) the term ‘executive officer’ has the 4

meaning given the term in section 230.501(f) of 5

title 17, Code of Federal Regulations, as in ef-6

fect on the date of enactment of this subsection; 7

and 8

‘‘(B) the term ‘veteran’ has the meaning 9

given the term in section 101 of title 38, United 10

States Code. 11

‘‘(2) SUBMISSION OF DISCLOSURE.—Each 12

issuer required to file an annual report under sub-13

section (a) shall disclose in any proxy statement and 14

any information statement relating to the election of 15

directors filed with the Commission the following: 16

‘‘(A) Data, based on voluntary self-identi-17

fication, on the racial, ethnic, and gender com-18

position of— 19

issuer. 25
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‘‘(B) The status of any member of the 1

board of directors of the issuer, any nominee 2

for the board of directors of the issuer, or any 3

executive officer of the issuer, based on vol-4

untary self-identification, as a veteran. 5

‘‘(C) Whether the board of directors of the 6

issuer, or any committee of that board of direc-7

tors, has, as of the date on which the issuer 8

makes a disclosure under this paragraph, 9

adopted any policy, plan, or strategy to promote 10

racial, ethnic, and gender diversity among— 11

‘‘(i) the board of directors of the 12

issuer; 13

‘‘(ii) nominees for the board of direc-14

tors of the issuer; or 15

‘‘(iii) the executive officers of the 16

issuer. 17

‘‘(3) ALTERNATIVE SUBMISSION.—In any 1- 18

year period in which an issuer required to file an an-19

nual report under subsection (a) does not file with 20

the Commission a proxy statement relating to the 21

election of directors or an information statement, the 22

issuer shall disclose the information required under 23

paragraph (2) in the first annual report of issuer 24
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that the issuer submits to the Commission after the 1

end of that 1-year period. 2

‘‘(4) ANNUAL REPORT.—Not later than 18 3

months after the date of the enactment of this sub-4

section, and annually thereafter, the Commission 5

shall submit to the Committee on Financial Services 6

of the House of Representatives and to the Com-7

mittee on Banking, Housing, and Urban Affairs of 8

the Senate and publish on the website of the Com-9

mission a report that analyzes the information dis-10

closed pursuant to paragraphs (1), (2), and (3) and 11

identifies any trends in such information. 12

‘‘(5) BEST PRACTICES.— 13

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The Director of the 14

SEC. 502. DIVERSE INVESTMENT ADVISERS. 18

(a) FINDINGS.—The Congress finds the following: 19

(1) Diverse individual-owned and controlled 20

firms continue to face obstacles, such as discrimina-21

tion and other related barriers, when competing for 22

investment adviser services opportunities, including 23

Federal opportunities. 24
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(2) The Government Accountability Office 1

found in September 2017 that asset management 2

firms (also known as firms providing investment ad-3

viser services) registered in the United States man-4

age more than $70,000,000,000,000 of assets and 5

that minority- and women-owned asset management 6

firms manage less than 1 percent of such assets. 7

(3) Conscious efforts to facilitate diverse and 8

inclusive firm selection for investment advisers serv-9

ices opportunities are required to overcome obstacles 10

facing diverse individual-owned and controlled firms, 11

especially as women- and minority-owned businesses 12

across the financial services sector struggle to re-13

cover from the impacts of the coronavirus disease 14

(COVID–19) outbreak and future major disasters. 15

(4) Despite evidence that women and minority- 16

owned firms perform as well as and sometimes out-17

perform their industry counterparts, they are not 18

consistently selected to manage institutional assets. 19

Although women and minority-owned firms account 20

for approximately 8.6 percent of the asset manage-21

ment industry, recent reports show that they only 22

manage 1.1 percent of all assets under management 23

or $785 billion out of $71.4 trillion, and are under- 24

represented as managers in every asset class. 25
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(b) INVESTMENT ADVISER CONTRACTING BY PER-1

SONS REGISTERED WITH THE SECURITIES AND EX-2

CHANGE COMMISSION.—The Securities Exchange Act of 3

this section, the Federal financial regulators shall 20

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SEC. 506. UPDATES OF THE PANDEMIC INFLUENZA PLAN 1

AND NATIONAL PLANNING FRAMEWORKS. 2

(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than one year following 3

the end of the Declaration of the National Emergency, the 4

President shall ensure that the Pandemic Influenza Plan 5

(2017 Update) and the National Planning Frameworks 6

are updated.

plans and excluding no industries, during the 6

crisis. 7

(C) Suspension of foreclosure and eviction 8

proceedings taken against individuals or busi-9

nesses during the crisis. 10

(D) Suspension of all negative consumer 11

credit reporting during the crisis. 12

(E) Prohibition of debt collection, reposses-13

sion, and garnishment of wages during the cri-14

sis. 15

(F) Provision of emergency homeless as-16

sistance during the crisis. 17

(G) An increase in Community Develop-18

ment Block Grants during the crisis and to im-19

prove community response. 20

(H) Reduction of hurdles in the form of 21

waivers and authorities to modify existing hous-22

ing and homelessness programs to facilitate re-23

sponse to the crisis. 24
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(I) Expand the size standards for eligible 1

businesses with access no-interest or low-inter-2

est loans through the Small Business Adminis-3

tration during the crisis. 4

(J) Remove the size standard limits on eli-5

gible businesses with access no-interest or low- 6

interest loans through the Small Business Ad-7

ministration during the crisis for businesses 8

that agree to maintain their employment work-9

force and preserve benefits during the crisis. 10

(K) Support for additional no-interest or 11

low-interest loans for small businesses through 12

the Small Business Administration during the 13

crisis. 14

(L) Utilization of the Community Develop-15

ment Financial Institutions (CDFI) Fund to 16

support small businesses as well as low-income 17

communities during the crisis. 18

(M) Support for State, territory, and local 19

government financing during the crisis. 20

(N) Waiver of matching requirements for 21

municipal governments during the crisis. 22

(O) Suspension of requirements relating to 23

minimum distributions for retirement plans and 24
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individual retirement accounts for the calendar 1

years of which the crisis is occurring. 2

(b) SPECIAL CONSIDERATION FOR DIVERSITY.—In 3

issuing the updates required under subsection (a), the 4

President shall ensure that consideration is given as to 5

how to minimize the economic impacts of a crisis on 6

women, minorities, diverse-owned businesses, veterans, 7

and the disabled.

(c) MAKING PLANS PUBLIC.—The updated plans de-9

scribed in subsection (a) shall be made publicly available, 10

but may have classified information redacted.

SEC. 100101. SHORT TITLE. 8

This title may be cited as the ‘‘COVID–19 Pandemic 9

Education Relief Act of 2020’’. 10

SEC. 100102. DEFINITIONS. 11

In this title: 12

(1) CORONAVIRUS.—The term ‘‘coronavirus’’ 13

has the meaning given that term in section 506 of 14

the Coronavirus Preparedness and Response Supple-15

mental Appropriations Act, 2020 (Public Law 116– 16

123). 17

(2) INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION.—The 18

term ‘‘institution of higher education’’ has the 19

meaning given that term in section 102 of the High-20

er Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1002). 21

(3) QUALIFYING EMERGENCY.—The term 22

‘‘qualifying emergency’’ means— 23

(A) a public health emergency related to 24

the coronavirus declared by the Secretary of 25
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Health and Human Services pursuant to sec-1

tion 319 of the Public Health Service Act (42 2

U.S.C. 247d); 3

(B) an event related to the coronavirus for 4

which the President declared a major disaster 5

or an emergency under section 401 or 501, re-6

spectively, of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster 7

Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 8

U.S.C. 5170 and 5191); or 9

(C) a national emergency related to the 10

coronavirus declared by the President under 11

section 201 of the National Emergencies Act 12

(50 U.S.C. 1601 et seq.). 13

(4) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 14

the Secretary of Education. 15

(5) FOREIGN INSTITUTION.—The term ‘‘foreign 16

institution’’ means an institution of higher education 17

located outside the United States that is described 18

in paragraphs (1)(C) and (2) of section 102(a) of 19

the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 20

1002(a)). 21

SEC. 100103. CAMPUS-BASED AID WAIVERS. 22

(a) WAIVER OF NON-FEDERAL SHARE REQUIRE-23

MENT.—Notwithstanding sections 413C(a)(2) and 24

443(b)(5) of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 25
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U.S.C. 1070b–2(a)(2) and 1087–53(b)(5)), with respect 1

to funds made available for award years 2019–2020 and 2

2020–2021, the Secretary shall waive the requirement 3

that a participating institution of higher education provide 4

a non-Federal share to match Federal funds provided to 5

the institution for the programs authorized pursuant to 6

subpart 3 of part A and part C of title IV of the Higher 7

Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1070b et seq. and 8

1087–51 et seq.) for all awards made under such pro-9

grams during such award years, except nothing in this 10

subsection shall affect the non-Federal share requirement 11

under section 443(c)(3) of such Act that applies to private 12

for-profit organizations. 13

(b) AUTHORITY TO REALLOCATE.—Notwithstanding 14

sections 413D, 442, and 488 of the Higher Education Act 15

of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1070b–3, 1087–52, and 1095), during 16

a period of a qualifying emergency, an institution may 17

transfer up to 100 percent of the institution’s unexpended 18

allotment under section 442 of such Act to the institu-19

tion’s allotment under section 413D of such Act, but may 20

not transfer any funds from the institution’s unexpended 21

allotment under section 413D of such Act to the institu-22

tion’s allotment under section 442 of such Act. 23
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SEC. 100104. USE OF SUPPLEMENTAL EDUCATIONAL OP-1

PORTUNITY GRANTS FOR EMERGENCY AID. 2

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding section 413B of 3

the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1070b–1), 4

an institution of higher education may reserve any amount 5

of an institution’s allocation under subpart 3 of part A 6

of title IV of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 7

1070b et seq.) for a fiscal year to award, in such fiscal 8

year, emergency financial aid grants to assist under-9

graduate or graduate students for unexpected expenses 10

and unmet financial need as the result of a qualifying 11

emergency. 12

(b) DETERMINATIONS.—In determining eligibility for 13

and awarding emergency financial aid grants under this 14

section, an institution of higher education may— 15

(1) waive the amount of need calculation under 16

section 471 of the Higher Education Act of 1965 17

(20 U.S.C. 1087kk); 18

(2) allow for a student affected by a qualifying 19

emergency to receive funds in an amount that is not 20

more than the maximum Federal Pell Grant for the 21

applicable award year; and 22

(3) utilize a contract with a scholarship-grant-23

ing organization designated for the sole purpose of 24

accepting applications from or disbursing funds to 25

students enrolled in the institution of higher edu-26
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cation, if such scholarship-granting organization dis-1

burses the full allocated amount provided to the in-2

stitution of higher education to the recipients. 3

(c) SPECIAL RULE.—Any emergency financial aid 4

grants to students under this section shall not be treated 5

as other financial assistance for the purposes of section 6

471 of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 7

1087kk). 8

SEC. 100105. FEDERAL WORK-STUDY DURING A QUALIFYING 9

EMERGENCY. 10

(a) IN GENERAL.—In the event of a qualifying emer-11

gency, an institution of higher education participating in 12

the program under part C of title IV of the Higher Edu-13

cation Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1087–51 et seq.) may make 14

payments under such part to affected work-study stu-15

dents, for the period of time (not to exceed one academic 16

year) in which affected students were unable to fulfill the 17

students’ work-study obligation for all or part of such aca-18

demic year due to such qualifying emergency, as follows: 19

(1) Payments may be made under such part to 20

affected work-study students in an amount equal to 21

or less than the amount of wages such students 22

would have been paid under such part had the stu-23

dents been able to complete the work obligation nec-24
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essary to receive work study funds, as a one time 1

grant or as multiple payments. 2

(2) Payments shall not be made to any student 3

who was not eligible for work study or was not com-4

pleting the work obligation necessary to receive work 5

study funds under such part prior to the occurrence 6

of the qualifying emergency. 7

(3) Any payments made to affected work-study 8

students under this subsection shall meet the match-9

ing requirements of section 443 of the Higher Edu-10

cation Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1087–53), unless 11

such matching requirements are waived by the Sec-12

retary. 13

(b) DEFINITION OF AFFECTED WORK-STUDY STU-14

DENT.—In this section, the term ‘‘affected work-study 15

student’’ means a student enrolled at an eligible institu-16

tion participating in the program under part C of title IV 17

of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1087– 18

51 et seq.) who— 19

(1) received a work-study award under section 20

443 of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 21

U.S.C. 1087–53) for the academic year during which 22

a qualifying emergency occurred; 23

(2) earned Federal work-study wages from such 24

eligible institution for such academic year; and 25
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(3) was prevented from fulfilling the student’s 1

work-study obligation for all or part of such aca-2

demic year due to such qualifying emergency. 3

SEC. 100106. ADJUSTMENT OF SUBSIDIZED LOAN USAGE 4

LIMITS. 5

Notwithstanding section 455(q)(3) of the Higher 6

Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1087e(q)(3)), the Sec-7

retary shall exclude from a student’s period of enrollment 8

for purposes of loans made under part D of title IV of 9

the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1087a et 10

seq.) any semester (or the equivalent) that the student 11

does not complete due to a qualifying emergency, if the 12

Secretary is able to administer such policy in a manner 13

that limits complexity and the burden on the student. 14

SEC. 100107. EXCLUSION FROM FEDERAL PELL GRANT DU-15

RATION LIMIT. 16

The Secretary shall exclude from a student’s Federal 17

Pell Grant duration limit under section 401(c)(5) of the 18

Higher Education Act of 1965 (2 U.S.C. 1070a(c)(5)) any 19

semester (or the equivalent) that the student does not 20

complete due to a qualifying emergency if the Secretary 21

is able to administer such policy in a manner that limits 22

complexity and the burden on the student. 23
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SEC. 100108. INSTITUTIONAL REFUNDS AND FEDERAL STU-1

DENT LOAN FLEXIBILITY. 2

(a) INSTITUTIONAL WAIVER.— 3

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall waive 4

the institutional requirement under section 484B of 5

the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6

1091b) with respect to the amount of grant or loan 7

assistance (other than assistance received under part 8

C of title IV of such Act) to be returned under such 9

section if a recipient of assistance under title IV of 10

the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1070 11

et seq.) withdraws from the institution of higher 12

education during the payment period or period of 13

enrollment as a result of a qualifying emergency. 14

(2) WAIVERS.—The Secretary shall require 15

each institution using a waiver relating to the with-16

drawal of recipients under this subsection to report 17

the number of such recipients, the amount of grant 18

or loan assistance (other than assistance received 19

under part C of title IV of such Act) associated with 20

each such recipient, and the total amount of grant 21

or loan assistance (other than assistance received 22

under part C of title IV of such Act) for which each 23

institution has not returned assistance under title IV 24

to the Secretary. 25
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(b) STUDENT WAIVER.—The Secretary shall waive 1

the amounts that students are required to return under 2

section 484B of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 3

U.S.C. 1091b) with respect to Federal Pell Grants or 4

other grant assistance if the withdrawals on which the re-5

turns are based are withdrawals by students who withdrew 6

from the institution of higher education as a result of a 7

qualifying emergency. 8

(c) CANCELING LOAN OBLIGATION.—Notwith-9

standing any other provision of the Higher Education Act 10

of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1001 et seq.), the Secretary shall can-11

cel the borrower’s obligation to repay the entire portion 12

of a loan made under part D of title IV of such Act (20 13

U.S.C. 1087a et seq.) associated with a payment period 14

for a recipient of such loan who withdraws from the insti-15

tution of higher education during the payment period as 16

a result of a qualifying emergency. 17

(d) APPROVED LEAVE OF ABSENCE.—Notwith-18

standing any other provision of the Higher Education Act 19

of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1001 et seq.), for purposes of receiving 20

assistance under title IV of the Higher Education Act of 21

1965 (20 U.S.C. 1070 et seq.), an institution of higher 22

education may, as a result of a qualifying emergency, pro-23

vide a student with an approved leave of absence that does 24

not require the student to return at the same point in the 25
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academic program that the student began the leave of ab-1

sence if the student returns within the same semester (or 2

the equivalent). 3

SEC. 100109. SATISFACTORY ACADEMIC PROGRESS. 4

Notwithstanding section 484 of the Higher Education 5

Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1091), in determining whether a 6

student is maintaining satisfactory academic progress for 7

purposes of title IV of the Higher Education Act of 1965 8

(20 U.S.C. 1070 et seq.), an institution of higher edu-9

cation may, as a result of a qualifying emergency, exclude 10

from the quantitative component of the calculation any at-11

tempted credits that were not completed by such student 12

without requiring an appeal by such student. 13

SEC. 100110. CONTINUING EDUCATION AT AFFECTED FOR-14

EIGN INSTITUTIONS. 15

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding section 481(b) 16

of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1088(b)), 17

with respect to a foreign institution, in the case of a public 18

health emergency, major disaster or emergency, or na-19

tional emergency declared by the applicable government 20

authorities in the country in which the foreign institution 21

is located, the Secretary may permit any part of an other-22

wise eligible program to be offered via distance education 23

for the duration of such emergency or disaster and the 24
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following payment period for purposes of title IV of the 1

Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1070 et seq.). 2

(b) ELIGIBILITY.—An otherwise eligible program 3

that is offered in whole or in part through distance edu-4

cation by a foreign institution between March 1, 2020, and 5

the date of enactment of this Act shall be deemed eligible 6

for the purposes of part D of title IV of the Higher Edu-7

cation Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1087a et seq.) for the dura-8

tion of the emergency or disaster affecting the institution 9

as described in subsection (a) and the following payment 10

period for purposes of title IV of the Higher Education 11

Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1070 et seq.). An institution of 12

higher education that uses the authority provided in the 13

previous sentence shall report such use to the Secretary— 14

(1) for the 2019–2020 award year, not later 15

than June 30, 2020; and 16

(2) for an award year subsequent to the 2019– 17

2020 award year, not later than 30 days after such 18

use. 19

(c) REPORT.—Not later than 180 days after the date 20

(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—Not later than 30 days 5

after the date of the enactment of this Act, each 6

State and each jurisdiction in a State which is re-7

sponsible for administering elections for Federal of-8

fice shall establish and make publicly available a 9

contingency plan to enable individuals to vote in 10

elections for Federal office during a state of emer-11

gency, public health emergency, or national emer-12

gency which has been declared for reasons includ-13

ing— 14

(A) a natural disaster; or 15

(B) an infectious disease. 16

(2) UPDATING.—Each State and jurisdiction 17

shall update the contingency plan established under 18

this subsection not less frequently than every 5 19

years. 20

(b) REQUIREMENTS RELATING TO SAFETY.—The 21

contingency plan established under subsection (a) shall in-22

clude initiatives to provide equipment and resources need-23

ed to protect the health and safety of poll workers and 24

voters when voting in person. 25
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(c) REQUIREMENTS RELATING TO RECRUITMENT OF 1

POLL WORKERS.—The contingency plan established 2

under subsection (a) shall include initiatives by the chief 3

State election official and local election officials to recruit 4

poll workers from resilient or unaffected populations, 5

which may include— 6

(1) employees of other State and local govern-7

ment offices; and 8

(2) in the case in which an infectious disease 9

poses significant increased health risks to elderly in-10

dividuals, students of secondary schools and institu-11

tions of higher education in the State.

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‘‘(b) MINIMUM EARLY VOTING REQUIREMENTS.— 1

Each polling place which allows voting during an early vot-2

‘‘(2) have uniform hours each day for which 6

such voting occurs; and 7

SEC. 160001. SHORT TITLE. 17

This division may be cited as the ‘‘Protecting Collec-18

tive Bargaining and Official Time for Federal Workers 19

Act’’. 20

SEC. 160002. FINDINGS. 21

Congress finds the following: 22

(1) Federal Unions play a critical role in pro-23

tecting the rights of Federal workers by allowing 24
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members to have a collective voice on the job and in 1

the legislative process, advance issues for working 2

families, ensure equal opportunities for all workers, 3

and raise the standards by which all professional 4

and technical workers are employed. 5

(2) Collective bargaining is essential to the 6

union process, because it provides mutual agreement 7

between all parties that fosters harmonious relation-8

ships between the Federal Government and its em-9

ployees and protects the interest of both parties. 10

(3) The current administration has acted 11

through Executive Orders and official memorandums 12

to dismantle Federal Unions and undermine their 13

collective bargaining rights across the Federal work-14

force and these directives have already negatively 15

impacted labor contracts, both signed and under ac-16

tive negotiation. 17

(4) These orders set an aggressive schedule for 18

unions to engage in collective bargaining, while also 19

slashing the unions official time for performing 20

union duties by over 91 percent in some cases. 21

These actions are limiting the ability for unions to 22

prepare for negotiations and perform their legally re-23

quired employee representational duties. 24
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(5) Section 7101(a) of title 5, United States 1

Code, states, ‘‘Congress finds that labor organiza-2

tions and collective bargaining in the civil service are 3

in the public interest.’’. Attempting to eliminate the 4

Union by eliminating almost all its official time re-5

pudiates the statutory position that unions are in 6

the public interest. 7

(6) Through these orders, agencies are required 8

to comply with artificial bargaining schedules, which 9

undermine good faith negotiations and divert the de-10

cision-making to an impasse panel, which has no 11

union representation on it and does not represent 12

both parties. 13

(7) Collectively, the administration’s actions 14

have violated Congressional intent, undermined the 15

ability of unions to engage in collective bargaining, 16

and threatened the rights and benefits of millions of 17

Federal workers. 18

(e) AIR CARRIER MAINTENANCE OUTSOURCING.— 22

(1) IN GENERAL.—A passenger air carrier re-23

ceiving assistance under section 101 may not apply 24

the proceeds of such assistance toward a contract for 25
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heavy maintenance work at a facility located outside 1

of the United States if such contract would increase 2

the proportion of maintenance work performed out-3

side of the United States to all maintenance work 4

performed by or on behalf of such air carrier at any 5

location. 6

(2) DEFINITION.—In this section, the term 7

‘‘heavy maintenance work’’ has the meaning given 8

the term in section 44733(g)(1) of title 49, United 9

States Code. 10

SEC. 104. REPORTS. 11

(a) REPORT.—Not later than October 1, 2020, the 12

President shall submit to the Committee on Transpor-13

tation and Infrastructure of the House of Representatives 14

and the Committee on Commerce, Science, and Transpor-15

tation of the Senate a report on the financial status of 16

the air carrier industry, including a description of each 17

grant or loan issued under section 101. 18

(b) UPDATE.—Not later than the last day of the 1- 19

year period following the date of enactment of this Act, 20

the President shall update and submit to the Committee 21

on Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of 22

Representatives and the Committee on Commerce, 23

Science, and Transportation of the Senate the report de-24

scribed in subsection (a). 25
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SEC. 105. COORDINATION. 1

In implementing this title with respect to air carriers, 2

the Secretary shall coordinate with the Secretary of 3

Transportation. 4

TITLE II—LABOR PROTECTIONS 5

SEC. 201. ASSISTANCE IRRESPECTIVE OF LABOR COSTS. 6

The President, or any department, agency, or actor 7

of the Federal government, may not condition the provi-8

sion of any financial assistance under section 101(a) of 9

this division or section 13 of the Federal Reserve Act (12 10

U.S.C. 261 et seq.) on an air carrier’s implementation of 11

measures to reduce labor costs or to enter into negotia-12

tions with the certified bargaining representative of a craft 13

or class of employees of the air carrier under section 2 14

of the Railway Labor Act (45 U.S.C. 152) regarding pay 15

or other terms and conditions of employment. 16

SEC. 202. COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AND SNAP-BACK. 17

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other provi-18

sion of law, any contractual relief or reduction to rates 19

of pay, rules, and working conditions agreed to by the au-20

thorized representatives of the employees of an air carrier, 21

or otherwise imposed on such employees, during or as re-22

sult of the pandemic of the coronavirus COVID–19 by an 23

air carrier that receives financial assistance under section 24

101 shall be terminated within 6 months, unless the au-25
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thorized representatives of the employees choose to make 1

an alternative agreement with the air carrier. 2

(b) DEFINITION OF AUTHORIZED REPRESENTA-3

TIVE.—In this section, the term ‘‘authorized representa-4

tive’’ means an exclusive representative of employees with-5

in the meaning of section of the Railway Labor Act (45 6

U.S.C. 152). 7

SEC. 203. PROTECTION OF ORGANIZING ACTIVITY. 8

A person receiving financial assistance under section 9

101 shall remain neutral in any communications with em-10

ployees with respect to any efforts of an employee to orga-11

nize, recruit, or assist in the organizing a labor organiza-12

tion. 13

SEC. 204. WORKING AND TRAVEL CONDITIONS. 14

A person receiving financial assistance under section 15

101 shall adhere to guidance published by the Centers for 16

Disease Control and Prevention and applicable public 17

health authorities for the duration of the national emer-18

gency declared by the President under the National Emer-19

gencies Act (50 U.S.C. 1601 et seq.) related to the pan-20

demic of the coronavirus COVID–19 for providing safe 21

conditions for employees and passengers, including pro-22

viding employees with adequate and sufficient personal 23

protective equipment and ensuring all aircraft and facili-24
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ties owned or operated by such person are clean and sani-1

tary. 2

SEC. 205. LABOR UNION REPRESENTATION ON AIR CAR-3

RIER BOARDS. 4

An air carrier receiving financial assistance under 5

section 101 shall designate at least one seat on the air 6

carrier’s board of directors for an individual who is a 7

member or officer of a labor organization representing air 8

carrier employees, with such individual to be named by 9

such organization. 10

SEC. 206. FURLOUGHED WORKER PROTECTIONS. 11

An air carrier receiving financial assistance under 12

section 101 shall take such action as is necessary to ensure 13

that, with respect to the national emergency declared by 14

the President under the National Emergencies Act (50 15

U.S.C. 1601 et seq.) related to the pandemic of the 16

coronavirus COVID–19— 17

(1) if an employee of such air carrier was pro-18

vided health insurance benefits or other welfare ben-19

efits described in subparagraph (A) or (B) of section 20

3(1) of the Employee Retirement Income Security 21

Act of 1974 (29 U.S.C. 1002(1)) from the air car-22

rier prior to such emergency, such employee shall re-23

tain such benefits at an equivalent rate for the dura-24

tion of such emergency; 25
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(2) employees of such air carrier are credited 1

any furlough time taken as a result of the pandemic 2

for years of service for purposes of any employee 3

benefit plan (as defined in section 3(3) of the Em-4

ployee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (29 5

U.S.C. 1002(3)) with respect to which the employee 6

is a participant; and 7

(3) an employee of such air carrier who is vol-8

untarily or involuntarily furloughed as a result of 9

the national emergency declared by the President 10

under the National Emergencies Act (50 U.S.C. 11

1601 et seq.) related to the pandemic of the 12

coronavirus COVID–19 may, upon reemployment or 13

recall to such air carrier, be entitled to the following 14

benefits under an employee pension benefit plan that 15

such employee would have received if the employee 16

had remained continuously employed with the air 17

carrier, similar to benefit rights under subchapter II 18

of chapter 43 of title 38, United States Code: 19

(A) An employee shall be treated as not 20

having incurred a break in service with the em-21

ployer or employers maintaining the plan by 22

reason of the furlough. 23

(B) The period of furlough shall be deemed 24

to constitute service with the employer or em-25
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ployers maintaining the plan for purposes of 1

vesting, participation, and determining the em-2

ployee’s benefit accruals. 3

(C) An employee shall be entitled to make- 4

up missed employee contributions or elective de-5

ferrals that could have been made to a qualified 6

defined contribution plan during the period of 7

furlough. Makeup contributions under this 8

paragraph may be made during the period be-9

ginning on the date of recall and whose dura-10

tion is three times the period of the furlough, 11

such payment period not to exceed 5 years. 12

(D) The employer reemploying or recalling 13

such employee shall contribute all employer con-14

tributions that the employer would have made 15

on behalf of such employee to qualified defined 16

contribution plans, including plans commonly 17

known as 401(k) plans, if the employee had re-18

mained continuously employed. 19

(E) If employer contributions to a plan are 20

contingent on the employee making an employee 21

contribution or elective deferral, the employer 22

contribution is required only to the extent the 23

employee makes the payment to the plan with 24

respect to such contributions or deferrals. No 25
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such payment may exceed the amount the em-1

ployee would have been permitted or required to 2

contribute had the employee remained continu-3

ously employed by the employer throughout the 4

period of service. Any payment to the plan de-5

scribed in this paragraph shall be made during 6

the period beginning on the date of recall and 7

whose duration is three times the period of the 8

person’s furlough, such payment period not to 9

exceed 5 years. 10

SEC. 207. HEALTHCARE FOR UNPROTECTED WORKERS. 11

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary may not provide 12

any financial assistance under this Act to an air carrier 13

unless the air carrier enters into a legally binding agree-14

ment with the Secretary that the air carrier will provide, 15

and will require any contractor, subcontractor, or affiliate 16

of the air carrier, including any contractor, subcontractor, 17

or affiliate that performs airline catering services, to pro-18

vide, to all employees, including airline catering employees, 19

health insurance benefits equal to or greater than the 20

hourly health and welfare fringe benefit rate published by 21

the Department of Labor pursuant to the McNamara- 22

O’Hara Service Contract Act of 1965 (41 U.S.C. 6710– 23

6707) and section 4.52 of title 29, Code of Federal Regu-24

lations, for all hours worked by each such employee. 25
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(b) EFFECTIVE PERIOD.—Subsection (a) shall apply 1

to an air carrier receiving assistance under section 101 2

for the 5-year period beginning on the date on which such 3

assistance was awarded. 4

(c) DEFINITIONS.— 5

(1) AIRLINE CATERING EMPLOYEE.—The term 6

‘‘airline catering employee’’ means an employee who 7

performs airline catering services. 8

(2) AIRLINE CATERING SERVICES.—The term 9

‘‘airline catering services’’ means preparation, as-10

sembly, or both, of food, beverages, provisions and 11

related supplies for delivery, and the delivery of such 12

items, directly to aircraft or to a location on or near 13

airport property for subsequent delivery to aircraft. 14

SEC. 208. EMPLOYEE WAGES AND LEAVE. 15

(a) WAGES.—Section 6 of the Fair Labor Standards 16

Act of 1938 (29 U.S.C. 206) is amended by adding at 17

the end the following: 18

‘‘(h) EMPLOYEES IN INDUSTRIES SAVED WITH TAX-19

PAYER DOLLARS.— 20

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other 21

provision of law, subject to the requirements of this 22

subsection, the wage rate in effect under subsection 23

(a)(1) with respect to an employee of an employer 24

described in paragraph (2), or any individual who 25
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provides labor or services for remuneration for such 1

employer, regardless of whether the individual is 2

classified as an independent contractor or otherwise 3

by such employer, shall be not less than $15.00 per 4

hour. 5

‘‘(2) EMPLOYER.—An employer described in 6

this paragraph is an employer who— 7

‘‘(A) receives financial assistance under 8

section 101 of the Aviation Worker Relief Act 9

of 2020; or 10

‘‘(B) who provides goods or services under 11

a contract to an employer who receives financial 12

assistance under such section. 13

‘‘(3) TREATMENT OF NON-EMPLOYEES.—An in-14

dividual who provides labor or services for remunera-15

tion to an employer as described in paragraph (1) 16

shall be treated as an employee for the purposes of 17

sections 10 through 17 of this Act. 18

‘‘(4) PERIOD OF APPLICATION.—This sub-19

section shall apply to an employer described in para-20

graph (2) for the 10-year period beginning on the 21

date such assistance was awarded.’’. 22

(b) BENEFITS AND LEAVE.— Notwithstanding any 23

other provision of law, an air carrier receiving financial 24

assistance under section 101 shall, for the duration of the 25
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national emergency declared by the President under the 1

National Emergencies Act (50 U.S.C. 1601 et seq.) re-2

lated to the pandemic of the coronavirus COVID–19— 3

(1) satisfy all funding obligations under part 3 4

of title I of the Employee Retirement Income Secu-5

rity Act of 1974 (29 U.S.C. 1081 et seq.) with re-6

spect to each plan to which such part applies and to 7

which the air carrier is obligated to contribute for 8

plan years beginning or ending during the duration 9

of such emergency; 10

(2) provide employees with a guaranteed wage 11

for every workweek that provides each employee con-12

tinued payments in the amount of 100 percent of 13

the employee’s full wages and for the employee’s 14

total expected hours per workweek in the event that 15

the employee is terminated, furloughed, experiences 16

a reduction in work hours, or otherwise suffers any 17

loss of such wages during such period; and 18

(3) provide paid medical or sick leave and paid 19

family leave to encourage employees who are diag-20

nosed with or experiencing symptoms of COVID–19 21

or are under quarantine relating to the coronavirus 22

pandemic, or caring for a dependent or any indi-23

vidual experiencing such symptoms or under such a 24

quarantine. 25
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SEC. 209. LIMITATION ON REJECTION OF COLLECTIVE BAR-1

GAINING AGREEMENTS. 2

(a) DEFINITIONS.— 3

(1) COVERED AIR CARRIER.—The term ‘‘cov-4

ered air carrier’’ means an air carrier that receives 5

Federal financial assistance. 6

(2) COVERED PERIOD.—The term ‘‘covered pe-7

riod’’, with respect to a covered air carrier, means 8

the period— 9

(A) beginning on the date on which the 10

covered air carrier first receives Federal finan-11

cial assistance; and 12

(B) ending on the date that is 10 years 13

after the date on which the covered air carrier 14

last receives Federal financial assistance. 15

(3) DEBTOR IN POSSESSION.—The term ‘‘debt-16

or in possession’’ has the meaning given such term 17

in section 1101 of title 11, United States Code. 18

(4) FEDERAL FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE.—The 19

term ‘‘Federal financial assistance’’ means financial 20

assistance or a credit instrument received from the 21

Federal Government under this Act. 22

(5) TRUSTEE.—The term ‘‘trustee’’ means a 23

trustee appointed in a case commenced by, or com-24

menced against, a covered air carrier under title 11, 25

United States Code. 26
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(b) LIMITATION.—If a covered air carrier commences 1

a case or if an involuntary case is commenced against a 2

covered air carrier under title 11, United States Code, 3

during the covered period with respect to the covered air 4

carrier, the covered air carrier, the debtor in possession, 5

or the trustee may not seek a rejection of, or interim relief 6

from, a collective bargaining agreement under— 7

(1) section 1113 of title 11, United States 8

Code; or 9

(2) any other provision of law. 10

SEC. 210. INCREASED WAGE PRIORITY. 11

Section 507(a) of title 11, United States Code, is 12

amended— 13

(1) in paragraph (4)— 14

(A) by redesignating subparagraphs (A) 15

and (B) as clauses (i) and (ii), respectively; 16

(B) in the matter preceding clause (i), as 17

so redesignated, by inserting ‘‘(A)’’ before 18

‘‘Fourth’’; 19

(C) in subparagraph (A), as so designated, 20

in the matter preceding clause (i), as so redes-21

ignated— 22

(i) by striking ‘‘$10,000’’ and insert-23

ing ‘‘$20,000’’; 24
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(ii) by striking ‘‘within 180 days’’; 1

and 2

(iii) by striking ‘‘or the date of the 3

cessation of the debtor’s business, which-4

ever occurs first,’’; and 5

(D) by adding at the end the following: 6

‘‘(B) Severance pay described in subpara-7

graph(A)(i) shall be deemed earned in full upon 8

the layoff or termination of employment of the 9

individual to whom the severance is owed.’’; 10

(2) in paragraph (5)— 11

(A) in subparagraph (A)— 12

(i) by striking ‘‘within 180 days’’; and 13

(ii) by striking ‘‘or the date of the 14

cessation of the debtor’s business, which-15

ever occurs first’’; and 16

(B) by striking subparagraph (B) and in-17

serting the following: 18

‘‘(B) for each such plan, to the extent of 19

the number of employees covered by each such 20

plan, multiplied by $20,000.’’. 21
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SEC. 211. REJECTION OF COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREE-1

MENTS. 2

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 1113 of title 11, United 3

States Code, is amended by striking subsections (a) 4

through (f) and inserting the following: 5

‘‘(a) The debtor in possession, or the trustee if one 6

has been appointed under this chapter, other than a trust-7

ee in a case covered by subchapter IV of this chapter and 8

by title I of the Railway Labor Act (45 U.S.C. 151 et 9

seq.), may reject a collective bargaining agreement only 10

in accordance with this section. In this section, a reference 11

to the trustee includes the debtor in possession. 12

‘‘(b) No provision of this title shall be construed to 13

permit the trustee to unilaterally terminate or alter any 14

provision of a collective bargaining agreement before com-15

plying with this section. The trustee shall timely pay all 16

monetary obligations arising under the terms of the collec-17

tive bargaining agreement. Any such payment required to 18

be made before a plan confirmed under section 1129 is 19

effective has the status of an allowed administrative ex-20

pense under section 503. 21

‘‘(c)(1) If the trustee seeks modification of a collec-22

tive bargaining agreement, the trustee shall provide notice 23

to the labor organization representing the employees cov-24

ered by the collective bargaining agreement that modifica-25

tions are being proposed under this section, and shall 26
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promptly provide an initial proposal for modifications to 1

the collective bargaining agreement. Thereafter, the trust-2

ee shall confer in good faith with the labor organization, 3

at reasonable times and for a reasonable period in light 4

of the complexity of the case, in attempting to reach mutu-5

ally acceptable modifications of the collective bargaining 6

agreement. 7

‘‘(2) The initial proposal and subsequent pro-8

posals by the trustee for modification of a collective 9

bargaining agreement shall be based upon a business 10

plan for the reorganization of the debtor, and shall 11

reflect the most complete and reliable information 12

available. The trustee shall provide to the labor or-13

ganization all information that is relevant for nego-14

tiations. The court may enter a protective order to 15

prevent the disclosure of information if disclosure 16

could compromise the position of the debtor with re-17

spect to the competitors in the industry of the debt-18

or, subject to the needs of the labor organization to 19

evaluate the proposals of the trustee and any appli-20

cation for rejection of the collective bargaining 21

agreement or for interim relief pursuant to this sec-22

tion. 23

‘‘(3) In consideration of Federal policy encour-24

aging the practice and process of collective bar-25
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gaining and in recognition of the bargained-for ex-1

pectations of the employees covered by the collective 2

bargaining agreement, modifications proposed by the 3

trustee— 4

‘‘(A) shall be proposed only as part of a 5

program of workforce and nonworkforce cost 6

savings devised for the reorganization of the 7

debtor, including savings in management per-8

sonnel costs; 9

‘‘(B) shall be limited to modifications de-10

signed to achieve a specified aggregate financial 11

contribution for the employees covered by the 12

collective bargaining agreement (taking into 13

consideration any labor cost savings negotiated 14

within the 12-month period before the filing of 15

the petition), and shall be not more than the 16

minimum savings essential to permit the debtor 17

to exit bankruptcy, such that confirmation of a 18

plan of reorganization is not likely to be fol-19

lowed by the liquidation, or the need for further 20

financial reorganization, of the debtor (or any 21

successor to the debtor) in the short term; and 22

‘‘(C) shall not be disproportionate or overly 23

burden the employees covered by the collective 24

bargaining agreement, either in the amount of 25
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the cost savings sought from such employees or 1

the nature of the modifications. 2

‘‘(d)(1) If, after a period of negotiations, the trustee 3

and the labor organization have not reached an agreement 4

over mutually satisfactory modifications, and further ne-5

gotiations are not likely to produce mutually satisfactory 6

modifications, the trustee may file a motion seeking rejec-7

tion of the collective bargaining agreement after notice 8

and a hearing. Absent agreement of the parties, no such 9

hearing shall be held before the expiration of the 21-day 10

period beginning on the date on which notice of the hear-11

ing is provided to the labor organization representing the 12

employees covered by the collective bargaining agreement. 13

Only the debtor and the labor organization may appear 14

and be heard at such hearing. An application for rejection 15

shall seek rejection effective upon the entry of an order 16

granting the relief. 17

‘‘(2) In consideration of Federal policy encour-18

aging the practice and process of collective bar-19

gaining and in recognition of the bargained-for ex-20

pectations of the employees covered by the collective 21

bargaining agreement, the court may grant a motion 22

seeking rejection of a collective bargaining agree-23

ment only if, based on clear and convincing evi-24

dence— 25
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‘‘(A) the court finds that the trustee has 1

complied with the requirements of subsection 2

(c); 3

‘‘(B) the court has considered alternative 4

proposals by the labor organization and has 5

concluded that such proposals do not meet the 6

requirements of subsection (c)(3)(B); 7

‘‘(C) the court finds that further negotia-8

tions regarding the proposal of the trustee or 9

an alternative proposal by the labor organiza-10

tion are not likely to produce an agreement; 11

‘‘(D) the court finds that implementation 12

of the proposal of the trustee shall not— 13

‘‘(i) cause a material diminution in 14

the purchasing power of the employees cov-15

ered by the collective bargaining agree-16

ment; 17

‘‘(ii) adversely affect the ability of the 18

debtor to retain an experienced and quali-19

fied workforce; or 20

‘‘(iii) impair the labor relations of the 21

debtor such that the ability to achieve a 22

feasible reorganization would be com-23

promised; and 24
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‘‘(E) the court concludes that rejection of 1

the collective bargaining agreement and imme-2

diate implementation of the proposal of the 3

trustee is essential to permit the debtor to exit 4

bankruptcy, such that confirmation of a plan of 5

reorganization is not likely to be followed by liq-6

uidation, or the need for further financial reor-7

ganization, of the debtor (or any successor to 8

the debtor) in the short term. 9

‘‘(3) If the trustee has implemented a program 10

of incentive pay, bonuses, or other financial returns 11

for insiders, senior executive officers, or the twenty 12

next most highly compensated employees or consult-13

ants providing services to the debtor during the 14

bankruptcy, or such a program was implemented 15

within 180 days before the date of the filing of the 16

petition, the court shall presume that the trustee has 17

failed to satisfy the requirements of subsection 18

(c)(3)(C). 19

‘‘(4) In no case shall the court enter an order 20

rejecting a collective bargaining agreement that 21

would result in modifications to a level lower than 22

the level proposed by the trustee in the proposal 23

found by the court to have complied with the re-24

quirements of this section. 25
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‘‘(5) At any time after the date on which an 1

order rejecting a collective bargaining agreement is 2

entered, or in the case of a collective bargaining 3

agreement entered into between the trustee and the 4

labor organization providing mutually satisfactory 5

modifications, at any time after that collective bar-6

gaining agreement has been entered into, the labor 7

organization may apply to the court for an order 8

seeking an increase in the level of wages or benefits, 9

or relief from working conditions, based upon 10

changed circumstances. The court shall grant the re-11

quest only if the increase or other relief is not incon-12

sistent with the standard set forth in paragraph 13

(2)(E). 14

‘‘(e) During a period during which a collective bar-15

gaining agreement at issue under this section continues 16

in effect and a motion for rejection of the collective bar-17

gaining agreement has been filed, if essential to the con-18

tinuation of the business of the debtor or in order to avoid 19

irreparable damage to the estate, the court, after notice 20

and a hearing, may authorize the trustee to implement 21

interim changes in the terms, conditions, wages, benefits, 22

or work rules provided by the collective bargaining agree-23

ment. Any hearing under this subsection shall be sched-24

uled in accordance with the needs of the trustee. The im-25
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plementation of such interim changes shall not render the 1

application for rejection moot and may be authorized for 2

not more than 14 days in total. 3

‘‘(f)(1) Rejection of a collective bargaining agreement 4

constitutes a breach of the collective bargaining agree-5

ment, and shall be effective no earlier than the entry of 6

an order granting such relief. 7

‘‘(2) Notwithstanding paragraph (1), solely for 8

purposes of determining and allowing a claim arising 9

from the rejection of a collective bargaining agree-10

ment, rejection shall be treated as rejection of an ex-11

ecutory contract under section 365(g) and shall be 12

allowed or disallowed in accordance with section 13

502(g)(1). No claim for rejection damages shall be 14

limited by section 502(b)(7). Economic self-help by 15

a labor organization shall be permitted upon a court 16

order granting a motion to reject a collective bar-17

gaining agreement under subsection (d) or pursuant 18

to subsection (e), and no provision of this title or of 19

any other provision of Federal or State law may be 20

construed to the contrary. 21

‘‘(g) The trustee shall provide for the reasonable fees 22

and costs incurred by a labor organization under this sec-23

tion, upon request and after notice and a hearing. 24
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‘‘(h) A collective bargaining agreement that is as-1

sumed shall be assumed in accordance with section 365.’’. 2

(b) PROHIBITION ON MODIFICATION OF RETIREE 3

BENEFITS.—Section 1114 of title 11, United States Code, 4

is further amended by adding at the end the following: 5

‘‘(n) Notwithstanding any other provision in this title, 6

the trustee may not modify retiree benefits if the debtor 7

is an air carrier, as such term is defined in section 40102 8

of title 49, United States Code, or an affiliate of such air 9

carrier, that received assistance under the Aviation Work-10

er Relief Act of 2020.’’. 11

TITLE III—AIRLINE INDUSTRY 12

FINANCIAL OVERSIGHT 13

SEC. 301. CREATION OF OFFICE OF AIRLINE INDUSTRY FI-14

NANCIAL OVERSIGHT. 15

(a) IN GENERAL.—There is hereby established, with-16

in the Office of the Secretary of Transportation, the Office 17

of Airline Industry Financial Oversight. 18

(b) DIRECTOR OF OFFICE.—The office established 19

under this section shall be headed by a Director, who shall 20

be a career employee of the Department of Transportation 21

and selected on the basis of such individual’s knowledge 22

of financial markets, airline operations, and finance, and 23

such other qualifications as the Secretary considers rel-24

evant. 25
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SEC. 302. RESPONSIBILITIES OF OFFICE OF AIRLINE IN-1

DUSTRY FINANCIAL OVERSIGHT. 2

The Director of the Office of Airline Industry Finan-3

cial Oversight shall— 4

(1) assess, not less than once every 12 months, 5

the financial fitness of each passenger air carrier 6

conducting operations under part 121 of title 14, 7

Code of Federal Regulations; 8

(2) determine and prescribe minimum capital 9

and funding requirements for each such air carrier 10

to ensure that no air carrier would be reasonably 11

likely to become insolvent as the result of a substan-12

tial reduction in demand for air travel following the 13

occurrence of a terror attack, pandemic, or other na-14

tional or global event that reduces economic activity; 15

(3) require each such air carrier to conduct an 16

annual stress test to determine the extent of finan-17

cial stress that the air carrier can withstand before 18

becoming financially insolvent, using at least 3 sets 19

of assumptions regarding the severity of financial 20

stress and to report the results of such test to the 21

Office for analysis; 22

(4) based on an analysis of the stress tests per-23

formed under paragraph (3), annually adjust the 24

minimum capital and funding requirements imposed 25

under paragraph (2); and 26
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(5) impose such other requirements, including 1

through the issuance of regulations, as the director 2

determines necessary to ensure the continued oper-3

ations of air carriers despite an event described in 4

paragraph (2). 5

SEC. 303. ACCESS TO INFORMATION. 6

(a) IN GENERAL.—In discharging the responsibilities 7

enumerated in section 302, the director or employees of 8

the office may inspect such financial records in an air car-9

rier’s possession as the director or employees of the office 10

deem appropriate. 11

(b) PROTECTION OF TRADE SECRETS.—The Director 12

and employees of the Office of Airline Industry Financial 13

Oversight shall protect, from public disclosure, any mate-14

rial containing trade secrets in the Office’s custody, in ac-15

cordance with section 1905 of title 18, United States 16

Code. 17

SEC. 304. REPORTS TO CONGRESS. 18

Not later than February 1 of each calendar year, the 19

Director of the office established under section 301 shall 20

submit to the Committee on Transportation and Infra-21

structure of the House of Representatives and the Com-22

mittee on Commerce, Science, and Transportation of the 23

Senate a report describing each action taken under section 24

302 during the preceding calendar year. 25
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SEC. 305. RULEMAKING AUTHORITY. 1

The Secretary may issue such regulations as the Sec-2

retary determines are necessary to implement the require-3

ments of this title. 4

SEC. 306. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 5

There is authorized to be appropriated to the Sec-6

retary of Transportation $3,000,000 for each of fiscal 7

years 2020 through 2023 to carry out this title to remain 8

available until expended. 9

TITLE IV—AIRPORT RELIEF 10

SEC. 401. EMERGENCY PANDEMIC FUNDING FOR AIR-11

PORTS. 12

(a) IN GENERAL.—There is authorized to be appro-13

priated, from the General Fund of the Treasury, 14

$10,000,000,000 for the Secretary of Transportation to 15

issue grants to airport sponsors for the purposes of emer-16

gency response, cleaning, sanitization, janitorial services, 17

staffing, workforce retention, paid leave, procurement of 18

protective health equipment and training for employees 19

and contractors, debt service payments, infrastructure 20

projects and airport operations. 21

(b) METHODOLOGY FOR DISBURSEMENT.—Funds 22

shall be apportioned as set forth in clauses (i) and (ii) 23

of section 47114(c)(1)(C) of title 49, United States Code, 24

and there shall be no maximum apportionment limit. 25

Funds provided under this section shall not be subject to 26
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reduced apportionment under section 47114(f) of such 1

title. Any remaining funds shall be distributed to sponsors 2

based on each airport’s passenger enplanements compared 3

to total passenger enplanements of all airports, for the 4

most recent calendar year the Secretary apportioned funds 5

pursuant to section 47114(c). 6

(c) HIGH-NEED AIRPORTS.—The Secretary shall set 7

aside 2 percent of the remaining funds described in sub-8

section (b) to provide grants to commercial service air-9

ports or general aviation airports that demonstrate the 10

highest financial need. 11

(d) WORKFORCE RETENTION.— 12

(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as otherwise pro-13

vided in this subsection, all airports receiving funds 14

under subsection (a) shall continue to employ, 15

through December 31, 2020, at least 90 percent of 16

the number of individuals employed by the airport as 17

of the date of enactment of this Act. 18

(2) WAIVER.—The Secretary may waive the 19

workforce retention requirement under this sub-20

section 120 days after the date of enactment of this 21

Act if the Secretary determines— 22

(A) the airport is experiencing economic 23

hardship as a direct result of the requirement; 24

or 25
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(B) the requirement reduces aviation safe-1

ty or security. 2

(3) SMALL AIRPORTS.—This subsection shall 3

not apply to nonhub airports or nonprimary airports 4

receiving funds under subsection (c). 5

(e) RELIEF TO AIRPORT CONCESSIONS.—An airport 6

sponsor must use at least 2 percent of any funds received 7

under subsection (a) to provide financial relief to airport 8

concessionaires experiencing economic hardship (in terms 9

of rent, minimum annual guarantees, lease obligations, or 10

other fees). With respect to funds under this subsection, 11

airport sponsors must show good faith efforts to provide 12

relief to small business concerns owned and controlled by 13

socially and economically disadvantaged businesses, as 14

such term is defined under section 47113 of title 49, 15

United States Code. 16

(f) COST SHARE.—The Federal share payable of the 17

costs for which a grant is made under this section or under 18

the Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2020 (Public Law 19

116–94) shall be 100 percent. 20

(g) QUALITY ASSURANCE.—The Secretary shall insti-21

tute adequate policies, procedures and internal controls to 22

prevent waste, fraud, abuse and program mismanagement 23

for the distribution of funds under this section. 24
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(h) AVAILABILITY.—Sums authorized to be appro-1

priated under this sections shall remain available for 3 fis-2

cal years. 3

(i) LIMITATIONS.—The funds made available under 4

this section shall not be subject to any limitation on obli-5

gations set forth in an appropriations Act as applied to 6

the heading ‘‘Grants-in-Aid for Airports’’. 7

(j) ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS.—The Secretary may re-8

tain up to 0.1 percent of the funds provided under this 9

section to fund the award and oversight of grants made 10

under this heading. 11

(k) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 12

(1) AIRPORT CONCESSION.—the term ‘‘airport 13

concession’’ means a business, other than air carrier, 14

located on an airport that is engaged in the sale of 15

consumer goods or services to the public under an 16

agreement with an airport, another concessionaire, 17

or the owner or lessee of a terminal. 18

(2) AIRPORT; GENERAL AVIATION AIRPORT; 19

NONHUB AIRPORT; SPONSOR.—The terms ‘‘airport’’, 20

‘‘general aviation airport’’, ‘‘nonhub airport’’, and 21

‘‘sponsor’’ have the meanings given those terms in 22

section 47102 of title 49, United States Code. 23

(3) COMMERCIAL SERVICE AIRPORT.—The term 24

‘‘commercial service airport’’ means a public use air-25
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port that reported at least 2500 passenger boardings 1

at such airport during fiscal year 2018. 2

SEC. 402. MAINTAINING PRE-CRISIS AIRPORT IMPROVE-3

MENT PROGRAM LEVELS. 4

Section 47114(c)(1) of title 49, United States Code, 5

is amended by adding at the end the following: 6

‘‘(J) SPECIAL RULE FOR FISCAL YEARS 7

2021 THROUGH 2023.—Notwithstanding sub-8

paragraph (A), the Secretary shall apportion to 9

a sponsor of an airport under that subpara-10

graph for each of fiscal years 2021 through 11

2023 an amount based on the number of pas-12

senger boardings at the airport during calendar 13

year 2018 if the number of passenger boardings 14

at the airport during calendar year 2018 are 15

higher than the number of passenger boardings 16

that would be otherwise calculated under sub-17

paragraph (A).’’. 18

SEC. 403. NATIONAL AVIATION PREPAREDNESS PLAN. 19

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Transportation, 20

in coordination with the Secretary of Health and Human 21

Services, the Secretary of Homeland Security and other 22

appropriate stakeholders, shall develop a national aviation 23

preparedness plan for communicable disease outbreaks. 24
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(b) CONTENTS OF PLAN.—A plan developed under 1

subsection (a) shall, at a minimum— 2

(1) require involvement from multiple airports 3

on a national level; 4

(2) provide airports and air carriers with an 5

adaptable and scalable framework with which to 6

align their individual plans; 7

(3) improve coordination among airports, air 8

carriers, Customs and Border Patrol, the Centers 9

for Disease Control and Prevention, and other ap-10

propriate Federal stakeholders on developing policies 11

that increase the effectiveness of screening, quaran-12

tining, and contact-tracing with respect to inbound 13

passengers; and 14

(4) fully incorporate elements referenced in the 15

recommendation of the Comptroller General of the 16

United States to the Secretary of Transportation 17

contained in Report No. GAO 16–127. 18

TITLE V—SMALL COMMUNITY 19

AIR SERVICE 20

SEC. 501. CONTINUATION OF CERTAIN AIR SERVICE. 21

(a) ACTION OF SECRETARY.—The Secretary of 22

Transportation shall take appropriate action to ensure 23

that all communities that receive scheduled air service be-24

fore March 1, 2020, continue to receive adequate air 25
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transportation service and that essential air service to 1

small communities continues without interruption and in 2

a manner that maintains well-functioning heath care sup-3

ply chains, including medical device, medical supplies, and 4

pharmaceutical supply chains. 5

(b) ANTITRUST IMMUNITY.—The Secretary may 6

grant an exemption under section 41308 of title 49, 7

pose of such cooperation as is necessary to ensure that 9

small communities continue to receive an adequate level 10

of air transportation service. 11

SEC. 502. TOLLING OF EAS LIMITATIONS. 12

The Secretary may not order the termination of es-13

sential air service on the basis of the applicable place fail-14

ing to meet the definition of an eligible place under sub-15

paragraph (B) or (C) of section 41731(a)(1) of title 49, 16

United States Code, if such community was otherwise an 17

eligible place as defined under section 41731 of such title 18

on March 1, 2020. 19

SEC. 503. SUNSET. 20

The requirements of this title, and any order issued 21

by the Secretary under this title, shall sunset on the day 22

that is 6 months after the last effective date of a national 23

emergency declared by the President under the National 24
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Emergencies Act (50 U.S.C. 1601 et seq.) related to the 1

pandemic of the coronavirus COVID–19. 2

TITLE VI—CONSUMER 3

PROTECTIONS 4

SEC. 601. AIRLINE PRICE GOUGING DURING DISASTER OR 5

EMERGENCY. 6

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 41712 of title 49, United 7

States Code, is amended by adding at the end the fol-8

‘‘(d) AIRFARE PRICING AND FEES DURING DIS-10

ASTER OR OTHER EMERGENCY.— 11

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—It shall be an unfair or de-12

ceptive practice under subsection (a) for any ticket 13

agent, air carrier, foreign air carrier, or other person 14

selling or offering to sell a ticket for air transpor-15

tation on a covered flight to— 16

the price of such ticket, as compared to the 18

ticket price in effect on the day on which a 19

flight becomes a covered flight; and 20

‘‘(B) charge any fee for a change to, or 21

cancellation of, such ticket, or for any dif-22

ference in fare for an itinerary change. 23

‘‘(2) COVERED FLIGHT DEFINED.—In this sub-24

section, the term ‘covered flight’ means a flight of 25
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an air carrier or foreign air carrier departing from, 1

or arriving at, an airport located in an area with re-2

spect to which— 3

‘‘(A) a major disaster or emergency de-4

clared by the President under the Robert T. 5

Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assist-6

ance Act (42 U.S.C. 5121 et seq.) is in effect 7

and State or local authorities have ordered a 8

mandatory evacuation; 9

‘‘(B) a public health emergency declared 10

pursuant to section 319 of the Public Health 11

Service Act (42 U.S.C. 247d) is in effect; 12

‘‘(C) a national emergency declared by the 13

President under the National Emergencies Act 14

(50 U.S.C. 1601 et seq.) is in effect; or 15

‘‘(D) a restriction on air travel is in effect, 16

including restrictions on non-essential air trans-17

portation or nationwide bans imposed on air 18

transportation during a disaster, emergency, or 19

pandemic. 20

‘‘(3) SAVINGS PROVISION.—Nothing in this sub-21

section, or the amendment made by this subsection, 22

may be construed to limit or otherwise affect any re-23

sponsibility of any ticket agent, air carrier, or for-24

eign air carrier or other person offering to sell a 25
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ticket for air transportation during a major disaster 1

or emergency.’’. 2

SEC. 602. AIRLINE REFUNDS DURING NATIONAL DISASTERS 3

OR EMERGENCIES. 4

(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 30 days after the 5

date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Transpor-6

tation shall require that any covered seller who sells a tick-7

et for a passenger to take a covered flight, and either such 8

flight is cancelled by the air carrier or such ticket is can-9

celed by the passenger, such covered seller shall promptly 10

offer the passenger a choice of— 11

(1) a full monetary refund for such ticket, in-12

cluding any ancillary fees paid; and 13

(2) an alternative compensation method deter-14

mined appropriate by the covered seller, including 15

credit, voucher, or other mechanism to compensate 16

a passenger. 17

(b) CREDIT OR VOUCHER.—An alternative compensa-18

tion method provided pursuant to subsection (a)(2) may 19

not expire for at least 1 year date of the covered flight. 20

(c) DEFINITIONS.—In this section, the following defi-21

nitions apply: 22

(1) COVERED FLIGHT.—The term ‘‘covered 23

flight’’ has the meaning given to such term in sec-24

tion 41712(d) of title 49, United States Code. 25

(12) Fees for pets. 11

(c) DEFINITIONS.—In this section, the following defi-12

nitions apply: 13

(1) ANCILLARY REVENUES.—The term ‘‘ancil-14

lary revenues’’ means charges paid by airline pas-15

sengers that are not included in the standard ticket 16

fare. 17

(2) COVERED AIR CARRIER.— 18

petitive grants to eligible entities to offset the cost of a 8

project to develop, transport, or store sustainable aviation 9

fuels that would reduce United States greenhouse gas 10

emissions.

(1) the anticipated public benefits of the 14

project; 15

(2) the potential to increase the commercial ap-16

plication of sustainable aviation fuels among the 17

United States commercial aviation and aerospace in-18

dustry; 19

(3) the potential greenhouse gases emitted from 20

the project; 21

(4) the potential for new job creation; and 22

(5) the potential the project has in reducing 23

United States greenhouse gas emissions associated 24

with air travel. 25
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(c) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There 1

are authorized to be appropriated $200,000,000 for each 2

of the fiscal years 2021 through 2026 to carry out this 3

section. 4

(d) REPORT.—Not later than October 1, 2026, the 5

Secretary shall submit to the Committee on Commerce, 6

Science, and Transportation, the Committee on Environ-7

ment and Public Works, and the Committee on Agri-8

culture, Nutrition, and Forestry of the Senate, and the 9

Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, the 10

Committee on Energy and Commerce, and the Committee 11

on Agriculture of the House of Representatives, a report 12

describing the results of the grant program authorized by 13

this section. The report shall include the following: 14

(1) A description of the entities and projects 15

that received grants under this section. 16

(2) Description of whether the program is lead-17

ing to an increase in commercial application of sus-18

tainable aviation fuels by United States aviation and 19

aerospace industry stakeholders.

(f) DEFINITION OF SUSTAINABLE AVIATION FUEL.— 3

The term ‘‘sustainable aviation fuel’’ means liquid fuel 4

consisting of synthesized hydrocarbons which meets the 5

requirements of ASTM International Standard D7566 or 6

ASTM International Standard D1655, Annex A1, sub-7

section A.1.2.2, and is derived from biomass (as defined 8

in section 45K(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 9

1986), waste streams, or gaseous carbon oxides, conforms 10

to the standards, recommended practices and guidance 11

agreed to by the United States pursuant to the European 12

Union Emissions Trading Scheme Prohibition Act of 2011 13

(Public Law 112–200) for addressing aircraft emissions, 14

and achieves at least a 30 percent reduction in greenhouse 15

gas emissions on a lifecycle basis compared to conventional 16

jet fuel. 17

SEC. 702. AIRLINE ASSISTANCE TO RECYCLE AND SAVE 18

PROGRAM. 19

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—Not later than 90 days after 20

the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall es-21

tablish and carry out a program, to be known as the ‘‘Air-22

line Assistance to Recycle and Save Program’’, under 23

which the Secretary shall purchase high-polluting aircraft 24
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from air carriers in exchange for commitments from such 1

air carriers to purchase fuel-efficient aircraft. 2

(b) APPLICATION.—To be eligible for the program es-3

tablished under subsection (a), an air carrier shall submit 4

to the Secretary an application at such time, in such man-5

ner, and containing such information as the Secretary may 6

require, including a description of an high-polluting air-7

craft of the air carrier.

available through a publicly available website, lists of 14

aircraft that are— 15

(A) high-polluting aircraft; and 16

(B) fuel-efficient aircraft that are on the 17

market or in production. 18

(2) COMMITMENT REQUIREMENT.—In carrying 19

out the program established under subsection (a), 20

the Secretary shall issue such regulations as are nec-21

essary to set requirements for the commitment to 22

purchase a fuel-efficient aircraft described in sub-23

section (a), including a timing requirement for the 24

purchase of a fuel-efficient aircraft. 25
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(d) USE OF PURCHASED AIRCRAFT.—Notwith-1

standing any other provision of law, the Secretary may 2

sell, to an air carrier or eligible foreign air carrier, parts 3

or components of aircraft purchased under this division. 4

(e) REGULATIONS.—Not later than 30 days after the 5

date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall issue 6

such regulations as are necessary to carry out this section. 7

(f) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is 8

authorized to carry out the program established under this 9

section $1,000,000,000 and such sums shall remain avail-10

able until expended. 11

(g) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 12

(1) ADMINISTRATOR.—The term ‘‘Adminis-13

trator’’ means the Administrator of the Environ-14

mental Protection Agency. 15

(2) AIRCRAFT MANUFACTURER.—The term 16

‘‘aircraft manufacturer’’ has the meaning given such 17

term in section 44301 of title 49, United States 18

Code. 19

(3) ELIGIBLE FOREIGN AIR CARRIER.— 20

(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘‘eligible for-21

eign air carrier’’ means a foreign air carrier as 22

such term is defined in section 40102 of title 23

49, United States Code. 24
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(B) EXCLUSION.—The term ‘‘eligible for-1

eign air carrier’’ does not include a foreign air 2

carrier that— 3

(i) is domiciled in a country that is a 4

state sponsor of terrorism; or 5

(ii) has a majority ownership interest 6

of individuals or entities domiciled in a 7

country that is a state sponsor of ter-8

rorism. 9

(4) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 10

the Secretary of Transportation. 11

(5) STATE SPONSOR OF TERRORISM.—The term 12

‘‘state sponsor of terrorism’’ means a country the 13

government of which the Secretary of State deter-14

mines has repeatedly provided support for inter-15

national terrorism pursuant to— 16

(A) section 1754(c)(1)(A) of the Export 17

Control Reform Act of 2018 (50 U.S.C. 18

4318(c)(1)(A)); 19

(B) section 620A of the Foreign Assistance 20

Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2371); 21

(C) section 40 of the Arms Export Control 22

Act (22 U.S.C. 2780); or 23

(D) any other provision of law. 24
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SEC. 703. EXPANSION OF VOLUNTARY AIRPORT LOW EMIS-1

SION PROGRAM. 2

Section 40117 of title 49, United States Code, is 3

(1) in subsection (a)(3)(G) by striking ‘‘if the 5

airport is located in an air quality nonattainment 6

SEC. 704. AIRLINE CARBON EMISSIONS OFFSETS AND 20

Federal Aviation Administration shall require each 25

guidance to carry out to paragraph (1), the Admin-4

istrator shall develop standards and practices to en-5

sure the use of carbon offsets by air carriers are 6

real, additional, permanent, verifiable, and not dou-7

ble counted and align with standards, recommended 8

practices, assessment tools, and guidance agreed to 9

by the United States pursuant to the European 10

Union Emissions Trading Scheme Prohibition Act of 11

2011 (Public Law 112–200) for addressing aircraft 12

emissions. 13

(3) AUDITING.—An air carrier covered under 14

this subsection shall take reasonable and continuous 15

measures to ensure any carbon offsets credited to, or 16

purchased by, such carrier continue to be accurate. 17

(4) CERTIFICATION.—The Administrator shall 18

annually certify that an air carrier’s carbon offset-19

ting program aligns with the standards developed 20

pursuant to paragraph (2). 21

(b) CARBON EMISSIONS GOAL.— 22

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Administrator of the 23

Federal Aviation Administration, with the concur-24

rence of the Administrator of the Environmental 25
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Protection Agency, shall require each air carrier re-1

ceiving assistance under section 101 to— 2

(A) make and achieve a binding commit-3

ment to reduce the greenhouse gas emissions 4

attributable to the domestic flights of such air 5

carrier in every calendar year, beginning with 6

2021, on a path consistent with a 25 percent 7

reduction in the aviation sector’s emissions 8

from 2019 levels by 2035, and a 50 percent re-9

duction in the sector’s emissions from 2019 lev-10

els by 2050, applying the standards, rec-11

ommended practices, and guidance agreed to by 12

the United States pursuant to the European 13

Union Emissions Trading Scheme Prohibition 14

Act of 2011 (Public Law 112–200) for address-15

ing aircraft emissions; and 16

(B) submit to the Administrator, annually, 17

a report containing a plan for meeting the com-18

mitment described in subparagraph (A) and evi-19

dence of compliance with such commitment, in-20

cluding the annual emissions of the air carrier, 21

use of alternative fuels, and any other means of 22

implementing such commitment. 23

(2) CERTIFICATION.— 24
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(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 5 years 1

after the date of enactment of this Act, and not 2

less frequently than every 5 years thereafter, 3

the Administrator shall certify each air carrier 4

covered under this subsection that is taking 5

such actions as are necessary to meet the re-6

quirements established pursuant to paragraph 7

(1).

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(c) INTERNATIONAL COMPETITIVENESS.—In issuing 1

regulations to carry out to subsection (b) and (c), the Ad-2

ministrator shall create a mechanism that ensures foreign 3

air carriers that enter the national airspace system have 4

an equivalent emissions reductions target or programs 5

such that the United States airline industry is not at a 6

competitive disadvantage. 7

There is authorized to be appropriated to the Federal 10

Aviation Administration $100,000,000 for each of fiscal 11

ING RELEASE OF GREENHOUSE GASES FROM 15

TITLE V—REHABILITATION FOR 9

MULTIEMPLOYER PENSIONS 10

SEC. 501. SHORT TITLE. 11

This title may be cited as the ‘‘Rehabilitation for 12

Multiemployer Pensions Act of 2020’’. 13

SEC. 502. PENSION REHABILITATION ADMINISTRATION; ES-14

TABLISHMENT; POWERS. 15

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established in the 16

Department of the Treasury an agency to be known as 17

the ‘‘Pension Rehabilitation Administration’’. 18

(b) DIRECTOR.— 19

(1) ESTABLISHMENT OF POSITION.—There 20

shall be at the head of the Pension Rehabilitation 21

Administration a Director, who shall be appointed 22

by the President. 23

(2) TERM.— 24
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(A) IN GENERAL.—The term of office of 1

the Director shall be 5 years. 2

(B) SERVICE UNTIL APPOINTMENT OF 3

SUCCESSOR.—An individual serving as Director 4

at the expiration of a term may continue to 5

serve until a successor is appointed. 6

(3) POWERS.— 7

(A) APPOINTMENT OF DEPUTY DIREC-8

TORS, OFFICERS, AND EMPLOYEES.—The Di-9

rector may appoint Deputy Directors, officers, 10

and employees, including attorneys, in accord-11

ance with chapter 51 and subchapter III of 12

chapter 53 of title 5, United States Code. 13

(B) CONTRACTING.— 14

(i) IN GENERAL.—The Director may 15

contract for financial and administrative 16

services (including those related to budget 17

and accounting, financial reporting, per-18

sonnel, and procurement) with the General 19

Services Administration, or such other 20

Federal agency as the Director determines 21

appropriate, for which payment shall be 22

made in advance, or by reimbursement, 23

from funds of the Pension Rehabilitation 24

Administration in such amounts as may be 25
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agreed upon by the Director and the head 1

of the Federal agency providing the serv-2

ices. 3

(ii) SUBJECT TO APPROPRIATIONS.— 4

Contract authority under clause (i) shall be 5

effective for any fiscal year only to the ex-6

tent that appropriations are available for 7

that purpose. 8

SEC. 503. PENSION REHABILITATION TRUST FUND. 9

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subchapter A of chapter 98 of the 10

Internal Revenue Code of 1986 is amended by adding at 11

the end the following new section: 12

‘‘SEC. 9512. PENSION REHABILITATION TRUST FUND. 13

‘‘(a) CREATION OF TRUST FUND.—There is estab-14

lished in the Treasury of the United States a trust fund 15

to be known as the ‘Pension Rehabilitation Trust Fund’ 16

(hereafter in this section referred to as the ‘Fund’), con-17

sisting of such amounts as may be appropriated or cred-18

ited to the Fund as provided in this section and section 19

9602(b). 20

‘‘(b) TRANSFERS TO FUND.— 21

‘‘(1) AMOUNTS ATTRIBUTABLE TO TREASURY 22

BONDS.—There shall be credited to the Fund the 23

amounts transferred under section 506 of the Reha-24

bilitation for Multiemployer Pensions Act of 2020. 25
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‘‘(2) LOAN INTEREST AND PRINCIPAL.— 1

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The Director of the 2

Pension Rehabilitation Administration estab-3

lished under section 502 of the Rehabilitation 4

for Multiemployer Pensions Act of 2020 shall 5

deposit in the Fund any amounts received from 6

a plan as payment of interest or principal on a 7

loan under section 504 of such Act. 8

‘‘(B) INTEREST.—For purposes of sub-9

paragraph (A), the term ‘interest’ includes 10

points and other similar amounts. 11

‘‘(3) AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS.—Amounts cred-12

ited to or deposited in the Fund shall remain avail-13

able until expended. 14

‘‘(c) EXPENDITURES FROM FUND.—Amounts in the 15

Fund are available without further appropriation to the 16

Pension Rehabilitation Administration— 17

‘‘(1) for the purpose of making the loans de-18

scribed in section 504 of the Rehabilitation for Mul-19

tiemployer Pensions Act of 2020, 20

‘‘(2) for the payment of principal and interest 21

on obligations issued under section 506 of such Act, 22

and 23

‘‘(3) for administrative and operating expenses 24

of such Administration.’’. 25
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(b) CLERICAL AMENDMENT.—The table of sections 1

for subchapter A of chapter 98 of the Internal Revenue 2

Code of 1986 is amended by adding at the end the fol-3

lowing new item: 4

‘‘Sec. 9512. Pension Rehabilitation Trust Fund.’’. 

SEC. 504. LOAN PROGRAM FOR MULTIEMPLOYER DEFINED 5

BENEFIT PLANS. 6

(a) LOAN AUTHORITY.— 7

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Pension Rehabilitation 8

Administration established under section 2 is au-9

thorized— 10

(A) to make loans to multiemployer plans 11

(as defined in section 414(f) of the Internal 12

Revenue Code of 1986) which are defined ben-13

efit plans (as defined in section 414(j) of such 14

Code) and— 15

(i)(I) which are in critical and declin-16

ing status (within the meaning of section 17

432(b)(6) of such Code and section 18

305(b)(6) of the Employee Retirement and 19

Income Security Act) as of the date of the 20

enactment of this section, or during the 2- 21

year period beginning on such date, or 22

(II) with respect to which a suspen-23

sion of benefits has been approved under 24

section 432(e)(9) of such Code and section 25
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305(e)(9) of such Act as of such date or 1

during such period; 2

(ii) which as of such date of enact-3

ment, or during such period, are in critical 4

status (within the meaning of section 5

432(b)(2) of such Code and section 6

305(b)(2) of such Act), have a modified 7

funded percentage of less than 40 percent, 8

and have a ratio of active to inactive par-9

ticipants which is less than 2 to 5; or 10

(iii) which are insolvent for purposes 11

of section 418E of such Code as of such 12

date of enactment, or during such period, 13

if they became insolvent after December 14

16, 2014, and have not been terminated; 15

and 16

(B) subject to subsection (b), to establish 17

appropriate terms for such loans. 18

For purposes of subparagraph (A)(ii), the term 19

‘‘modified funded percentage’’ means the percentage 20

equal to a fraction the numerator of which is current 21

value of plan assets (as defined in section 3(26) of 22

such Act) and the denominator of which is current 23

liabilities (as defined in section 431(c)(6)(D) of such 24

Code and section 304(c)(6)(D) of such Act). 25
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(2) CONSULTATION.—The Director of the Pen-1

sion Rehabilitation Administration shall consult with 2

the Secretary of the Treasury, the Secretary of 3

Labor, and the Director of the Pension Benefit 4

Guaranty Corporation before making any loan under 5

paragraph (1), and shall share with such persons the 6

application and plan information with respect to 7

each such loan. 8

(3) ESTABLISHMENT OF LOAN PROGRAM.— 9

(A) IN GENERAL.—A program to make the 10

loans authorized under this section shall be es-11

tablished not later than May 31, 2020, with 12

guidance regarding such program to be promul-13

gated by the Director of the Pension Rehabilita-14

tion Administration, in consultation with the 15

Director of the Pension Benefit Guaranty Cor-16

poration, the Secretary of the Treasury, and 17

the Secretary of Labor, not later than August 18

31, 2020. 19

(B) LOANS AUTHORIZED BEFORE PRO-20

GRAM DATE.—Without regard to whether the 21

program under subparagraph (A) has been es-22

tablished, a plan may apply for a loan under 23

this section before either date described in such 24

subparagraph, and the Pension Rehabilitation 25
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Administration shall approve the application 1

and make the loan before establishment of the 2

program if necessary to avoid any suspension of 3

the accrued benefits of participants. 4

(b) LOAN TERMS.— 5

(1) IN GENERAL.—The terms of any loan made 6

under subsection (a) shall state that— 7

(A) the plan shall make payments of inter-8

est on the loan for a period of 29 years begin-9

ning on the date of the loan (or 19 years in the 10

case of a plan making the election under sub-11

section (c)(5)); 12

(B) final payment of interest and principal 13

shall be due in the 30th year after the date of 14

the loan (except as provided in an election 15

under subsection (c)(5)); and 16

(C) as a condition of the loan, the plan 17

sponsor stipulates that— 18

(i) except as provided in clause (ii), 19

the plan will not increase benefits, allow 20

any employer participating in the plan to 21

reduce its contributions, or accept any col-22

lective bargaining agreement which pro-23

vides for reduced contribution rates, dur-24
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ing the 30-year period described in sub-1

paragraphs (A) and (B); 2

(ii) in the case of a plan with respect 3

to which a suspension of benefits has been 4

approved under section 432(e)(9) of the 5

Internal Revenue Code of 1986 and section 6

305(e)(9) of the Employee Retirement In-7

come Security Act of 1974, or under sec-8

tion 418E of such Code, before the loan, 9

the plan will reinstate the suspended bene-10

fits (or will not carry out any suspension 11

which has been approved but not yet im-12

plemented); 13

(iii) the plan sponsor will comply with 14

the requirements of section 6059A of the 15

Internal Revenue Code of 1986; 16

(iv) the plan will continue to pay all 17

premiums due under section 4007 of the 18

Employee Retirement Income Security Act 19

of 1974; and 20

(v) the plan and plan administrator 21

will meet such other requirements as the 22

Director of the Pension Rehabilitation Ad-23

ministration provides in the loan terms. 24
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The terms of the loan shall not make reference 1

to whether the plan is receiving financial assist-2

ance under section 4261(d) of the Employee 3

Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (29 4

U.S.C. 1431(d)) or to any adjustment of the 5

loan amount under subsection (d)(2)(A)(ii). 6

(2) INTEREST RATE.—Except as provided in 7

the second sentence of this paragraph and sub-8

section (c)(5), loans made under subsection (a) shall 9

have as low an interest rate as is feasible. Such rate 10

shall be determined by the Pension Rehabilitation 11

Administration and shall— 12

(A) not be lower than the rate of interest 13

on 30-year Treasury securities on the first day 14

of the calendar year in which the loan is issued; 15

and 16

(B) not exceed the greater of— 17

(i) a rate 0.2 percentage points higher 18

than such rate of interest on such date; or 19

(ii) the rate necessary to collect reve-20

nues sufficient to administer the program 21

under this section. 22

(c) LOAN APPLICATION.— 23

(1) IN GENERAL.—In applying for a loan under 24

subsection (a), the plan sponsor shall— 25
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(A) demonstrate that, except as provided 1

in subparagraph (C)— 2

(i) the loan will enable the plan to 3

avoid insolvency for at least the 30-year 4

period described in subparagraphs (A) and 5

(B) of subsection (b)(1) or, in the case of 6

a plan which is already insolvent, to 7

emerge from insolvency within and avoid 8

insolvency for the remainder of such pe-9

riod; and 10

(ii) the plan is reasonably expected to 11

be able to pay benefits and the interest on 12

the loan during such period and to accu-13

mulate sufficient funds to repay the prin-14

cipal when due; 15

(B) provide the plan’s most recently filed 16

Form 5500 as of the date of application and 17

any other information necessary to determine 18

the loan amount under subsection (d); 19

(C) stipulate whether the plan is also ap-20

plying for financial assistance under section 21

4261(d) of the Employee Retirement Income 22

Security Act of 1974 (29 U.S.C. 1431(d)) in 23

combination with the loan to enable the plan to 24

avoid insolvency and to pay benefits, or is al-25
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ready receiving such financial assistance as a 1

result of a previous application; 2

(D) state in what manner the loan pro-3

ceeds will be invested pursuant to subsection 4

(d), the person from whom any annuity con-5

tracts under such subsection will be purchased, 6

and the person who will be the investment man-7

ager for any portfolio implemented under such 8

subsection; and 9

(E) include such other information and 10

certifications as the Director of the Pension Re-11

habilitation Administration shall require. 12

(2) STANDARD FOR ACCEPTING ACTUARIAL AND 13

PLAN SPONSOR DETERMINATIONS AND DEMONSTRA-14

TIONS IN THE APPLICATION.—In evaluating the plan 15

sponsor’s application, the Director of the Pension 16

Rehabilitation Administration shall accept the deter-17

minations and demonstrations in the application un-18

less the Director, in consultation with the Director 19

of the Pension Benefit Guaranty Corporation, the 20

Secretary of the Treasury, and the Secretary of 21

Labor, concludes that any such determinations or 22

demonstrations in the application (or any underlying 23

assumptions) are clearly erroneous or are incon-24

sistent with any rules issued by the Director pursu-1

ant to subsection (g). 2

(3) REQUIRED ACTIONS; DEEMED APPROVAL.— 3

The Director of the Pension Rehabilitation Adminis-4

tration shall approve any application under this sub-5

section within 90 days after the submission of such 6

application unless such application is incomplete or 7

the Director makes a conclusion described in para-8

graph (2) with respect to the application. An appli-9

cation shall be deemed approved unless, within such 10

90 days, the Director notifies the plan sponsor of 11

the denial of such application and the reasons for 12

such denial. Any approval or denial of an application 13

by the Director of the Pension Rehabilitation Ad-14

ministration shall be treated as a final agency action 15

for purposes of section 704 of title 5, United States 16

Code. The Pension Rehabilitation Administration 17

shall make the loan pursuant to any application 18

promptly after the approval of such application. 19

(4) CERTAIN PLANS REQUIRED TO APPLY.— 20

The plan sponsor of any plan with respect to which 21

a suspension of benefits has been approved under 22

section 432(e)(9) of the Internal Revenue Code of 23

1986 and section 305(e)(9) of the Employee Retire-24

ment Income Security Act of 1974 or under section 25
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418E of such Code, before the date of the enactment 1

of this Act shall apply for a loan under this section. 2

The Director of the Pension Rehabilitation Adminis-3

tration shall provide for such plan sponsors to use 4

the simplified application under subsection 5

(d)(2)(B). 6

(5) INCENTIVE FOR EARLY REPAYMENT.—The 7

plan sponsor may elect at the time of the application 8

to repay the loan principal, along with the remaining 9

interest, at least as rapidly as equal installments 10

over the 10-year period beginning with the 21st year 11

after the date of the loan. In the case of a plan mak-12

ing this election, the interest on the loan shall be re-13

duced by 0.5 percentage points. 14

(d) LOAN AMOUNT AND USE.— 15

(1) AMOUNT OF LOAN.— 16

(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in 17

subparagraph (B) and paragraph (2), the 18

amount of any loan under subsection (a) shall 19

be, as demonstrated by the plan sponsor on the 20

application under subsection (c), the amount 21

needed to purchase annuity contracts or to im-22

plement a portfolio described in paragraph 23

(3)(C) (or a combination of the two) sufficient 24

to provide benefits of participants and bene-25
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ficiaries of the plan in pay status, and termi-1

nated vested benefits, at the time the loan is 2

made. 3

(B) PLANS WITH SUSPENDED BENE-4

FITS.—In the case of a plan with respect to 5

which a suspension of benefits has been ap-6

proved under section 432(e)(9) of the Internal 7

Revenue Code of 1986 and section 305(e)(9) of 8

the Employee Retirement Income Security Act 9

of 1974 (29 U.S.C. 1085(e)(9)) or under sec-10

tion 418E of such Code— 11

(i) the suspension of benefits shall not 12

be taken into account in applying subpara-13

graph (A); and 14

(ii) the loan amount shall be the 15

amount sufficient to provide benefits of 16

participants and beneficiaries of the plan 17

in pay status and terminated vested bene-18

fits at the time the loan is made, deter-19

mined without regard to the suspension, 20

including retroactive payment of benefits 21

which would otherwise have been payable 22

during the period of the suspension. 23

(2) COORDINATION WITH PBGC FINANCIAL AS-24

SISTANCE.— 25
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(A) IN GENERAL.—In the case of a plan 1

which is also applying for financial assistance 2

under section 4261(d) of the Employee Retire-3

ment Income Security Act of 1974 (29 U.S.C. 4

1431(d))— 5

(i) the plan sponsor shall submit the 6

loan application and the application for fi-7

nancial assistance jointly to the Pension 8

Rehabilitation Administration and the Pen-9

sion Benefit Guaranty Corporation with 10

the information necessary to determine the 11

eligibility for and amount of the loan under 12

this section and the financial assistance 13

under section 4261(d) of such Act; and 14

(ii) if such financial assistance is 15

granted, the amount of the loan under sub-16

section (a) shall not exceed an amount 17

equal to the excess of— 18

(I) the amount determined under 19

paragraph (1)(A) or (1)(B)(ii) (which-20

ever is applicable); over 21

(II) the amount of such financial 22

assistance. 23

(B) PLANS ALREADY RECEIVING PBGC AS-24

SISTANCE.—The Director of the Pension Reha-25
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bilitation Administration shall provide for a 1

simplified application for the loan under this 2

section which may be used by an insolvent plan 3

which has not been terminated and which is al-4

ready receiving financial assistance (other than 5

under section 4261(d) of such Act) from the 6

Pension Benefit Guaranty Corporation at the 7

time of the application for the loan under this 8

section. 9

(3) USE OF LOAN FUNDS.— 10

(A) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding sec-11

tion 432(f)(2)(A)(ii) of the Internal Revenue 12

Code of 1986 and section 305(f)(2)(A)(ii) of 13

such Act, the loan received under subsection (a) 14

shall only be used to purchase annuity contracts 15

which meet the requirements of subparagraph 16

(B) or to implement a portfolio described in 17

subparagraph (C) (or a combination of the two) 18

to provide the benefits described in paragraph 19

(1). 20

(B) ANNUITY CONTRACT REQUIRE-21

MENTS.—The annuity contracts purchased 22

under subparagraph (A) shall be issued by an 23

insurance company which is licensed to do busi-24

ness under the laws of any State and which is 25
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rated A or better by a nationally recognized sta-1

tistical rating organization, and the purchase of 2

such contracts shall meet all applicable fidu-3

ciary standards under the Employee Retirement 4

Income Security Act of 1974. 5

(C) PORTFOLIO.— 6

(i) IN GENERAL.—A portfolio de-7

scribed in this subparagraph is— 8

(I) a cash matching portfolio or 9

duration matching portfolio consisting 10

of investment grade (as rated by a na-11

tionally recognized statistical rating 12

organization) fixed income invest-13

ments, including United States dollar- 14

denominated public or private debt 15

obligations issued or guaranteed by 16

the United States or a foreign issuer, 17

which are tradeable in United States 18

currency and are issued at fixed or 19

zero coupon rates; or 20

(II) any other portfolio pre-21

scribed by the Secretary of the Treas-22

ury in regulations which has a similar 23

risk profile to the portfolios described 24

in subclause (I) and is equally protec-25
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tive of the interests of participants 1

and beneficiaries. 2

Once implemented, such a portfolio shall 3

be maintained until all liabilities to partici-4

pants and beneficiaries in pay status, and 5

terminated vested participants, at the time 6

of the loan are satisfied. 7

(ii) FIDUCIARY DUTY.—Any invest-8

ment manager of a portfolio under this 9

subparagraph shall acknowledge in writing 10

that such person is a fiduciary under the 11

Employee Retirement Income Security Act 12

of 1974 with respect to the plan. 13

(iii) TREATMENT OF PARTICIPANTS 14

AND BENEFICIARIES.—Participants and 15

beneficiaries covered by a portfolio under 16

this subparagraph shall continue to be 17

treated as participants and beneficiaries of 18

the plan, including for purposes of title IV 19

of the Employee Retirement Income Secu-20

rity Act of 1974. 21

(D) ACCOUNTING.— 22

(i) IN GENERAL.—Annuity contracts 23

purchased and portfolios implemented 24

under this paragraph shall be used solely 25
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to provide the benefits described in para-1

graph (1) until all such benefits have been 2

paid and shall be accounted for separately 3

from the other assets of the plan. 4

(ii) OVERSIGHT OF NON-ANNUITY IN-5

VESTMENTS.— 6

(I) IN GENERAL.—Any portfolio 7

implemented under this paragraph 8

shall be subject to oversight by the 9

Pension Rehabilitation Administra-10

tion, including a mandatory triennial 11

review of the adequacy of the portfolio 12

to provide the benefits described in 13

paragraph (1) and approval (to be 14

provided within a reasonable period of 15

time) of any decision by the plan 16

sponsor to change the investment 17

manager of the portfolio. 18

(II) REMEDIAL ACTION.—If the 19

oversight under subclause (I) deter-20

mines an inadequacy, the plan spon-21

sor shall take remedial action to en-22

sure that the inadequacy will be cured 23

within 2 years of such determination. 24
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(E) OMBUDSPERSON.—The Participant 1

and Plan Sponsor Advocate established under 2

section 4004 of the Employee Retirement In-3

come Security Act of 1974 shall act as 4

ombudsperson for participants and beneficiaries 5

on behalf of whom annuity contracts are pur-6

chased or who are covered by a portfolio under 7

this paragraph. 8

(e) COLLECTION OF REPAYMENT.—Except as pro-9

vided in subsection (f), the Pension Rehabilitation Admin-10

istration shall make every effort to collect repayment of 11

loans under this section in accordance with section 3711 12

of title 31, United States Code. 13

(f) LOAN DEFAULT.—If a plan is unable to make any 14

payment on a loan under this section when due, the Pen-15

sion Rehabilitation Administration shall negotiate with the 16

plan sponsor revised terms for repayment (including in-17

stallment payments over a reasonable period or forgive-18

ness of a portion of the loan principal), but only to the 19

extent necessary to avoid insolvency in the subsequent 18 20

months. 21

(g) AUTHORITY TO ISSUE RULES, ETC.—The Direc-22

tor of the Pension Rehabilitation Administration, in con-23

sultation with the Director of the Pension Benefit Guar-24

anty Corporation, the Secretary of the Treasury, and the 25
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Secretary of Labor, is authorized to issue rules regarding 1

the form, content, and process of applications for loans 2

under this section, actuarial standards and assumptions 3

to be used in making estimates and projections for pur-4

poses of such applications, and assumptions regarding in-5

terest rates, mortality, and distributions with respect to 6

a portfolio described in subsection (d)(3)(C). 7

(h) REPORT TO CONGRESS ON STATUS OF CERTAIN 8

PLANS WITH LOANS.—Not later than 1 year after the 9

first loan is made under this section, and annually there-10

after, the Director of the Pension Rehabilitation Adminis-11

tration shall submit to the Committee on Ways and Means 12

and the Committee on Education and Labor of the House 13

of Representatives, and the Committee on Finance and the 14

Committee on Health, Education, Labor and Pensions of 15

the Senate, a report identifying any plan that— 16

(1) has failed to make any scheduled payment 17

on a loan under this section; 18

(2) has negotiated revised terms for repayment 19

of such loan (including any installment payments or 20

forgiveness of a portion of the loan principal); or 21

(3) the Director has determined is no longer 22

reasonably expected to be able to— 23

(A) pay benefits and the interest on the 24

loan; or 25
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(B) accumulate sufficient funds to repay 1

the principal when due. 2

Such report shall include the details of any such failure, 3

revised terms, or determination, as the case may be. 4

(i) COORDINATION WITH TAXATION OF UNRELATED 5

BUSINESS INCOME.—Subparagraph (A) of section 6

514(c)(6) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 is amend-7

ed— 8

(1) by striking ‘‘or’’ at the end of clause (i); 9

(2) by striking the period at the end of clause 10

(ii)(II) and inserting ‘‘, or’’; and 11

(3) by adding at the end the following new 12

clause: 13

‘‘(iii) indebtedness with respect to a 14

multiemployer plan under a loan made by 15

the Pension Rehabilitation Administration 16

pursuant to section 504 of the Rehabilita-17

tion for Multiemployer Pensions Act of 18

2020.’’. 19

SEC. 505. COORDINATION WITH WITHDRAWAL LIABILITY 20

AND FUNDING RULES. 21

(a) AMENDMENT TO INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 22

1986.—Section 432 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 23

is amended by adding at the end the following new sub-24

section: 25
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‘‘(k) SPECIAL RULES FOR PLANS RECEIVING PEN-1

SION REHABILITATION LOANS.— 2

‘‘(1) DETERMINATION OF WITHDRAWAL LIABIL-3

ITY.— 4

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—If any employer par-5

TITLE I—COVID–19 PRICE 13

GOUGING PREVENTION 14

SEC. 101. SHORT TITLE. 15

This title may be cited as the ‘‘COVID-19 Price 16

Gouging Prevention Act’’. 17

SEC. 102. PREVENTION OF PRICE GOUGING. 18

(a) IN GENERAL.—For the duration of a public 19

health emergency declared pursuant to section 319 of the 20

Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 247d) as a result 21

of confirmed cases of 2019 novel coronavirus (COVID– 22

19), including any renewal thereof, it shall be unlawful 23

for any person to sell or offer for sale a good or service 24

at a price that— 25
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(1) is unconscionably excessive; and 1

(2) indicates the seller is using the cir-2

cumstances related to such public health emergency 3

to increase prices unreasonably. 4

(b) FACTORS FOR CONSIDERATION.—In determining 5

whether a person has violated subsection (a), there shall 6

be taken into account, with respect to the price at which 7

such person sold or offered for sale the good or service, 8

factors that include the following: 9

(1) Whether such price grossly exceeds the av-10

erage price at which the same or a similar good or 11

service was sold or offered for sale by such person— 12

(A) during the 90-day period immediately 13

preceding January 31, 2020; or 14

(B) during the same 90-day period of the 15

previous year. 16

(2) Whether such price grossly exceeds the av-17

erage price at which the same or a similar good or 18

service was readily obtainable from other similarly 19

situated competing sellers before January 31, 2020. 20

(3) Whether such price reasonably reflects addi-21

tional costs, not within the control of such person, 22

that were paid, incurred, or reasonably anticipated 23

by such person, or reasonably reflects the profit-24

ability of forgone sales or additional risks taken by 25
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such person, to produce, distribute, obtain, or sell 1

such good or service under the circumstances. 2

(c) ENFORCEMENT.— 3

(1) ENFORCEMENT BY FEDERAL TRADE COM-4

MISSION.— 5

(A) UNFAIR OR DECEPTIVE ACTS OR PRAC-6

TICES.—A violation of subsection (a) shall be 7

treated as a violation of a regulation under sec-8

tion 18(a)(1)(B) of the Federal Trade Commis-9

sion Act (15 U.S.C. 57a(a)(1)(B)) regarding 10

unfair or deceptive acts or practices. 11

(B) POWERS OF COMMISSION.—The Com-12

mission shall enforce subsection (a) in the same 13

manner, by the same means, and with the same 14

jurisdiction, powers, and duties as though all 15

applicable terms and provisions of the Federal 16

Trade Commission Act (15 U.S.C. 41 et seq.) 17

were incorporated into and made a part of this 18

section. Any person who violates such sub-19

section shall be subject to the penalties and en-20

titled to the privileges and immunities provided 21

in the Federal Trade Commission Act. 22

(2) EFFECT ON OTHER LAWS.—Nothing in this 23

section shall be construed in any way to limit the 24
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authority of the Commission under any other provi-1

sion of law. 2

(3) ENFORCEMENT BY STATE ATTORNEYS GEN-3

ERAL.— 4

(A) IN GENERAL.—If the chief law en-5

forcement officer of a State, or an official or 6

agency designated by a State, has reason to be-7

lieve that any person has violated or is violating 8

subsection (a), the attorney general, official, or 9

agency of the State, in addition to any author-10

ity it may have to bring an action in State 11

court under its consumer protection law, may 12

bring a civil action in any appropriate United 13

States district court or in any other court of 14

competent jurisdiction, including a State court, 15

to— 16

(i) enjoin further such violation by 17

such person; 18

(ii) enforce compliance with such sub-19

section; 20

(iii) obtain civil penalties; and 21

(iv) obtain damages, restitution, or 22

other compensation on behalf of residents 23

of the State. 24
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(B) NOTICE AND INTERVENTION BY THE 1

FTC.—The attorney general of a State shall 2

provide prior written notice of any action under 3

subparagraph (A) to the Commission and pro-4

vide the Commission with a copy of the com-5

plaint in the action, except in any case in which 6

such prior notice is not feasible, in which case 7

the attorney general shall serve such notice im-8

mediately upon instituting such action. The 9

Commission shall have the right— 10

(i) to intervene in the action; 11

(ii) upon so intervening, to be heard 12

on all matters arising therein; and 13

(iii) to file petitions for appeal. 14

(C) LIMITATION ON STATE ACTION WHILE 15

FEDERAL ACTION IS PENDING.—If the Commis-16

sion has instituted a civil action for violation of 17

this section, no State attorney general, or offi-18

cial or agency of a State, may bring an action 19

under this paragraph during the pendency of 20

that action against any defendant named in the 21

complaint of the Commission for any violation 22

of this section alleged in the complaint. 23

(D) RELATIONSHIP WITH STATE-LAW 24

CLAIMS.—If the attorney general of a State has 25
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authority to bring an action under State law di-1

rected at acts or practices that also violate this 2

section, the attorney general may assert the 3

State-law claim and a claim under this section 4

in the same civil action. 5

(4) SAVINGS CLAUSE.—Nothing in this section 6

shall preempt or otherwise affect any State or local 7

law. 8

(d) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 9

(1) COMMISSION.—The term ‘‘Commission’’ 10

means the Federal Trade Commission. 11

(2) GOOD OR SERVICE.—The term ‘‘good or 12

service’’ means a good or service offered in com-13

(A) food, beverages, water, ice, a chemical, 15

or a personal hygiene product; 16

(B) any personal protective equipment for 17

which the valuation refers or within one month 7

prior to the beginning of such year; 8

‘‘(B) an annual actuarial determination of 9

the plan’s current funded ratio and projected 10

funded ratio under section 802(a); 11

‘‘(C) corrective action through a realign-12

ment program pursuant to section 803 when-13

ever the plan’s projected funded ratio is below 14

120 percent for the plan year; and 15

‘‘(D) an annual notification to each partici-16

pant describing the participant’s benefits under 17

the plan and explaining that such benefits may 18

be subject to reduction under a realignment 19

program pursuant to section 803 based on the 20

plan’s funded status in future plan years; and 21

‘‘(6) the board of trustees of which includes at 22

least one retiree or beneficiary in pay status during 23

each plan year following the first plan year in which 24
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at least 5 percent of the participants in the plan are 1

retirees or beneficiaries in pay status. 2

‘‘(b) TRANSITION FROM A MULTIEMPLOYER DE-3

FINED BENEFIT PLAN.— 4

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The plan sponsor of a de-5

fined benefit plan that is a multiemployer plan may, 6

subject to paragraph (2), amend the plan to incor-7

porate the features of a composite plan as a compo-8

nent of the multiemployer plan separate from the 9

defined benefit plan component, except in the case of 10

a defined benefit plan for which the plan actuary has 11

certified under section 305(b)(3) that the plan is or 12

will be in critical status for the plan year in which 13

such amendment would become effective or for any 14

of the succeeding 5 plan years. 15

‘‘(2) REQUIREMENTS.—Any amendment pursu-16

ant to paragraph (1) to incorporate the features of 17

a composite plan as a component of a multiemployer 18

plan shall— 19

‘‘(A) apply with respect to all collective 20

bargaining agreements providing for contribu-21

tions to the multiemployer plan on or after the 22

effective date of the amendment; 23

‘‘(B) apply with respect to all participants 24

in the multiemployer plan for whom contribu-25
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tions are made to the multiemployer plan on or 1

after the effective date of the amendment; 2

‘‘(C) specify that the effective date of the 3

amendment is— 4

‘‘(i) the first day of a specified plan 5

year following the date of the adoption of 6

the amendment, except that the plan spon-7

sor may alternatively provide for a sepa-8

rate effective date with respect to each col-9

lective bargaining agreement under which 10

contributions to the multiemployer plan 11

are required, which shall occur on the first 12

day of the first plan year beginning after 13

the termination, or if earlier, the re-open-14

ing, of each such agreement, or such ear-15

lier date as the parties to the agreement 16

and the plan sponsor of the multiemployer 17

plan shall agree to; and 18

‘‘(ii) not later than the first day of the 19

fifth plan year beginning on or after the 20

date of the adoption of the amendment; 21

‘‘(D) specify that, as of the amendment’s 22

effective date, no further benefits shall accrue 23

under the defined benefit component of the 24

multiemployer plan; and 25
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‘‘(E) specify that, as of the amendment’s 1

effective date, the plan sponsor of the multiem-2

ployer plan shall be the plan sponsor of both 3

the composite plan component and the defined 4

benefit plan component of the plan. 5

‘‘(3) SPECIAL RULES.—If a multiemployer plan 6

is amended pursuant to paragraph (1)— 7

‘‘(A) the requirements of this title and title 8

IV shall be applied to the composite plan com-9

ponent and the defined benefit plan component 10

of the multiemployer plan as if each such com-11

ponent were maintained as a separate plan; and 12

‘‘(B) the assets of the composite plan com-13

ponent and the defined benefit plan component 14

of the plan shall be held in a single trust form-15

ing part of the plan under which the trust in-16

strument expressly provides— 17

‘‘(i) for separate accounts (and appro-18

priate records) to be maintained to reflect 19

the interest which each of the plan compo-20

nents has in the trust, including separate 21

accounting for additions to the trust for 22

the benefit of each plan component, dis-23

bursements made from each plan compo-24

nent’s account in the trust, investment ex-25
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perience of the trust allocable to that ac-1

count, and administrative expenses (wheth-2

er direct expenses or shared expenses allo-3

cated proportionally), and permits, but 4

does not require, the pooling of some or all 5

of the assets of the two plan components 6

for investment purposes; and 7

‘‘(ii) that the assets of each of the two 8

plan components shall be held, invested, 9

reinvested, managed, administered and dis-10

tributed for the exclusive benefit of the 11

participants and beneficiaries of each such 12

plan component, and in no event shall the 13

assets of one of the plan components be 14

available to pay benefits due under the 15

other plan component. 16

‘‘(4) NOT A TERMINATION EVENT.—Notwith-17

standing section 4041A, an amendment pursuant to 18

paragraph (1) to incorporate the features of a com-19

posite plan as a component of a multiemployer plan 20

does not constitute termination of the multiemployer 21

plan. 22

‘‘(5) NOTICE TO THE SECRETARY.— 23

‘‘(A) NOTICE.—The plan sponsor of a 24

composite plan shall provide notice to the Sec-25
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retary of the intent to establish the composite 1

plan (or, in the case of a composite plan incor-2

porated as a component of a multiemployer 3

plan as described in paragraph (1), the intent 4

to amend the multiemployer plan to incorporate 5

such composite plan) at least 30 days prior to 6

the effective date of such establishment or 7

amendment. 8

‘‘(B) CERTIFICATION.—In the case of a 9

composite plan incorporated as a component of 10

a multiemployer plan as described in paragraph 11

(1), such notice shall include a certification by 12

the plan actuary under section 305(b)(3) that 13

the effective date of the amendment occurs in 14

a plan year for which the multiemployer plan is 15

not in critical status for that plan year and any 16

of the succeeding 5 plan years. 17

‘‘(6) REFERENCES TO COMPOSITE PLAN COM-18

PONENT.—As used in this part, the term ‘composite 19

plan’ includes a composite plan component added to 20

a defined benefit plan pursuant to paragraph (1). 21

‘‘(7) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Paragraph 22

(2)(A) shall not be construed as preventing the plan 23

sponsor of a multiemployer plan from adopting an 24

amendment pursuant to paragraph (1) because some 25
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collective bargaining agreements are amended to 1

cease any covered employer’s obligation to contribute 2

to the multiemployer plan before or after the plan 3

amendment is effective. Paragraph (2)(B) shall not 4

be construed as preventing the plan sponsor of a 5

multiemployer plan from adopting an amendment 6

pursuant to paragraph (1) because some partici-7

pants cease to have contributions made to the multi-8

employer plan on their behalf before or after the 9

plan amendment is effective. 10

‘‘(c) COORDINATION WITH FUNDING RULES.—Ex-11

cept as otherwise provided in this title, sections 302, 304, 12

and 305 shall not apply to a composite plan. 13

‘‘(d) TREATMENT OF A COMPOSITE PLAN.—For pur-14

poses of this Act (other than sections 302 and 4245), a 15

composite plan shall be treated as if it were a defined ben-16

efit plan unless a different treatment is provided for under 17

applicable law. 18

‘‘SEC. 802. FUNDED RATIOS; ACTUARIAL ASSUMPTIONS. 19

‘‘(a) CERTIFICATION OF FUNDED RATIOS.— 20

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than the one- 21

hundred twentieth day of each plan year of a com-22

posite plan, the plan actuary of the composite plan 23

shall certify to the Secretary, the Secretary of the 24

Treasury, and the plan sponsor the plan’s current 25
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funded ratio and projected funded ratio for the plan 1

year. 2

‘‘(2) DETERMINATION OF CURRENT FUNDED 3

RATIO AND PROJECTED FUNDED RATIO.—For pur-4

poses of this section: 5

‘‘(A) CURRENT FUNDED RATIO.—The cur-6

rent funded ratio is the ratio (expressed as a 7

percentage) of— 8

‘‘(i) the value of the plan’s assets as 9

of the first day of the plan year; to 10

‘‘(ii) the plan actuary’s best estimate 11

of the present value of the plan liabilities 12

as of the first day of the plan year. 13

‘‘(B) PROJECTED FUNDED RATIO.—The 14

projected funded ratio is the current funded 15

ratio projected to the first day of the fifteenth 16

plan year following the plan year for which the 17

determination is being made. 18

‘‘(3) CONSIDERATION OF CONTRIBUTION RATE 19

INCREASES.—For purposes of projections under this 20

subsection, the plan sponsor may anticipate con-21

tribution rate increases beyond the term of the cur-22

rent collective bargaining agreement and any agreed- 23

to supplements, up to a maximum of 2.5 percent per 24

year, compounded annually, unless it would be un-25
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reasonable under the circumstances to assume that 1

contributions would increase by that amount. 2

‘‘(b) ACTUARIAL ASSUMPTIONS AND METHODS.— 3

For purposes of this part: 4

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—All costs, liabilities, rates 5

of interest and other factors under the plan shall be 6

determined for a plan year on the basis of actuarial 7

assumptions and methods— 8

‘‘(A) each of which is reasonable (taking 9

into account the experience of the plan and rea-10

sonable expectations); 11

‘‘(B) which, in combination, offer the actu-12

ary’s best estimate of anticipated experience 13

under the plan; and 14

‘‘(C) with respect to which any change 15

from the actuarial assumptions and methods 16

used in the previous plan year shall be certified 17

by the plan actuary and the actuarial rationale 18

for such change provided in the annual report 19

required by section 103. 20

‘‘(2) FAIR MARKET VALUE OF ASSETS.—The 21

value of the plan’s assets shall be taken into account 22

on the basis of their fair market value. 23

‘‘(3) DETERMINATION OF NORMAL COST AND 24

PLAN LIABILITIES.—A plan’s normal cost and liabil-25
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ities shall be based on the most recent actuarial 1

valuation required under section 801(a)(5)(A) and 2

the unit credit funding method. 3

‘‘(4) TIME WHEN CERTAIN CONTRIBUTIONS 4

DEEMED MADE.—Any contributions for a plan year 5

made by an employer after the last day of such plan 6

year, but not later than two and one-half months 7

after such day, shall be deemed to have been made 8

on such last day. For purposes of this paragraph, 9

such two and one-half month period may be ex-10

tended for not more than six months under regula-11

tions prescribed by the Secretary of the Treasury. 12

‘‘(5) ADDITIONAL ACTUARIAL ASSUMPTIONS.— 13

Except where otherwise provided in this part, the 14

provisions of section 305(b)(3)(B) shall apply to any 15

determination or projection under this part. 16

‘‘SEC. 803. REALIGNMENT PROGRAM. 17

‘‘(a) REALIGNMENT PROGRAM.— 18

‘‘(1) ADOPTION.—In any case in which the plan 19

actuary certifies under section 802(a) that the plan’s 20

projected funded ratio is below 120 percent for the 21

plan year, the plan sponsor shall adopt a realign-22

ment program under paragraph (2) not later than 23

210 days after the due date of the certification re-24

quired under such section 802(a). The plan sponsor 25
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shall adopt an updated realignment program for 1

each succeeding plan year for which a certification 2

described in the preceding sentence is made. 3

‘‘(2) CONTENT OF REALIGNMENT PROGRAM.— 4

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—A realignment pro-5

gram adopted under this paragraph is a written 6

program which consists of all reasonable meas-7

ures, including options or a range of options to 8

be undertaken by the plan sponsor or proposed 9

to the bargaining parties, formulated, based on 10

reasonably anticipated experience and reason-11

able actuarial assumptions, to enable the plan 12

to achieve a projected funded ratio of at least 13

120 percent for the following plan year. 14

‘‘(B) INITIAL PROGRAM ELEMENTS.—Rea-15

sonable measures under a realignment program 16

described in subparagraph (A) may include any 17

of the following: 18

‘‘(i) Proposed contribution increases. 19

‘‘(ii) A reduction in the rate of future 20

benefit accruals, so long as the resulting 21

rate is not less than 1 percent of the con-22

tributions on which benefits are based as 23

of the start of the plan year (or the equiva-24
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lent standard accrual rate as described in 1

section 305(e)(6)). 2

‘‘(iii) A modification or elimination of 3

adjustable benefits of participants that are 4

not in pay status before the date of the no-5

tice required under subsection (b)(1). 6

‘‘(iv) Any other lawfully available 7

measures not specifically described in this 8

subparagraph or subparagraph (C) or (D) 9

that the plan sponsor determines are rea-10

sonable. 11

‘‘(C) ADDITIONAL PROGRAM ELEMENTS.— 12

If the plan sponsor has determined that all rea-13

sonable measures available under subparagraph 14

(B) will not enable the plan to achieve a pro-15

jected funded ratio of at least 120 percent for 16

the following plan year, such reasonable meas-17

ures may also include— 18

‘‘(i) a reduction of accrued benefits 19

that are not in pay status by the date of 20

the notice required under subsection 21

(b)(1); or 22

‘‘(ii) a reduction of any benefits of 23

participants that are in pay status before 24

the date of the notice required under sub-25
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section (b)(1) other than core benefits as 1

defined in paragraph (4). 2

‘‘(D) ADDITIONAL REDUCTIONS.—In the 3

case of a composite plan for which the plan 4

sponsor has determined that all reasonable 5

measures available under subparagraphs (B) 6

and (C) will not enable the plan to achieve a 7

projected funded ratio of at least 120 percent 8

for the following plan year, such reasonable 9

measures may also include— 10

‘‘(i) a further reduction in the rate of 11

future benefit accruals without regard to 12

the limitation applicable under subpara-13

graph (B)(ii); or 14

‘‘(ii) a reduction of core benefits; 15

provided that such reductions shall be equitably 16

distributed across the participant and bene-17

ficiary population, taking into account factors, 18

with respect to participants and beneficiaries 19

and their benefits, that may include one or 20

more of the factors listed in subclauses (I) 21

through (X) of section 305(e)(9)(D)(vi), to the 22

extent necessary to enable the plan to achieve 23

a projected funded ratio of at least 120 percent 24

for the following plan year, or at the election of 25
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the plan sponsor, a projected funded ratio of at 1

least 100 percent for the following plan year 2

and a current funded ratio of at least 90 per-3

cent. 4

‘‘(3) ADJUSTABLE BENEFIT DEFINED.—For 5

purposes of this part, the term ‘adjustable benefit’ 6

means— 7

‘‘(A) benefits, rights, and features under 8

the plan, including post-retirement death bene-9

fits, 60-month guarantees, disability benefits 10

not yet in pay status, and similar benefits; 11

‘‘(B) any early retirement benefit or retire-12

ment-type subsidy (within the meaning of sec-13

tion 204(g)(2)(A)) and any benefit payment op-14

tion (other than the qualified joint and survivor 15

annuity); and 16

‘‘(C) benefit increases that were adopted 17

(or, if later, took effect) less than 60 months 18

before the first day such realignment program 19

took effect. 20

‘‘(4) CORE BENEFIT DEFINED.—For purposes 21

of this part, the term ‘core benefit’ means a partici-22

pant’s accrued benefit payable in the normal form of 23

an annuity commencing at normal retirement age, 24

determined without regard to— 25
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‘‘(A) any early retirement benefits, retire-1

ment-type subsidies, or other benefits, rights, or 2

features that may be associated with that ben-3

efit; and 4

‘‘(B) any cost-of-living adjustments or ben-5

efit increases effective after the date of retire-6

ment. 7

‘‘(5) COORDINATION WITH CONTRIBUTION IN-8

CREASES.— 9

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—A realignment pro-10

gram may provide that some or all of the ben-11

efit modifications described in the program will 12

only take effect if the bargaining parties fail to 13

agree to specified levels of increases in contribu-14

tions to the plan, effective as of specified dates. 15

‘‘(B) INDEPENDENT BENEFIT MODIFICA-16

TIONS.—If a realignment program adopts any 17

changes to the benefit formula that are inde-18

pendent of potential contribution increases, 19

such changes shall take effect not later than 20

180 days after the first day of the first plan 21

year that begins following the adoption of the 22

realignment program. 23

‘‘(C) CONDITIONAL BENEFIT MODIFICA-24

TIONS.—If a realignment program adopts any 25
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changes to the benefit formula that take effect 1

only if the bargaining parties fail to agree to 2

contribution increases, such changes shall take 3

effect not later than the first day of the first 4

plan year beginning after the third anniversary 5

of the date of adoption of the realignment pro-6

gram. 7

‘‘(D) REVOCATION OF CERTAIN BENEFIT 8

MODIFICATIONS.—Benefit modifications de-9

scribed in subparagraph (C) may be revoked, in 10

whole or in part, and retroactively or prospec-11

tively, when contributions to the plan are in-12

creased, as specified in the realignment pro-13

gram, including any amendments thereto. The 14

preceding sentence shall not apply unless the 15

contribution increases are to be effective not 16

later than the fifth anniversary of the first day 17

of the first plan year that begins after the 18

adoption of the realignment program. 19

‘‘(b) NOTICE.— 20

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—In any case in which it is 21

certified under section 802(a) that the projected 22

funded ratio is less than 120 percent, the plan spon-23

sor shall, not later than 30 days after the date of 24

the certification, provide notification of the current 25
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and projected funded ratios to the participants and 1

beneficiaries, the bargaining parties, and the Sec-2

retary. Such notice shall include— 3

‘‘(A) an explanation that contribution rate 4

increases or benefit reductions may be nec-5

essary; 6

‘‘(B) a description of the types of benefits 7

that might be reduced; and 8

‘‘(C) an estimate of the contribution in-9

creases and benefit reductions that may be nec-10

essary to achieve a projected funded ratio of 11

120 percent. 12

‘‘(2) NOTICE OF BENEFIT MODIFICATIONS.— 13

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—No modifications may 14

be made that reduce the rate of future benefit 15

accrual or that reduce core benefits or adjust-16

able benefits unless notice of such reduction has 17

been given at least 180 days before the general 18

effective date of such reduction for all partici-19

pants and beneficiaries to— 20

‘‘(i) plan participants and bene-21

ficiaries; 22

‘‘(ii) each employer who has an obliga-23

tion to contribute to the composite plan; 24

and 25
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‘‘(iii) each employee organization 1

which, for purposes of collective bar-2

gaining, represents plan participants em-3

ployed by such employers. 4

‘‘(B) CONTENT OF NOTICE.—The notice 5

under subparagraph (A) shall contain— 6

‘‘(i) sufficient information to enable 7

participants and beneficiaries to under-8

stand the effect of any reduction on their 9

benefits, including an illustration of any 10

affected benefit or subsidy, on an annual 11

or monthly basis that a participant or ben-12

eficiary would otherwise have been eligible 13

for as of the general effective date de-14

scribed in subparagraph (A); and 15

‘‘(ii) information as to the rights and 16

remedies of plan participants and bene-17

ficiaries as well as how to contact the De-18

partment of Labor for further information 19

and assistance, where appropriate. 20

‘‘(C) FORM AND MANNER.—Any notice 21

under subparagraph (A)— 22

‘‘(i) shall be provided in a form and 23

manner prescribed in regulations of the 24

Secretary of Labor; 25
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‘‘(ii) shall be written in a manner so 1

as to be understood by the average plan 2

participant. 3

‘‘(3) MODEL NOTICES.—The Secretary shall— 4

‘‘(A) prescribe model notices that the plan 5

sponsor of a composite plan may use to satisfy 6

the notice requirements under this subsection; 7

and 8

‘‘(B) by regulation enumerate any details 9

related to the elements listed in paragraph (1) 10

that any notice under this subsection must in-11

clude. 12

‘‘(4) DELIVERY METHOD.—Any notice under 13

this part shall be provided in writing and may also 14

be provided in electronic form to the extent that the 15

form is reasonably accessible to persons to whom the 16

notice is provided. 17

‘‘SEC. 804. LIMITATION ON INCREASING BENEFITS. 18

‘‘(a) LEVEL OF CURRENT FUNDED RATIOS.—Except 19

as provided in subsections (c), (d), and (e), no plan 20

amendment increasing benefits or establishing new bene-21

fits under a composite plan may be adopted for a plan 22

year unless— 23
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‘‘(1) the plan’s current funded ratio is at least 1

110 percent (without regard to the benefit increase 2

or new benefits); 3

‘‘(2) taking the benefit increase or new benefits 4

into account, the current funded ratio is at least 100 5

percent and the projected funded ratio for the cur-6

rent plan year is at least 120 percent; 7

‘‘(3) in any case in which, after taking the ben-8

efit increase or new benefits into account, the cur-9

rent funded ratio is less than 140 percent and the 10

projected funded ratio is less than 140 percent, the 11

benefit increase or new benefits are projected by the 12

plan actuary to increase the present value of the 13

plan’s liabilities for the plan year by not more than 14

3 percent; and 15

‘‘(4) expected contributions for the current plan 16

year are at least 120 percent of normal cost for the 17

plan year, determined using the unit credit funding 18

method and treating the benefit increase or new ben-19

efits as in effect for the entire plan year. 20

‘‘(b) ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS WHERE CORE 21

BENEFITS REDUCED.—If a plan has been amended to re-22

duce core benefits pursuant to a realignment program 23

under section 803(a)(2)(D), such plan may not be subse-24
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quently amended to increase core benefits unless the 1

amendment— 2

‘‘(1) increases the level of future benefit pay-3

ments only; and 4

‘‘(2) provides for an equitable distribution of 5

benefit increases across the participant and bene-6

ficiary population, taking into account the extent to 7

which the benefits of participants were previously re-8

duced pursuant to such realignment program. 9

‘‘(c) EXCEPTION TO COMPLY WITH APPLICABLE 10

LAW.—Subsection (a) shall not apply in connection with 11

a plan amendment if the amendment is required as a con-12

dition of qualification under part I of subchapter D of 13

chapter 1 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 or to com-14

ply with other applicable law. 15

‘‘(d) EXCEPTION WHERE MAXIMUM DEDUCTIBLE 16

LIMIT APPLIES.—Subsection (a) shall not apply in con-17

nection with a plan amendment if and to the extent that 18

contributions to the composite plan would not be deduct-19

ible for the plan year under section 404(a)(1)(E) of the 20

Internal Revenue Code of 1986 if the plan amendment is 21

not adopted. 22

‘‘(e) EXCEPTION FOR CERTAIN BENEFIT MODIFICA-23

TIONS.—Subsection (a) shall not apply in connection with 24
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a plan amendment under section 803(a)(5)(C), regarding 1

conditional benefit modifications. 2

‘‘(f) TREATMENT OF PLAN AMENDMENTS.—For pur-3

poses of this section— 4

‘‘(1) if two or more plan amendments increas-5

ing benefits or establishing new benefits are adopted 6

in a plan year, such amendments shall be treated as 7

a single amendment adopted on the last day of the 8

plan year; 9

‘‘(2) all benefit increases and new benefits 10

adopted in a single amendment are treated as a sin-11

gle benefit increase, irrespective of whether the in-12

creases and new benefits take effect in more than 13

one plan year; and 14

‘‘(3) increases in contributions or decreases in 15

plan liabilities which are scheduled to take effect in 16

future plan years may be taken into account in con-17

nection with a plan amendment if they have been 18

agreed to in writing or otherwise formalized by the 19

date the plan amendment is adopted. 20

‘‘SEC. 805. COMPOSITE PLAN RESTRICTIONS TO PRESERVE 21

LEGACY PLAN FUNDING. 22

‘‘(a) TREATMENT AS A LEGACY PLAN.— 23

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—For purposes of this part 24

and parts 2 and 3, a defined benefit plan shall be 25
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treated as a legacy plan with respect to the com-1

posite plan under which the employees who were eli-2

gible to accrue a benefit under the defined benefit 3

plan become eligible to accrue a benefit under such 4

composite plan. 5

‘‘(2) COMPONENT PLANS.—In any case in 6

which a defined benefit plan is amended to add a 7

composite plan component pursuant to section 8

801(b), paragraph (1) shall be applied by sub-9

stituting ‘defined benefit component’ for ‘defined 10

benefit plan’ and ‘composite plan component’ for 11

‘composite plan’. 12

‘‘(3) ELIGIBLE TO ACCRUE A BENEFIT.—For 13

purposes of paragraph (1), an employee is consid-14

ered eligible to accrue a benefit under a composite 15

plan as of the first day in which the employee com-16

pletes an hour of service under a collective bar-17

gaining agreement that provides for contributions to 18

and accruals under the composite plan in lieu of ac-19

cruals under the legacy plan. 20

‘‘(4) COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT.— 21

As used in this part, the term ‘collective bargaining 22

agreement’ includes any agreement under which an 23

employer has an obligation to contribute to a plan. 24
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‘‘(5) OTHER TERMS.—Any term used in this 1

part which is not defined in this part and which is 2

also used in section 305 shall have the same mean-3

ing provided such term in such section.

‘‘(b) RESTRICTIONS ON ACCEPTANCE BY COMPOSITE 5

PLAN OF AGREEMENTS AND CONTRIBUTIONS.— 6

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The plan sponsor of a com-7

posite plan shall not accept or recognize a collective 8

bargaining agreement (or any modification to such 9

agreement), and no contributions may be accepted 10

and no benefits may be accrued or otherwise earned 11

under the agreement— 12

‘‘(A) in any case in which the plan actuary 13

of any defined benefit plan that would be treat-14

ed as a legacy plan with respect to such com-15

posite plan has certified under section 16

305(b)(3) that such defined benefit plan is or 17

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composite plan in a manner that satisfies the 1

transition contribution requirements of sub-2

section (d). 3

‘‘(2) NOTICE.—Not later than 30 days after a 4

determination by a plan sponsor of a composite plan 5

that an agreement fails to satisfy the requirements 6

described in paragraph (1), the plan sponsor shall 7

provide notification of such failure and the reasons 8

for such determination— 9

‘‘(A) to the parties to the agreement; 10

‘‘(B) to active participants of the com-11

posite plan who have ceased to accrue or other-12

wise earn benefits with respect to service with 13

an employer pursuant to paragraph (1); and 14

‘‘(C) to the Secretary, the Secretary of the 15

Treasury, and the Pension Benefit Guaranty 16

Corporation. 17

‘‘(3) LIMITATION ON RETROACTIVE EFFECT.— 18

This subsection shall not apply to benefits accrued 19

before the date on which notice is provided under 20

paragraph (2). 21

‘‘(c) RESTRICTION ON ACCRUAL OF BENEFITS 22

UNDER A COMPOSITE PLAN.— 23

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—In any case in which an 24

employer, under a collective bargaining agreement 25
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entered into after the date of enactment of the Giv-1

ing Retirement Options to Workers Act of 2020, 2

ceases to have an obligation to contribute to a multi-3

employer defined benefit plan, no employees em-4

ployed by the employer may accrue or otherwise earn 5

benefits under any composite plan, with respect to 6

service with that employer, for a 60-month period 7

beginning on the date on which the employer entered 8

into such collective bargaining agreement. 9

‘‘(2) NOTICE OF CESSATION OF OBLIGATION.— 10

Within 30 days of determining that an employer has 11

ceased to have an obligation to contribute to a leg-12

acy plan with respect to employees employed by an 13

employer that is or will be contributing to a com-14

posite plan with respect to service of such employees, 15

the plan sponsor of the legacy plan shall notify the 16

plan sponsor of the composite plan of that cessation. 17

‘‘(3) NOTICE OF CESSATION OF ACCRUALS.— 18

Not later than 30 days after determining that an 19

employer has ceased to have an obligation to con-20

tribute to a legacy plan, the plan sponsor of the 21

composite plan shall notify the bargaining parties, 22

the active participants affected by the cessation of 23

accruals, the Secretary, the Secretary of the Treas-24

ury, and the Pension Benefit Guaranty Corporation 25
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of the cessation of accruals, the period during which 1

such cessation is in effect, and the reasons therefor. 2

‘‘(4) LIMITATION ON RETROACTIVE EFFECT.— 3

This subsection shall not apply to benefits accrued 4

before the date on which notice is provided under 5

paragraph (3). 6

‘‘(d) TRANSITION CONTRIBUTION REQUIREMENTS.— 7

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—A collective bargaining 8

agreement satisfies the transition contribution re-9

quirements of this subsection if the agreement— 10

‘‘(A) authorizes payment of contributions 11

to a legacy plan at a rate or rates equal to or 12

greater than the transition contribution rate es-13

tablished by the legacy plan under paragraph 14

(2); and 15

‘‘(B) does not provide for— 16

‘‘(i) a suspension of contributions to 17

the legacy plan with respect to any period 18

of service; or 19

‘‘(ii) any new direct or indirect exclu-20

sion of younger or newly hired employees 21

of the employer from being taken into ac-22

count in determining contributions owed to 23

the legacy plan. 24

‘‘(2) TRANSITION CONTRIBUTION RATE.— 25
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‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The transition con-1

tribution rate for a plan year is the contribution 2

rate that, as certified by the actuary of the leg-3

acy plan in accordance with the principles in 4

section 305(b)(3)(B), is reasonably expected to 5

be adequate— 6

‘‘(i) to fund the normal cost for the 7

plan year; 8

‘‘(ii) to amortize the plan’s unfunded 9

liabilities in level annual installments over 10

25 years, beginning with the plan year in 11

which the transition contribution rate is 12

first established; and 13

‘‘(iii) to amortize any subsequent 14

changes in the legacy plan’s unfunded li-15

ability due to experience gains or losses 16

(including investment gains or losses, gains 17

or losses due to contributions greater or 18

less than the contributions made under the 19

prior transition contribution rate, and 20

other actuarial gains or losses), changes in 21

actuarial assumptions, changes to the leg-22

acy plan’s benefits, or changes in funding 23

method over a period of 15 plan years be-24
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ginning with the plan year in which such 1

change in unfunded liability is incurred. 2

The transition contribution rate for any plan 3

year may not be less than the transition con-4

tribution rate for the plan year in which such 5

rate is first established. 6

‘‘(B) MULTIPLE RATES.—If different rates 7

of contribution are payable to the legacy plan 8

by different employers or for different classes of 9

employees, the certification shall specify a tran-10

sition contribution rate for each such employer. 11

‘‘(C) RATE APPLICABLE TO EMPLOYER.— 12

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—Except as pro-13

vided by clause (ii), the transition con-14

tribution rate applicable to an employer for 15

a plan year is the rate in effect for the 16

plan year of the legacy plan that com-17

mences on or after 180 days before the 18

earlier of— 19

‘‘(I) the effective date of the col-20

lective bargaining agreement pursuant 21

to which the employer contributes to 22

the legacy plan; or 23

‘‘(II) 5 years after the last plan 24

year for which the transition contribu-25
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tion rate applicable to the employer 1

was established or updated. 2

‘‘(ii) EXCEPTION.—The transition 3

contribution rate applicable to an employer 4

for the first plan year beginning on or 5

after the commencement of the employer’s 6

obligation to contribute to the composite 7

plan is the rate in effect for the plan year 8

of the legacy plan that commences on or 9

after 180 days before such first plan year. 10

‘‘(D) EFFECT OF LEGACY PLAN FINANCIAL 11

CIRCUMSTANCES.—If the plan actuary of the 12

legacy plan has certified under section 305 that 13

the plan is in endangered or critical status for 14

a plan year, the transition contribution rate for 15

the following plan year is the rate determined 16

with respect to the employer under the legacy 17

plan’s funding improvement or rehabilitation 18

plan under section 305, if greater than the rate 19

otherwise determined, but in no event greater 20

than 75 percent of the sum of the contribution 21

rates applicable to the legacy plan and the com-22

posite plan for the plan year. 23

‘‘(E) OTHER ACTUARIAL ASSUMPTIONS 24

AND METHODS.—Except as provided in sub-25
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paragraph (A), the determination of the transi-1

tion contribution rate for a plan year shall be 2

based on actuarial assumptions and methods 3

consistent with the minimum funding deter-4

minations made under section 304 (or, if appli-5

cable, section 305) with respect to the legacy 6

plan for the plan year. 7

‘‘(F) ADJUSTMENTS IN RATE.—The plan 8

sponsor of a legacy plan from time to time may 9

adjust the transition contribution rate or rates 10

applicable to an employer under this paragraph 11

by increasing some rates and decreasing others 12

if the actuary certifies that such adjusted rates 13

in combination will produce projected contribu-14

tion income for the plan year beginning on or 15

after the date of certification that is not less 16

than would be produced by the transition con-17

tribution rates in effect at the time of the cer-18

tification. 19

‘‘(G) NOTICE OF TRANSITION CONTRIBU-20

TION RATE.—The plan sponsor of a legacy plan 21

shall provide notice to the parties to collective 22

bargaining agreements pursuant to which con-23

tributions are made to the legacy plan of 24

changes to the transition contribution rate re-25
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quirements at least 30 days before the begin-1

ning of the plan year for which the rate is effec-2

tive. 3

‘‘(H) NOTICE TO COMPOSITE PLAN SPON-4

SOR.—Not later than 30 days after a deter-5

mination by the plan sponsor of a legacy plan 6

that a collective bargaining agreement provides 7

for a rate of contributions that is below the 8

transition contribution rate applicable to one or 9

more employers that are parties to the collective 10

bargaining agreement, the plan sponsor of the 11

legacy plan shall notify the plan sponsor of any 12

composite plan under which employees of such 13

employer would otherwise be eligible to accrue 14

a benefit. 15

‘‘(3) CORRECTION PROCEDURES.—Pursuant to 16

standards prescribed by the Secretary, the plan 17

sponsor of a composite plan shall adopt rules and 18

procedures that give the parties to the collective bar-19

gaining agreement notice of the failure of such 20

agreement to satisfy the transition contribution re-21

quirements of this subsection, and a reasonable op-22

portunity to correct such failure, not to exceed 180 23

days from the date of notice given under subsection 24

(b)(2). 25
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‘‘(4) SUPPLEMENTAL CONTRIBUTIONS.—A col-1

lective bargaining agreement may provide for supple-2

mental contributions to the legacy plan for a plan 3

year in excess of the transition contribution rate de-4

termined under paragraph (2), regardless of whether 5

the legacy plan is in endangered or critical status for 6

such plan year. 7

‘‘(e) NONAPPLICATION OF COMPOSITE PLAN RE-8

STRICTIONS.— 9

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The provisions of sub-10

sections (a), (b), and (c) shall not apply with respect 11

to a collective bargaining agreement, to the extent 12

the agreement, or a predecessor agreement, provides 13

or provided for contributions to a defined benefit 14

plan that is a legacy plan, as of the first day of the 15

first plan year following a plan year for which the 16

plan actuary certifies that the plan is fully funded, 17

has been fully funded for at least three out of the 18

immediately preceding 5 plan years, and is projected 19

to remain fully funded for at least the following 4 20

plan years. 21

‘‘(2) DETERMINATION OF FULLY FUNDED.—A 22

plan is fully funded for purposes of paragraph (1) 23

if, as of the valuation date of the plan for a plan 24

year, the value of the plan’s assets equals or exceeds 25
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the present value of the plan’s liabilities, determined 1

in accordance with the rules prescribed by the Pen-2

sion Benefit Guaranty Corporation under sections 3

4219(c)(1)(D) and 4281 for multiemployer plans 4

terminating by mass withdrawal, as in effect for the 5

date of the determination, except the plan’s reason-6

able assumption regarding the starting date of bene-7

fits may be used. 8

‘‘(3) OTHER APPLICABLE RULES.—Except as 9

provided in paragraph (2), actuarial determinations 10

and projections under this section shall be based on 11

the rules in section 305(b)(3) and section 802(b). 12

‘‘SEC. 806. MERGERS AND ASSET TRANSFERS OF COM-13

POSITE PLANS. 14

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—Assets and liabilities of a com-15

posite plan may only be merged with, or transferred to, 16

another plan if— 17

‘‘(1) the other plan is a composite plan; 18

‘‘(2) the plan or plans resulting from the merg-19

er or transfer is a composite plan; 20

‘‘(3) no participant’s accrued benefit or adjust-21

able benefit is lower immediately after the trans-22

action than it was immediately before the trans-23

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‘‘(4) the value of the assets transferred in the 1

case of a transfer reasonably reflects the value of the 2

amounts contributed with respect to the participants 3

whose benefits are being transferred, adjusted for al-4

locable distributions, investment gains and losses, 5

and administrative expenses.

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—After a merger or transfer 8

involving a composite plan, the legacy plan with re-9

spect to an employer that is obligated to contribute 10

to the resulting composite plan is the legacy plan 11

that applied to that employer immediately before the 12

merger or transfer. 13

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‘‘SEC. 437. COMPOSITE PLAN DEFINED. 1

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—For purposes of this title, the 2

term ‘composite plan’ means a pension plan— 3

‘‘(1) which is a multiemployer plan that is nei-4

ther a defined benefit plan nor a defined contribu-5

tion plan, 6

‘‘(2) the terms of which provide that the plan 7

is a composite plan for purposes of this title with re-8

spect to which not more than one multiemployer de-9

fined benefit plan is treated as a legacy plan within 10

the meaning of section 440A, unless there is more 11

than one legacy plan following a merger of composite 12

plans under section 440B, 13

‘‘(3) which provides systematically for the pay-14

ment of benefits— 15

‘‘(A) objectively calculated pursuant to a 16

formula enumerated in the plan document with 17

respect to plan participants after retirement, 18

‘‘(B) in the form of life annuities, except 20

for benefits which under section 411(a)(11) 21

may be immediately distributed without the 22

consent of the participant, 23

‘‘(4) for which the plan contributions for the 24

first plan year are at least 120 percent of the nor-25

mal cost for the plan year, 26
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‘‘(5) which requires— 1

‘‘(A) an annual valuation of the liability of 2

the plan as of a date within the plan year to 3

which the valuation refers or within one month 4

prior to the beginning of such year, 5

‘‘(B) an annual actuarial determination of 6

the plan’s current funded ratio and projected 7

funded ratio under section 438(a), 8

‘‘(C) corrective action through a realign-9

ment program pursuant to section 439 when-10

ever the plan’s projected funded ratio is below 11

120 percent for the plan year, and 12

‘‘(D) an annual notification to each partici-13

pant describing the participant’s benefits under 14

the plan and explaining that such benefits may 15

be subject to reduction under a realignment 16

program pursuant to section 439 based on the 17

plan’s funded status in future plan years, and 18

‘‘(6) the board of trustees of which includes at 19

least one retiree or beneficiary in pay status during 20

each plan year following the first plan year in which 21

at least 5 percent of the participants in the plan are 22

retirees or beneficiaries in pay status. 23

‘‘(b) TRANSITION FROM A MULTIEMPLOYER DE-24

FINED BENEFIT PLAN.— 25
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‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The plan sponsor of a de-1

fined benefit plan that is a multiemployer plan may, 2

subject to paragraph (2), amend the plan to incor-3

porate the features of a composite plan as a compo-4

nent of the multiemployer plan separate from the 5

defined benefit plan component, except in the case of 6

a defined benefit plan for which the plan actuary has 7

certified under section 432(b)(3) that the plan is or 8

will be in critical status for the plan year in which 9

such amendment would become effective or for any 10

of the succeeding 5 plan years.

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‘‘(i) the first day of a specified plan 1

year following the date of the adoption of 2

the amendment, except that the plan spon-3

sor may alternatively provide for a sepa-4

rate effective date with respect to each col-5

lective bargaining agreement under which 6

contributions to the multiemployer plan 7

are required, which shall occur on the first 8

day of the first plan year beginning after 9

the termination, or if earlier, the re-open-10

ing, of each such agreement, or such ear-11

lier date as the parties to the agreement 12

and the plan sponsor of the multiemployer 13

plan shall agree to, and 14

‘‘(ii) not later than the first day of the 15

fifth plan year beginning on or after the 16

date of the adoption of the amendment, 17

‘‘(D) specify that, as of the amendment’s 18

effective date, no further benefits shall accrue 19

under the defined benefit component of the 20

multiemployer plan, and 21

‘‘(E) specify that, as of the amendment’s 22

effective date, the plan sponsor of the multiem-23

ployer plan shall be the plan sponsor of both 24
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the composite plan component and the defined 1

benefit plan component of the plan. 2

‘‘(3) SPECIAL RULES.—If a multiemployer plan 3

is amended pursuant to paragraph (1)— 4

‘‘(A) the requirements of this title shall be 5

applied to the composite plan component and 6

the defined benefit plan component of the mul-7

tiemployer plan as if each such component were 8

maintained as a separate plan, and 9

‘‘(B) the assets of the composite plan com-10

ponent and the defined benefit plan component 11

of the plan shall be held in a single trust form-12

ing part of the plan under which the trust in-13

strument expressly provides— 14

‘‘(i) for separate accounts (and appro-15

priate records) to be maintained to reflect 16

available to pay benefits due under the 12

other plan component.

‘‘(4) NOT A TERMINATION EVENT.—Notwith-14

standing section 4041A of the Employee Retirement 15

Income Security Act of 1974, an amendment pursu-16

ant to paragraph (1) to incorporate the features of 17

a composite plan as a component of a multiemployer 18

plan does not constitute termination of the multiem-19

ployer plan. 20

‘‘(5) NOTICE TO THE SECRETARY.— 21

‘‘(A) NOTICE.—The plan sponsor of a 22

composite plan shall provide notice to the Sec-23

retary of the intent to establish the composite 24

plan (or, in the case of a composite plan incor-25
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porated as a component of a multiemployer 1

plan as described in paragraph (1), the intent 2

to amend the multiemployer plan to incorporate 3

such composite plan) at least 30 days prior to 4

the effective date of such establishment or 5

amendment. 6

‘‘(B) CERTIFICATION.—In the case of a 7

composite plan incorporated as a component of 8

‘‘(6) REFERENCES TO COMPOSITE PLAN COM-16

PONENT.—As used in this subpart, the term ‘com-17

posite plan’ includes a composite plan component 18

added to a defined benefit plan pursuant to para-19

graph (1).

‘‘(7) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Paragraph 21

(2)(A) shall not be construed as preventing the plan 22

sponsor of a multiemployer plan from adopting an 23

amendment pursuant to paragraph (1) because some 24

collective bargaining agreements are amended to 25
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cease any covered employer’s obligation to contribute 1

to the multiemployer plan before or after the plan 2

amendment is effective. Paragraph (2)(B) shall not 3

be construed as preventing the plan sponsor of a 4

multiemployer plan from adopting an amendment 5

pursuant to paragraph (1) because some partici-6

pants cease to have contributions made to the multi-7

employer plan on their behalf before or after the 8

plan amendment is effective. 9

‘‘(c) COORDINATION WITH FUNDING RULES.—Ex-10

cept as otherwise provided in this title, sections 412, 431, 11

and 432 shall not apply to a composite plan. 12

‘‘(d) TREATMENT OF A COMPOSITE PLAN.—For pur-13

poses of this title (other than sections 412 and 418E), 14

a composite plan shall be treated as if it were a defined 15

benefit plan unless a different treatment is provided for 16

under applicable law. 17

‘‘SEC. 438. FUNDED RATIOS; ACTUARIAL ASSUMPTIONS. 18

‘‘(a) CERTIFICATION OF FUNDED RATIOS.— 19

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than the one- 20

hundred twentieth day of each plan year of a com-21

posite plan, the plan actuary of the composite plan 22

shall certify to the Secretary, the Secretary of 23

Labor, and the plan sponsor the plan’s current fund-24
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ed ratio and projected funded ratio for the plan 1

year. 2

‘‘(2) DETERMINATION OF CURRENT FUNDED 3

RATIO AND PROJECTED FUNDED RATIO.—For pur-4

poses of this section— 5

‘‘(A) CURRENT FUNDED RATIO.—The cur-6

rent funded ratio is the ratio (expressed as a 7

percentage) of— 8

‘‘(i) the value of the plan’s assets as 9

of the first day of the plan year, to 10

‘‘(ii) the plan actuary’s best estimate 11

of the present value of the plan liabilities 12

as of the first day of the plan year. 13

‘‘(B) PROJECTED FUNDED RATIO.—The 14

projected funded ratio is the current funded 15

ratio projected to the first day of the fifteenth 16

plan year following the plan year for which the 17

determination is being made. 18

‘‘(3) CONSIDERATION OF CONTRIBUTION RATE 19

INCREASES.—For purposes of projections under this 20

subsection, the plan sponsor may anticipate con-21

tribution rate increases beyond the term of the cur-22

rent collective bargaining agreement and any agreed- 23

to supplements, up to a maximum of 2.5 percent per 24

year, compounded annually, unless it would be un-25
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reasonable under the circumstances to assume that 1

contributions would increase by that amount. 2

‘‘(b) ACTUARIAL ASSUMPTIONS AND METHODS.— 3

For purposes of this part— 4

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—All costs, liabilities, rates 5

of interest, and other factors under the plan shall be 6

determined for a plan year on the basis of actuarial 7

assumptions and methods— 8

‘‘(A) each of which is reasonable (taking 9

into account the experience of the plan and rea-10

sonable expectations), 11

‘‘(B) which, in combination, offer the actu-12

ary’s best estimate of anticipated experience 13

under the plan, and 14

‘‘(C) with respect to which any change 15

from the actuarial assumptions and methods 16

used in the previous plan year shall be certified 17

by the plan actuary and the actuarial rationale 18

for such change provided in the annual report 19

required by section 6058. 20

‘‘(2) FAIR MARKET VALUE OF ASSETS.—The 21

value of the plan’s assets shall be taken into account 22

on the basis of their fair market value. 23

‘‘(3) DETERMINATION OF NORMAL COST AND 24

PLAN LIABILITIES.—A plan’s normal cost and liabil-25
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ities shall be based on the most recent actuarial 1

valuation required under section 437(a)(5)(A) and 2

the unit credit funding method. 3

‘‘(4) TIME WHEN CERTAIN CONTRIBUTIONS 4

DEEMED MADE.—Any contributions for a plan year 5

made by an employer after the last day of such plan 6

year, but not later than two and one-half months 7

after such day, shall be deemed to have been made 8

on such last day. For purposes of this paragraph, 9

such two and one-half month period may be ex-10

tended for not more than six months under regula-11

tions prescribed by the Secretary. 12

‘‘(5) ADDITIONAL ACTUARIAL ASSUMPTIONS.— 13

Except where otherwise provided in this subpart, the 14

provisions of section 432(b)(3)(B) shall apply to any 15

determination or projection under this subpart. 16

‘‘SEC. 439. REALIGNMENT PROGRAM. 17

‘‘(a) REALIGNMENT PROGRAM.— 18

‘‘(1) ADOPTION.—In any case in which the plan 19

actuary certifies under section 438(a) that the plan’s 20

projected funded ratio is below 120 percent for the 21

plan year, the plan sponsor shall adopt a realign-22

ment program under paragraph (2) not later than 23

210 days after the due date of the certification re-24

quired under section 438(a). The plan sponsor shall 25
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adopt an updated realignment program for each suc-1

ceeding plan year for which a certification described 2

in the preceding sentence is made. 3

‘‘(2) CONTENT OF REALIGNMENT PROGRAM.— 4

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—A realignment pro-5

gram adopted under this paragraph is a written 6

program which consists of all reasonable meas-7

ures, including options or a range of options to 8

be undertaken by the plan sponsor or proposed 9

to the bargaining parties, formulated, based on 10

reasonably anticipated experience and reason-11

able actuarial assumptions, to enable the plan 12

to achieve a projected funded ratio of at least 13

120 percent for the following plan year. 14

‘‘(B) INITIAL PROGRAM ELEMENTS.—Rea-15

sonable measures under a realignment program 16

described in subparagraph (A) may include any 17

of the following: 18

‘‘(i) Proposed contribution increases. 19

‘‘(ii) A reduction in the rate of future 20

benefit accruals, so long as the resulting 21

rate shall not be less than 1 percent of the 22

contributions on which benefits are based 23

as of the start of the plan year (or the 24
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equivalent standard accrual rate as de-1

scribed in section 432(e)(6)). 2

‘‘(iii) A modification or elimination of 3

adjustable benefits of participants that are 4

not in pay status before the date of the no-5

tice required under subsection (b)(1). 6

‘‘(iv) Any other legally available meas-7

ures not specifically described in this sub-8

paragraph or subparagraph (C) or (D) 9

that the plan sponsor determines are rea-10

sonable. 11

‘‘(C) ADDITIONAL PROGRAM ELEMENTS.— 12

If the plan sponsor has determined that all rea-13

sonable measures available under subparagraph 14

(B) will not enable the plan to achieve a pro-15

jected funded ratio of at least 120 percent the 16

following plan year, such reasonable measures 17

may also include— 18

‘‘(i) a reduction of accrued benefits 19

that are not in pay status by the date of 20

the notice required under subsection 21

(b)(1), or 22

‘‘(ii) a reduction of any benefits of 23

participants that are in pay status before 24

the date of the notice required under sub-25
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section (b)(1) other than core benefits as 1

defined in paragraph (4). 2

‘‘(D) ADDITIONAL REDUCTIONS.—In the 3

case of a composite plan for which the plan 4

sponsor has determined that all reasonable 5

measures available under subparagraphs (B) 6

and (C) will not enable the plan to achieve a 7

projected funded ratio of at least 120 percent 8

for the following plan year, such reasonable 9

measures may also include— 10

‘‘(i) a further reduction in the rate of 11

future benefit accruals without regard to 12

the limitation applicable under subpara-13

graph (B)(ii), or 14

‘‘(ii) a reduction of core benefits, 15

provided that such reductions shall be equitably 16

distributed across the participant and bene-17

ficiary population, taking into account factors, 18

with respect to participants and beneficiaries 19

and their benefits, that may include one or 20

more of the factors listed in subclauses (I) 21

through (X) of section 432(e)(9)(D)(vi), to the 22

extent necessary to enable the plan to achieve 23

a projected funded ratio of at least 120 percent 24

for the following plan year, or at the election of 25
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the plan sponsor, a projected funded ratio of at 1

least 100 percent for the following plan year 2

and a current funded ratio of at least 90 per-3

cent. 4

‘‘(3) ADJUSTABLE BENEFIT DEFINED.—For 5

purposes of this subpart, the term ‘adjustable ben-6

efit’ means— 7

‘‘(A) benefits, rights, and features under 8

the plan, including post-retirement death bene-9

fits, 60-month guarantees, disability benefits 10

not yet in pay status, and similar benefits, 11

‘‘(B) any early retirement benefit or retire-12

ment-type subsidy (within the meaning of sec-13

tion 411(d)(6)(B)(i)) and any benefit payment 14

option (other than the qualified joint and sur-15

vivor annuity), and 16

‘‘(C) benefit increases that were adopted 17

(or, if later, took effect) less than 60 months 18

before the first day such realignment program 19

took effect. 20

‘‘(4) CORE BENEFIT DEFINED.—For purposes 21

of this subpart, the term ‘core benefit’ means a par-22

ticipant’s accrued benefit payable in the normal form 23

of an annuity commencing at normal retirement age, 24

determined without regard to— 25
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‘‘(A) any early retirement benefits, retire-1

ment-type subsidies, or other benefits, rights, or 2

features that may be associated with that ben-3

efit, and 4

‘‘(B) any cost-of-living adjustments or ben-5

efit increases effective after the date of retire-6

ment. 7

‘‘(5) COORDINATION WITH CONTRIBUTION IN-8

CREASES.— 9

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—A realignment pro-10

gram may provide that some or all of the ben-11

efit modifications described in the program will 12

only take effect if the bargaining parties fail to 13

agree to specified levels of increases in contribu-14

tions to the plan, effective as of specified dates. 15

‘‘(B) INDEPENDENT BENEFIT MODIFICA-16

TIONS.—If a realignment program adopts any 17

changes to the benefit formula that are inde-18

pendent of potential contribution increases, 19

such changes shall take effect not later than 20

180 days following the first day of the first 21

plan year that begins following the adoption of 22

the realignment program. 23

‘‘(C) CONDITIONAL BENEFIT MODIFICA-24

TIONS.—If a realignment program adopts any 25
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changes to the benefit formula that take effect 1

only if the bargaining parties fail to agree to 2

contribution increases, such changes shall take 3

effect not later than the first day of the first 4

plan year beginning after the third anniversary 5

of the date of adoption of the realignment pro-6

gram. 7

‘‘(D) REVOCATION OF CERTAIN BENEFIT 8

MODIFICATIONS.—Benefit modifications de-9

scribed in paragraph (3) may be revoked, in 10

whole or in part, and retroactively or prospec-11

tively, when contributions to the plan are in-12

creased, as specified in the realignment pro-13

gram, including any amendments thereto. The 14

preceding sentence shall not apply unless the 15

contribution increases are to be effective not 16

later than the fifth anniversary of the first day 17

of the first plan year that begins after the 18

adoption of the realignment program. 19

‘‘(b) NOTICE.— 20

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—In any case in which it is 21

certified under section 438(a) that the projected 22

funded ratio is less than 120 percent, the plan spon-23

sor shall, not later than 30 days after the date of 24

the certification, provide notification of the current 25
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and projected funded ratios to the participants and 1

beneficiaries, the bargaining parties, and the Sec-2

retary. Such notice shall include— 3

‘‘(A) an explanation that contribution rate 4

increases or benefit reductions may be nec-5

essary, 6

‘‘(B) a description of the types of benefits 7

that might be reduced, and 8

‘‘(C) an estimate of the contribution in-9

creases and benefit reductions that may be nec-10

essary to achieve a projected funded ratio of 11

120 percent. 12

‘‘(2) NOTICE OF BENEFIT MODIFICATIONS.— 13

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—No modifications may 14

be made that reduce the rate of future benefit 15

accrual or that reduce core benefits or adjust-16

able benefits unless notice of such reduction has 17

been given at least 180 days before the general 18

effective date of such reduction for all partici-19

pants and beneficiaries to— 20

‘‘(i) plan participants and bene-21

ficiaries, 22

‘‘(ii) each employer who has an obliga-23

tion to contribute to the composite plan, 24

and 25
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‘‘(iii) each employee organization 1

which, for purposes of collective bar-2

gaining, represents plan participants em-3

ployed by such employers. 4

‘‘(B) CONTENT OF NOTICE.—The notice 5

under subparagraph (A) shall contain— 6

‘‘(i) sufficient information to enable 7

participants and beneficiaries to under-8

stand the effect of any reduction on their 9

benefits, including an illustration of any 10

affected benefit or subsidy, on an annual 11

or monthly basis that a participant or ben-12

eficiary would otherwise have been eligible 13

for as of the general effective date de-14

scribed in subparagraph (A), and 15

‘‘(ii) information as to the rights and 16

remedies of plan participants and bene-17

ficiaries as well as how to contact the De-18

partment of Labor for further information 19

and assistance, where appropriate. 20

‘‘(C) FORM AND MANNER.—Any notice 21

under subparagraph (A)— 22

‘‘(i) shall be provided in a form and 23

manner prescribed in regulations of the 24

Secretary of Labor, 25
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‘‘(ii) shall be written in a manner so 1

as to be understood by the average plan 2

participant. 3

‘‘(3) MODEL NOTICES.—The Secretary shall— 4

‘‘(A) prescribe model notices that the plan 5

sponsor of a composite plan may use to satisfy 6

the notice requirements under this subsection, 7

and 8

‘‘(B) by regulation enumerate any details 9

related to the elements listed in paragraph (1) 10

that any notice under this subsection must in-11

clude. 12

‘‘(4) DELIVERY METHOD.—Any notice under 13

this part shall be provided in writing and may also 14

be provided in electronic form to the extent that the 15

form is reasonably accessible to persons to whom the 16

notice is provided. 17

‘‘SEC. 440. LIMITATION ON INCREASING BENEFITS. 18

‘‘(a) LEVEL OF CURRENT FUNDED RATIOS.—Except 19

as provided in subsections (c), (d), and (e), no plan 20

amendment increasing benefits or establishing new bene-21

fits under a composite plan may be adopted for a plan 22

year unless— 23
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‘‘(1) the plan’s current funded ratio is at least 1

110 percent (without regard to the benefit increase 2

or new benefits), 3

‘‘(2) taking the benefit increase or new benefits 4

into account, the current funded ratio is at least 100 5

percent and the projected funded ratio for the cur-6

rent plan year is at least 120 percent, 7

‘‘(3) in any case in which, after taking the ben-8

efit increase or new benefits into account, the cur-9

rent funded ratio is less than 140 percent or the 10

projected funded ratio is less than 140 percent, the 11

benefit increase or new benefits are projected by the 12

plan actuary to increase the present value of the 13

plan’s liabilities for the plan year by not more than 14

3 percent, and 15

‘‘(4) expected contributions for the current plan 16

year are at least 120 percent of normal cost for the 17

plan year, determined using the unit credit funding 18

method and treating the benefit increase or new ben-19

efits as in effect for the entire plan year. 20

‘‘(b) ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS WHERE CORE 21

BENEFITS REDUCED.—If a plan has been amended to re-22

duce core benefits pursuant to a realignment program 23

under section 439(a)(2)(D), such plan may not be subse-24
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quently amended to increase core benefits unless the 1

amendment— 2

‘‘(1) increases the level of future benefit pay-3

ments only, and 4

‘‘(2) provides for an equitable distribution of 5

benefit increases across the participant and bene-6

ficiary population, taking into account the extent to 7

which the benefits of participants were previously re-8

duced pursuant to such realignment program. 9

‘‘(c) EXCEPTION TO COMPLY WITH APPLICABLE 10

LAW.—Subsection (a) shall not apply in connection with 11

a plan amendment if the amendment is required as a con-12

dition of qualification under part I of subchapter D of 13

chapter 1 or to comply with other applicable law. 14

‘‘(d) EXCEPTION WHERE MAXIMUM DEDUCTIBLE 15

LIMIT APPLIES.—Subsection (a) shall not apply in con-16

nection with a plan amendment if and to the extent that 17

contributions to the composite plan would not be deduct-18

ible for the plan year under section 404(a)(1)(E) if the 19

plan amendment is not adopted. The Secretary of the 20

Treasury shall issue regulations to implement this para-21

graph. 22

‘‘(e) EXCEPTION FOR CERTAIN BENEFIT MODIFICA-23

TIONS.—Subsection (a) shall not apply in connection with 24
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a plan amendment under section 439(a)(5)(C), regarding 1

conditional benefit modifications. 2

‘‘(f) TREATMENT OF PLAN AMENDMENTS.—For pur-3

poses of this section— 4

‘‘(1) if two or more plan amendments increas-5

ing benefits or establishing new benefits are adopted 6

in a plan year, such amendments shall be treated as 7

a single amendment adopted on the last day of the 8

plan year, 9

‘‘(2) all benefit increases and new benefits 10

adopted in a single amendment are treated as a sin-11

gle benefit increase, irrespective of whether the in-12

creases and new benefits take effect in more than 13

one plan year, and 14

‘‘(3) increases in contributions or decreases in 15

plan liabilities which are scheduled to take effect in 16

future plan years may be taken into account in con-17

nection with a plan amendment if they have been 18

agreed to in writing or otherwise formalized by the 19

date the plan amendment is adopted. 20

‘‘SEC. 440A. COMPOSITE PLAN RESTRICTIONS TO PRE-21

SERVE LEGACY PLAN FUNDING. 22

‘‘(a) TREATMENT AS A LEGACY PLAN.— 23

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—For purposes of this sub-24

chapter, a defined benefit plan shall be treated as a 25
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legacy plan with respect to the composite plan under 1

which the employees who were eligible to accrue a 2

benefit under the defined benefit plan become eligi-3

ble to accrue a benefit under such composite plan. 4

‘‘(2) COMPONENT PLANS.—In any case in 5

which a defined benefit plan is amended to add a 6

composite plan component pursuant to section 7

437(b), paragraph (1) shall be applied by sub-8

stituting ‘defined benefit component’ for ‘defined 9

benefit plan’ and ‘composite plan component’ for 10

‘composite plan’. 11

‘‘(3) ELIGIBLE TO ACCRUE A BENEFIT.—For 12

purposes of paragraph (1), an employee is consid-13

ered eligible to accrue a benefit under a composite 14

plan as of the first day in which the employee com-15

pletes an hour of service under a collective bar-16

gaining agreement that provides for contributions to 17

and accruals under the composite plan in lieu of ac-18

cruals under the legacy plan. 19

‘‘(4) COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT.— 20

As used in this subpart, the term ‘collective bar-21

gaining agreement’ includes any agreement under 22

which an employer has an obligation to contribute to 23

a plan. 24
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‘‘(5) OTHER TERMS.—Any term used in this 1

subpart which is not defined in this part and which 2

is also used in section 432 shall have the same 3

meaning provided such term in such section. 4

‘‘(b) RESTRICTIONS ON ACCEPTANCE BY COMPOSITE 5

PLAN OF AGREEMENTS AND CONTRIBUTIONS.— 6

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The plan sponsor of a com-7

posite plan shall not accept or recognize a collective 8

bargaining agreement (or any modification to such 9

agreement), and no contributions may be accepted 10

and no benefits may be accrued or otherwise earned 11

‘‘(A) in any case in which the plan actuary 13

of any defined benefit plan that would be treat-14

ed as a legacy plan with respect to such com-15

posite plan has certified under section 16

any of the succeeding 5 plan years, and 20

‘‘(B) unless the agreement requires each 21

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composite plan in a manner that satisfies the 1

transition contribution requirements of sub-2

section (d). 3

‘‘(2) NOTICE.—Not later than 30 days after a 4

determination by a plan sponsor of a composite plan 5

that an agreement fails to satisfy the requirements 6

described in paragraph (1), the plan sponsor shall 7

provide notification of such failure and the reasons 8

for such determination to— 9

‘‘(A) the parties to the agreement, 10

‘‘(B) active participants of the composite 11

plan who have ceased to accrue or otherwise 12

earn benefits with respect to service with an 13

employer pursuant to paragraph (1), and 14

‘‘(C) the Secretary of Labor, the Secretary 15

of the Treasury, and the Pension Benefit Guar-16

anty Corporation. 17

‘‘(3) LIMITATION ON RETROACTIVE EFFECT.— 18

This subsection shall not apply to benefits accrued 19

before the date on which notice is provided under 20

paragraph (2). 21

‘‘(c) RESTRICTION ON ACCRUAL OF BENEFITS 22

UNDER A COMPOSITE PLAN.— 23

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—In any case in which an 24

employer, under a collective bargaining agreement 25
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entered into after the date of enactment of the Giv-1

ing Retirement Options to Workers Act of 2020, 2

ceases to have an obligation to contribute to a multi-3

employer defined benefit plan, no employees em-4

ployed by the employer may accrue or otherwise earn 5

benefits under any composite plan, with respect to 6

service with that employer, for a 60-month period 7

beginning on the date on which the employer entered 8

into such collective bargaining agreement. 9

‘‘(2) NOTICE OF CESSATION OF OBLIGATION.— 10

Within 30 days of determining that an employer has 11

ceased to have an obligation to contribute to a leg-12

acy plan with respect to employees employed by an 13

employer that is or will be contributing to a com-14

posite plan with respect to service of such employees, 15

the plan sponsor of the legacy plan shall notify the 16

plan sponsor of the composite plan of that cessation. 17

‘‘(3) NOTICE OF CESSATION OF ACCRUALS.— 18

Not later than 30 days after determining that an 19

employer has ceased to have an obligation to con-20

tribute to a legacy plan, the plan sponsor of the 21

composite plan shall notify the bargaining parties, 22

the active participants affected by the cessation of 23

accruals, the Secretary, the Secretary of Labor, and 24

the Pension Benefit Guaranty Corporation of the 25
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cessation of accruals, the period during which such 1

cessation is in effect, and the reasons therefor. 2

‘‘(4) LIMITATION ON RETROACTIVE EFFECT.— 3

This subsection shall not apply to benefits accrued 4

before the date on which notice is provided under 5

paragraph (3). 6

‘‘(d) TRANSITION CONTRIBUTION REQUIREMENTS.— 7

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—A collective bargaining 8

agreement satisfies the transition contribution re-9

quirements of this subsection if the agreement— 10

‘‘(A) authorizes for payment of contribu-11

tions to a legacy plan at a rate or rates equal 12

to or greater than the transition contribution 13

rate established under paragraph (2), and 14

‘‘(B) does not provide for— 15

‘‘(i) a suspension of contributions to 16

the legacy plan with respect to any period 17

of service, or 18

‘‘(ii) any new direct or indirect exclu-19

sion of younger or newly hired employees 20

of the employer from being taken into ac-21

count in determining contributions owed to 22

the legacy plan. 23

‘‘(2) TRANSITION CONTRIBUTION RATE.— 24

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The transition con-1

tribution rate for a plan year is the contribution 2

rate that, as certified by the actuary of the leg-3

acy plan in accordance with the principles in 4

section 432(b)(3)(B), is reasonably expected to 5

be adequate— 6

‘‘(i) to fund the normal cost for the 7

plan year, 8

‘‘(ii) to amortize the plan’s unfunded 9

liabilities in level annual installments over 10

25 years, beginning with the plan year in 11

which the transition contribution rate is 12

first established, and 13

changes in the legacy plan’s unfunded li-15

ability due to experience gains or losses 16

(including investment gains or losses, gains 17

The transition contribution rate for any plan 3

year may not be less than the transition con-4

tribution rate for the plan year in which such 5

rate is first established. 6

‘‘(B) MULTIPLE RATES.—If different rates 7

of contribution are payable to the legacy plan 8

by different employers or for different classes of 9

employees, the certification shall specify a tran-10

sition contribution rate for each such employer. 11

‘‘(C) RATE APPLICABLE TO EMPLOYER.— 12
